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  To the Reader


  Have you ever come across footnotes in the Old Testament that say, “Hebrew obscure” or “Hebrew uncertain”? This is not due to any lack of content or clarity in the original text, but rather to the fact that most modern Hebrew scholars simply do not know the precise meaning of many of the original idioms with any degree of certainty. For hundreds of years, Hebrew was studied as a “dead” language (a language that was not spoken in everyday life). The difference between studying a “living” versus a “dead” language could be compared to the difference between studying fossils or museum exhibits of long-extinct animals versus studying living examples of the same species.


  A number of years ago, I was given a copy of an old Spanish Bible translated in the heat and fervor of the Reformation (which was brutally put down in Spain by the Inquisition) during a time when it was common practice to burn Bibles along with their owners. I immediately began to notice a depth and clarity to this translation that brought forth a clear witness of the Spirit of God as to the meanings of many seemingly unfathomable passages (mainly in the Psalms, Proverbs, and Prophets) that had intrigued me for years. I began to investigate the unique circumstances of this Spanish translation by Casiodoro de Reina, published in 1569.


  Casiodoro de Reina was born in 1520. He learned Hebrew in Spain as a young man, apparently from Jews who still spoke Hebrew as a “living” language. The Jews had been officially expelled from Spain in 1492, but it is estimated that only one-fourth of them left at that time (some of those who remained did their best to blend in with the Christians). Eventually the Spanish Inquisition made it impossible for any Jewish people, who spoke their own language, to survive in Spain. Almost every Hebrew scholar since Casiodoro de Reina has had to learn Hebrew as a “dead” language, which was no longer spoken, until the modern-day, ongoing resurrection of the Hebrew language in Israel.


  Casiodoro began a translation of the Old Testament from Hebrew to Spanish and was forced to flee from Spain in 1551. Several Jewish translations of the Old Testament were published in Spanish about this time (such as the Biblia de Ferrara of 1553) to which Casiodoro had access. He also built on a translation of Psalms that was published by his friend Juan Pérez de Pineda in 1557. He went to Geneva and was there until the government of Geneva under John Calvin burned Miguel Servet at the stake over differences on points of doctrine. Casiodoro had some strong words about this. He said that Geneva had become a “new Rome,” and he left for England. The Queen of England (Elizabeth I) allowed Casiodoro to preach to Spanish speakers in the Church of St. Mary Axe and gave him a monthly income. Casiodoro continued his Bible translation until the Inquisition found out about it and sent agents from Spain, who brought false charges against him and undermined his support from the Queen.


  Casiodoro fled to Germany just in time to witness a war between Lutherans and Catholics. He had some words with the Lutherans regarding this and went on into the Low Countries. There he was given a place to preach in a Congregational Church where he spent quite a bit of time in conflict with the Consistory (the minutes of those meetings still exist). Casiodoro seemed to always maintain an open mind to truth and refused to go along with any given school of doctrine or thought, believing that everyone must be responsible before God for their own conscience. After more than twenty years of working on his translation while fleeing with his wife and children — always staying just one jump ahead of the Inquisition, which was always sending agents to attempt to kill or hinder him — his Bible was finally printed. The Inquisition set up a ring of retenes, or checkpoints, all along the borders and for many years carefully searched every person and/or cargo that entered Spain, making an all-out effort to not let even one single Bible into the country. They searched for Bibles with the same intensity that our modern countries search passengers for weapons and drugs! Casiodoro was last heard of at age seventy, still one jump ahead of the Inquisition, and it is not known for certain whether they got him in the end or not.


  Casiodoro de Reina, although younger, was a contemporary with William Tyndale. I have noticed many similarities between the translations of both men (William Tyndale in English and Casiodoro de Reina in Spanish). Studying these two Bibles (they basically agree, yet each brings out unique facets of truth from a slightly different perspective) has been the equivalent of getting the truth of the Scriptures of the Reformation in stereo. The power and clarity of their translations has a much sharper edge than the work that was done in either language even a generation later when the intense heat of the Reformation had died down, and Bible translation had to be officially approved by ecclesiastic and/or secular governments.


  It is recognized that the Authorized Version (by King James) in English is basically a revision of Tyndale’s work (in many key passages the wording of the AV is ninety percent or more Tyndale’s), with the exception of the last half of the Old Testament (from Ezra to Malachi). This portion of Tyndale’s work is believed to have been lost at sea in a shipwreck (only the book of Jonah survived). Unfortunately, William Tyndale was burned at the stake before he could redo the books that were lost. This disaster has, in my opinion, placed these books of our English AV Bibles on a foundation less than equal in terms of clarity and consistency of translation with the rest of the AV, which draws so extensively from the work of Tyndale.


  When we edited a recent edition of the Spanish Bible (Las Sagradas Escrituras Version Antigua, or Biblia del Jubileo) based on the original text of Casiodoro de Reina, I checked much of it against the work of William Tyndale and against the Authorized Version. This strengthened the Spanish Bible in many areas and also tended to confirm the opinion that I gave in the preceding paragraph. Then I decided to diligently compare and align the work of Casiodoro de Reina with the books of the Authorized Version, which did not receive the heritage of William Tyndale. The first fruit of that endeavor is this rendition of Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, and Song of Solomon.


  Over the years, there have been many revisions of the Authorized Version. Some of these, under the guise of modernizing the language, have watered down the message and introduced errors proceeding from deviant manuscripts, from doctrines of men, and from over simplification of the English language. The same is true regarding the Spanish Bible. Instead of revising “forward” toward modernism and employing modern scholarship, textual criticism, and the like, it has been our intention to revise “back” and return as close as possible to the roots of the pure message and pure language. I believe we are at a place where brilliant scholarship and linguistics alone cannot discern between all the possible variations of meaning, or among what are all being presented as ancient and worthy manuscripts in the original languages. We must have the witness of the Holy Spirit. I have chosen to go with the Hebrew scholarship of Reformers such as William Tyndale and Casiodoro de Reina, whose translations of the Received Text (Textus Receptus) shined the light of the truth into the spiritual darkness of their day and changed the church and the world for the better, rather than to rely on the modern scholarship that has a penchant for removing the fear of the Lord from among the people of God in this Laodicean hour.


  Let us allow the Spirit of Truth to have the last word regarding this matter. We must always bear in mind that even if we were to all learn Hebrew to perfection and could obtain a flawless manuscript of the original text, there would still be a humanly insurmountable language barrier between us and the truth that can only be bridged by the Spirit of God.

  Translator’s Notes


  Amen – So be it.


  Belial – Satan; the evil one.


  Charity – The original translators used this term to differentiate God’s love (Gr. ágape) from man’s love (Gr. phileos). God’s love is born of sacrifice (not of human emotion) and is redemptive by nature. God the Father gave his only Son; Jesus gave his life for us. Only God can put this type of love within us; we are not capable of this on our own (see 1 Corinthians Chapter 13).


  Chasten – Primary meaning: to refine or to purify; comes from the root: chaste.


  Congregation – In the Old Testament, this includes all of Israel. In the New Testament, this word is used in italics to translate the Gr. ekklesia, which literally means called out ones. This applies to and includes individuals, small or large groups, and even the universal body of Christ.


  Earth = Land – The same word in the original language; spiritually, this has to do with the people of God.


  Eternal – Primary meaning: denotes a change in quality (like a change of state). Secondary meaning: unlimited time as a consequence of coming into another realm (God’s realm). Therefore, eternal life is not life in the human quality that we inherited from Adam, going on forever; rather, it is a new quality of life in Jesus Christ, which may begin now for those who are born again by the Spirit of God.


  Fools – Those who are governed by carnal thoughts or desires. This is folly in God’s eyes.


  Halelu – Praise ye.


  Jubilee – Primary meaning: freedom or liberty. Secondary meaning: the joy of being set free.


  Life = Soul – The same word in the original language, translated one or the other, according to context.


  Right Hand – Authority (power or strength).


  Selah – Stop and think about it, or meditate on this.


  Shadow – Includes the connotation of covering and protection.


  Sheol (Heb.) or Hades (Gr.) – The empire of death under the power of Satan that imprisoned even the just until the redemptive work of Jesus, and which, even now, retains the unjust as they await final judgment. This is different from the lake of fire or gehena (hell) of the final judgment which is the second death. (see Luke 16:20-31; Ephesians 4:8; Revelation 20:14).


  Shofar – Special ram’s horn trumpet blown on the day of atonement to announce the year of Jubilee, and on other special occasions.


  Spirit = Wind = Breath – The same word in the original language, translated according to context.


  Unicorn – Meaning one horn. In the old Spanish this is the rhinoceros.


  Use of Italics: Words added by the translator either for proper English or for clarification.


  Use of Pronouns:


  Thee, Thou, Thy – Always singular – Note: serious doctrinal error can result from the consequences of changing thee, thou, or thy to you or your. This can cause scriptural promises or directives addressed to the individual to be mistakenly applied to a corporate group. Modern English is ambiguous in this regard and lacks the precision necessary to accurately render the true meaning of the original language.


  Ye – Always plural – always denotes a corporate or plural situation. Note: serious doctrinal error can result from the consequences of changing ye to you and then indiscriminately applying scriptural promises or directives that apply corporately to the People of God to a given individual. Modern English has lost this important distinction.




  


  Editor’s Notes


  Of the original edition of Casiodoro de Reina, we only know of a handful of copies that survived the fire of the Spanish Inquisition. Many Bibles were burned together with their owners. William Tyndale was killed because he translated, published, and distributed the Word of God. But when the devil knew that he could not stop subsequent editions of the Holy Scriptures, he was obligated to change his tactics. Taking advantage of the good intentions of many to actualize, modernize, and simplify the Bible, the Enemy was able to plant his tares, partially dim the light and truth of the Word of God, and little by little, dull the sword of the Christian.


  It is our intention to actualize orthography and grammar only to the extent that we are confident that the original full range of meaning can be preserved; that we may deliver to you a translation that contains all the force and anointing that was poured out in the sixteenth century over men like Francisco de Encinas, Juan Pérez de Pineda, Casiodoro de Reina, Cipriano de Valera, and William Tyndale — men who were chosen by God to be translators of the Bible.


  Keeping to the tradition of these reformers, we have continued to take great care to ensure that key terminology is translated in a uniform manner and to footnote exceptions. These features also make this an outstanding Bible to study by computer. The first usage, last usage, and development of each key term has been carefully checked (the number of overall instances and number of verses in which a given term is used have been carefully tabulated and tracked to ensure separation of terminology and to eliminate the use of synonyms wherever possible within the limits of the English language). This means that when you print a list of all the occurrences of a given term or phrase and study these verse lists, this Bible then defines itself, and the exact value that God has placed on each key term can be established beyond the shadow of a doubt without the need to look up the meanings of the words in a dictionary or commentary that may have been tainted by human endeavor (which in some cases could also be slanted according to the doctrine or school of thought of those who compiled the material).


  We have also made an effort to preserve the emphasis of the original translators in our use of capitals and words in italics. Italics are used when the translator considered the word to be necessary in order to complete a proper translation of the thought or phrase, but the word does not appear in the manuscript of the original language. The punctuation and orthography have the principal purpose of preserving the meaning, flow, and unity of the original manuscripts and do not always follow the norm of modern English.


  The Name of God appears in the Hebrew manuscripts of the Holy Scriptures with four consonants (without vowels) YHWH or JHVH and translates literally into English as I AM (according to Exodus 3:14). This is expressed in like manner in Greek in various New Testament texts (see Matthew 14:27; Mark 14:62; Luke 22:70; John 4:26; 6:35, 41; 8:18, 24, 28, 58; 11:25; 18:5-8; Revelation 1:8, 11, 17; 2:23; 21:6; 22:13, 16). The ancients considered that the Name of God was too sacred to pronounce, and so they read Adonai or Lord each time that they encountered the four consonants of the tetragrammaton. This tradition was followed by our Lord Jesus and by the apostles in more than three hundred instances when they were quoting the Scriptures of the Old Testament. In this work, for the most part, we have continued in the tradition of our Lord Jesus in regard to the Name of God (YHWH) in the Old Testament. If the original read YHWH, the translation reads LORD. If the original read Adonai, the translation reads Lord. If the original read Adonai YHWH, the translation reads Lord GOD. In a few instances (such as Exodus 3:14), the tetragrammaton is translated I AM.




  


  Bible Dictionary


  of Proper Names1 in Scripture


  Editor’s Note:


  Much confusion exists among modern scholars regarding the biblical names of people and places, in part because some of them originate from ancient languages, which are obscure to present-day scholars. The Jubilee Bible relies on scholarship from the early Reformation and Old Spanish resources (including those listed on the title page of this Bible) that have not been considered by English scholars in modern times. Webster’s Unabridged Dictionary (the authoritative mainstay that goes back over two centuries) does not contain the meanings of almost one-third of the names, and Strong’s Concordance (brilliant in some aspects) agrees less than half the time with Webster’s on the remaining two-thirds; and almost 25 percent of the time the meanings are totally different or even diametrically opposed!


  I was, however, delighted to find that Young’s Concordance agrees with the Old Spanish early Reformation scholarship and with Webster’s Dictionary more than 75 percent of the time and the older editions of Halley’s Bible Handbook also agree — with the added benefit of having insight into the ancient names from Chaldea and Persia. The Spanish Bible Dictionary compiled by Jack Enlow is also very helpful.


  We are at a time in history when huge amounts of Bible prophecy converge on the end times that we are living in and on the imminent return of our Lord Jesus Christ. Most if not all of the Bible stories have deeper, prophetic meanings that relate to what is happening now and what is about to happen in the near future. In order to properly understand and assimilate these important messages, it is crucial to have an accurate dictionary of all the proper names of people and places mentioned in the Bible.

    Job 22:23 If thou return to the Almighty, thou shalt be built up, thou shalt put away iniquity far from thy tent;

    Gen 16:10 And the angel of the LORD also said unto her, I will multiply thy seed so exceedingly that it shall not be numbered for the multitude.


    Gen 16:11 And the angel of the LORD yet said unto her, Behold, thou art with child and shalt bear a son and shalt call his name Ishmael, because the LORD has heard thy affliction.


    Gen 22:11 Then the angel of the LORD called unto him out of heaven and said, Abraham, Abraham; and he said, Here am I.


    Gen 22:15 And the angel of the LORD called unto Abraham out of heaven the second time


    Exd 3:2 And the Angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush; and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed.

    Num 22:31 Then the LORD opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw the angel of the LORD standing in the way and his sword drawn in his hand; and he bowed down his head and fell flat on his face.

    1Chr 21:30 but David could not go before it to enquire of God, for he was afraid because of the sword of the angel of the LORD.


    Psa 34:7 Zain The angel of the LORD encamps round about those that fear him and delivers them.


    Psa 35:5 Let them be as chaff before the wind, and let the angel of the LORD chase them.


    Psa 35:6 Let their way be dark and slippery, and let the angel of the LORD persecute them.


    Isa 37:36 Then the angel of the LORD went forth and smote in the camp of the Assyrians a hundred and eighty-five thousand; and when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses.

    Exd 25:6 oil for the light, spices for the anointing oil and for the sweet incense,


    Exd 29:7 Then shalt thou take the anointing oil and pour it upon his head and anoint him.


    Exd 29:21 And thou shalt take of the blood that shall be upon the altar and of the anointing oil and sprinkle it upon Aaron and upon his garments and upon his sons and upon their garments, and he shall be sanctified, and his garments and his sons and his sons’ garments with him.


    Exd 30:25 and thou shalt make of it the oil of the holy anointing, a superior ointment, after the art of the apothecary, which shall be the oil of the holy anointing.


    Exd 30:31 And thou shalt speak unto the sons of Israel, saying, This shall be my oil of the holy anointing throughout your ages.


    Exd 31:11 and the anointing oil and aromatic incense for the sanctuary; they shall do according to all that I have commanded thee.


    Exd 35:8 oil for the light, spices for anointing oil and for the aromatic incense;


    Exd 35:15 and the altar of incense and its staves, and the anointing oil, and the aromatic incense, and the hanging for the door at the entrance of the tabernacle,


    Exd 35:28 and aromatic spice and oil for the light and for the anointing oil and for the aromatic incense.


    Exd 37:29 He made likewise the oil of the holy anointing and the pure aromatic incense, according to the work of the apothecary.


    Exd 39:38 the golden altar and the anointing oil and the aromatic incense and the hanging for the tabernacle door.


    Exd 40:9 And thou shalt take the anointing oil and anoint the tabernacle and all that is in it and shalt sanctify it with all its vessels, and it shall be holy.


    Exd 40:15 And thou shalt anoint them as thou didst anoint their father, and they shall be my priests; and it shall be that their anointing shall be unto them for a perpetual priesthood throughout their generations.


    Lev 7:35 This is the anointing of Aaron and the anointing of his sons of the offerings on fire unto the LORD from the day when he brought them in to be priests of the LORD,


    Lev 8:2 Take Aaron and his sons with him and the garments and the anointing oil and the bullock for the sin and the two rams and the basket of unleavened bread


    Lev 8:10 And Moses took the anointing oil and anointed the tabernacle and all the things that were therein and sanctified them.


    Lev 8:12 And he poured of the anointing oil upon Aaron’s head and anointed him, to sanctify him.


    Lev 8:30 Then Moses took of the anointing oil and of the blood which was upon the altar and sprinkled it upon Aaron and upon his garments and upon his sons and upon his sons’ garments with him and sanctified Aaron and his garments, and his sons and his sons’ garments with him.


    Lev 10:7 And ye shall not go out from the door of the tabernacle of the testimony, lest ye die; for the anointing oil of the LORD is upon you. And they did according to the word of Moses.


    Lev 21:10 And he that is the high priest among his brethren, upon whose head the anointing oil was poured and that is consecrated to put on the garments, shall not uncover his head nor rend his clothes;


    Lev 21:12 neither shall he go out of the sanctuary, nor profane the sanctuary of his God, for the crown of the anointing oil of his God is upon him. I am the LORD.


    Num 4:16 But unto the care of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, shall be the oil of the light and the aromatic incense and the daily present and the anointing oil and the care of all the tabernacle and of all that is therein, in the sanctuary, and in the vessels thereof.


    Num 18:8 The LORD spoke further unto Aaron, Behold, I also have given thee the charge of my offerings; all the dedicated things of the sons of Israel I have given unto thee by reason of the anointing, and to thy sons, by a perpetual statute.


    2Kng 11:12 Then he brought forth the king’s son and put the crown upon him and gave him the testimony, and they made him king by anointing him; and they clapped their hands and said, Long live the king.


    Isa 10:27 And it shall come to pass in that day that his burden shall be taken away from off thy shoulder and his yoke from off thy neck, and the yoke shall be consumed in the presence of the anointing.


    Mrk 14:8 She has done what she could, for she has anticipated anointing my body for the burial.


    Jm 5:14 Is any sick among you? let him call for the elders of the congregation; and let them pray for him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord;


    1Jhn 2:20 But ye have the anointing of the Holy One, and ye know all things.


    1Jhn 2:27 But the anointing which ye have received of him abides in you, and ye do not need that anyone teach you; but as the same anointing teaches you of all things and is truth, and is no lie; and even as it has taught you, abide ye in him.


    Ark of the Covenant 


    (42 Occurrences)


    Num 10:33 Thus they departed from the mount of the LORD three days’ journey, and the ark of the covenant of the LORD went before them in the three days’ journey, searching out a resting place for them.


    Num 14:44 But they presumed to go up unto the hill top; nevertheless, the ark of the covenant of the LORD and Moses, did not depart out of the camp.


    De 10:8 At that time the LORD separated the tribe of Levi to bear the ark of the covenant of the LORD, to stand before the LORD to minister unto him, and to bless in his name, unto this day.


    De 31:9 And Moses wrote this law and delivered it unto the priests the sons of Levi, who bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD, and unto all the elders of Israel.


    De 31:25 that Moses commanded the Levites, who bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD, saying,


    De 31:26 Take this book of the law and put it in the side of the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God that it may be there for a witness against thee.


    Jos 3:3 and they commanded the people, saying, When ye see the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God and the priests the Levites bearing it, then ye shall remove from your place and go after it.


    Jos 3:6 And Joshua spoke unto the priests, saying, Take up the ark of the covenant and pass before the people. And they took up the ark of the covenant and went before the people.


    Jos 3:8 Therefore, thou shalt command the priests that bear the ark of the covenant, saying, When ye are entered into the brink of the water of the Jordan, ye shall stand still in the Jordan.


    Jos 3:11 Behold, the ark of the covenant of the Lord of all the earth passes the Jordan before you.


    Jos 3:14 And it came to pass when the people removed from their tents to pass the Jordan and the priests bearing the ark of the covenant before the people,


    Jos 3:17 But the priests that bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD stood firm on dry ground in the midst of the Jordan until all the people finished passing the Jordan; and all Israel passed on dry ground.


    Jos 4:7 Then ye shall answer them, That the waters of Jordan were cut off before the ark of the covenant of the LORD; when it passed the Jordan, the waters of the Jordan were cut off; and these stones shall be for a memorial unto the sons of Israel for ever.


    Jos 4:9 Joshua also set up twelve stones in the midst of the Jordan in the place where the feet of the priests who bore the ark of the covenant had stood; and they are there unto this day.


    Jos 4:18 And it came to pass, when the priests that bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD came up out of the midst of the Jordan and the soles of the priests’ feet were lifted up unto the dry land, that the waters of the Jordan returned unto their place, flowing as before over all its banks.


    Jos 6:6 And Joshua the son of Nun called the priests and said unto them, Take up the ark of the covenant and let seven priests bear seven shofarot of jubilee before the ark of the LORD.


    Jos 6:8 And when Joshua had spoken unto the people, the seven priests bearing the seven shofarot of jubilee passed on before the LORD and blew with the shofarot; and the ark of the covenant of the LORD followed them.


    Jos 8:33 And all Israel and their elders and officers and their judges stood on one side and on the other near the ark, before the priests the Levites, who bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD, the strangers, as well as the natural born among them, half of them over against mount Gerizim and half of them over against mount Ebal, as Moses, the slave of the LORD, had commanded before, that they should bless the people of Israel.


    Jdg 20:27 And the sons of Israel enquired of the LORD (for the ark of the covenant of God was there in those days,


    1Sam 4:3 And when the people returned into the camp, the elders of Israel said, Why has the LORD smitten us today before the Philistines? Let us bring the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of Shiloh unto us that when it comes among us, it may save us out of the hand of our enemies.


    1Sam 4:4 So the people sent to Shiloh, and they brought from there the ark of the covenant of the LORD of the hosts, who dwells between the cherubim; and the two sons of Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, were there with the ark of the covenant of God.


    1Sam 4:5 And when the ark of the covenant of the LORD came into the camp, all Israel shouted with such a great shout that the earth trembled.


    2Sam 15:24 And behold Zadok also and with him all the Levites who bore the ark of the covenant of God, and they set down the ark of God. And Abiathar went up after all the people had finished leaving the city.


    1Kng 3:15 And when Solomon awoke, he beheld it was a dream. And he came to Jerusalem and stood before the ark of the covenant of the LORD and offered up burnt offerings, and offered peace offerings and made a banquet for all his slaves.


    1Kng 6:19 And he prepared the oracle in the house within, to set there the ark of the covenant of the LORD.


    1Kng 8:1 Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel and all the heads of the tribes, the princes of the families of the sons of Israel, unto king Solomon in Jerusalem that they might bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of the city of David, which is Zion.


    1Kng 8:6 And the priests brought in the ark of the covenant of the LORD unto his place, into the oracle of the house, in the holy of holies, under the wings of the cherubim.


    1Chr 15:25 So David and the elders of Israel and the captains over thousands went to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of the house of Obededom with joy.


    1Chr 15:26 And with God helping the Levites that bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD, they sacrificed seven bullocks and seven rams.


    1Chr 15:28 Thus all Israel brought up the ark of the covenant of the LORD with shouting and with sound of the shofar and with trumpets and with cymbals, making a noise with psalteries and harps.


    1Chr 15:29 And it came to pass, as the ark of the covenant of the LORD came to the city of David, that Michal the daughter of Saul looking out at a window saw King David dancing and playing, and she despised him in her heart.


    1Chr 16:6 and Benaiah and Jahaziel, the priests, with trumpets continually before the ark of the covenant of God.


    1Chr 16:37 So he left there before the ark of the covenant of the LORD Asaph and his brethren to minister before the ark continually, each thing in its day;

    1Sam 14:6 And Jonathan said to the young man that bore his armour, Come and let us go over unto the garrison of these uncircumcised; peradventure the LORD will work for us, for it is not difficult for the LORD to save by many or by few.


    2Sam 18:15 And ten young men that bore Joab’s armour surrounded and smote Absalom and slew him.


    1Kng 22:38 And they washed the chariot in the pool of Samaria, and they also washed his armour {Heb. fornications}; and the dogs licked up his blood, according unto the word of the LORD which he had spoken.


    Ezk 38:4 and I will break thee and put hooks into thy jaws, and I will bring thee forth and all thine army, horses and horsemen, all of them clothed with all sorts of armour, even a great company with bucklers and shields, all of them handling swords:

    (40 Occurrences)


    Gen 19:3 And he pressed upon them greatly, and they turned in unto him and entered into his house, and he made them a banquet and baked unleavened bread, and they ate.


    Gen 21:8 And the child grew and was weaned, and Abraham made a great banquet the day that Isaac was weaned.


    Gen 26:30 And he made them a banquet, and they ate and drank.


    Gen 29:22 So Laban gathered together all the men of the place and made a banquet.


    Gen 40:20 And it came to pass the third day, which was Pharaoh’s birthday, that he made a banquet unto all his servants, and he lifted up the head of the chief butler and of the chief baker among his slaves.


    Jdg 14:10 So his father went down unto the woman; and Samson made a banquet there, for the young men used to do so.


    Jdg 14:12 unto whom Samson said, I will now put forth an enigma unto you, which if ye can declare it and discover it to me within the seven days of the banquet, then I will give you thirty sheets and thirty changes of garments.


    Jdg 14:17 And she wept before him the seven days while their banquet lasted, but on the seventh day, he told her, because she lay sore upon him, and she declared the enigma to the sons of her people.

    Es 2:18 Then the king made a great banquet unto all his princes and his slaves, the banquet of Esther; and he made a release to the provinces of their taxes and gave gifts according to the power of the king.


    Es 5:4 And Esther answered, If it seems good to the king, let the king and Haman come today to the banquet that I have prepared for him.


    Es 5:5 Then the king said, Cause Haman to make haste that he may do as Esther has said. So the king and Haman came to the banquet that Esther had prepared.


    Es 5:6 And the king said unto Esther at the banquet of wine, What is thy petition? And it shall be granted thee. What is thy request? Even to the half of the kingdom it shall be performed.

    Es 5:14 Then said Zeresh, his wife, and all his friends unto him, Let a gallows {Heb. stake} be made fifty cubits high, and tomorrow speak unto the king that Mordecai may be hanged upon it; then go in merrily with the king unto the banquet. And the thing pleased Haman, and he caused the gallows to be made.


    Es 6:14 And while they were yet talking with him, the king’s eunuchs came in haste to bring Haman to the banquet that Esther had prepared.


    Es 7:1 So the king and Haman came to the banquet with Esther, the queen.


    Es 7:2 And the king said again unto Esther on the second day at the banquet of wine, What is thy petition, Queen Esther? And it shall be granted thee. What is thy request? And it shall be performed, even to the half of the kingdom.


    Es 7:7 And the king arising from the banquet of wine in his wrath went into the palace garden, and Haman stood up to make request for his life to Esther, the queen; for he saw that there was evil determined against him by the king.

    Dt 33:17 His beauty is like the firstborn of his bullock, and his horns are like the horns of unicorns; with them he shall push the people together to the ends of the earth; these are the ten thousands of Ephraim, and these are the thousands of Manasseh.

    Dt 13:13 certain men, the sons of Belial, are gone out from among you and have incited the inhabitants of their city, saying, Let us go and serve other gods, which ye have not known,


    Dt 15:9 Keep thyself that there not be a thought of Belial in thy heart, saying, The seventh year, the year of release, is at hand; and thine eye be evil against thy poor brother to give him nothing; for he shall cry unto the LORD against thee, and it shall be a sin unto thee.


    Jdg 19:22 Now as they were making their hearts merry, behold, that men of the city, certain sons of Belial, beset the house round about and beat at the doors and spoke to the master of the house, the old man, saying, Bring forth the man that came into thy house that we may know him.


    Jdg 20:13 Now therefore deliver us those men, the sons of Belial, who are in Gibeah, that we may put them to death and put away the evil from Israel. But the sons of Benjamin would not hearken to the voice of their brethren, the sons of Israel;


    1Sam 1:16 Do not count thy handmaid for a daughter of Belial, for out of the abundance of my complaint and grief I have waited until now to speak.


    1Sam 2:12 But the sons of Eli were sons of Belial; they did not know the LORD.


    1Sam 10:27 But the sons of Belial said, How shall this man save us? And they despised him and brought him no presents. But he pretended not to notice.


    1Sam 25:17 Now, therefore, know and consider what thou must do, for evil is determined against our master and against all his household, for he is such a son of Belial that no one can speak to him.


    1Sam 25:25 Let not my lord, I pray thee, take to heart this man of Belial, even Nabal, for as his name is, so is he; Nabal {Heb. fool} is his name, and folly is with him; but I, thy handmaid, did not see the servants of my lord whom thou didst send.


    1Sam 30:22 Then all the wicked men and men of Belial, of those that went with David, answered and said, Because they did not go with us, we will not give them of the spoil that we have recovered, except to each man his wife and his children, that they may lead them away, and depart.


    2Sam 16:7 And thus said Shimei when he cursed, Come out, come out, thou bloody man, and thou man of Belial;


    2Sam 20:1 And a man of Belial happened to be there, whose name was Sheba, the son of Bichri, a man of Jemini, and he blew the shofar, saying, We have no part in David, neither have we inheritance in the son of Jesse. Every man to his tents, O Israel.

    1Kng 21:13 Then the two men, sons of Belial, came in and sat before him; and those men of Belial witnessed against Naboth, in the presence of the people, saying, Naboth blasphemed God and the king. Then they carried him forth out of the city, and stoned him with stones that he died.


    2Chr 13:7 And there are gathered unto him vain men, the sons of Belial, and have strengthened themselves against Rehoboam the son of Solomon, when Rehoboam was young and tenderhearted and could not withstand them.

    Prv 19:28 A witness of Belial shall scorn judgment, and the mouth of the wicked shall cover iniquity.


    Nah 1:11 He has come out of thee that has imagined evil against the LORD, a counsellor of Belial.


    Nah 1:15 Behold upon the mountains the feet of him that brings good tidings, of him that publishes peace! O Judah, keep thy solemn feasts, perform thy vows; for Belial shall no longer pass through thee; he is utterly cut off.


    2Cor 6:15 And what concord does Christ have with Belial? or what part do the faithful have with the unfaithful?


    Beloved


    (102 Occurrences)


    Dt 21:15 When a man has two wives, one beloved and the other hated, and they have born him sons, both the beloved and the hated; and if the firstborn son is of the one that was hated,


    Dt 21:16 then it shall be, when he makes his sons to inherit that which he has, that he may not give the right of the firstborn unto the son of the beloved in preference over the son of the hated, who is indeed the firstborn;


    Dt 33:12 And to Benjamin he said, The beloved of the LORD shall dwell in safety by him; and the LORD shall cover him all the day long, and he shall dwell between his shoulders.


    2Sam 12:25 And he sent by the hand of Nathan, the prophet; and he called his name Jedidiah {Heb. beloved of the LORD}, by the LORD.


    Neh 13:26 Did not Solomon, king of Israel, sin by these things? Yet among many nations there was no king like him, who was beloved of his God, and God made him king over all Israel; nevertheless, strange women caused even him to offend.

    So 5:9 What is thy beloved more than another beloved, O thou fairest among women? What is thy beloved more than another beloved that thou dost so charge us?


    So 5:10 My beloved is white and ruddy; the standard-bearer among the ten thousands.


    So 5:16 His mouth is most sweet; he is altogether lovely. This is my beloved, and this is my friend, O virgins of Jerusalem.


    So 6:1 Where has thy beloved gone, O thou fairest among women? where didst thy beloved separate himself? that we may seek him with thee.


    So 6:2 My beloved is gone down into his garden, to the beds of spices, to feed in the gardens, and to gather the lilies.

    Gen 40:10 and in the vine were three branches, and it was as though it budded and her blossoms shot forth, and the clusters thereof brought forth ripe grapes;


    Gen 40:12 And Joseph said unto him, This is the interpretation of it: The three branches are three days;


    Exd 25:31 And thou shalt make a candlestick of pure gold; of beaten work shall the candlestick be made; its base and its branches its bowls its knops and its flowers shall be of the same.


    Exd 25:32 And six branches shall come out of the sides of it, three branches of the candlestick out of the one side and three branches of the candlestick out of the other side,


    Exd 25:33 three bowls made like unto almonds with a knop and a flower in one branch, and three bowls made like almonds in the other branch with a knop and a flower; thus in the six branches that come out of the candlestick.


    Exd 25:35 And there shall be a knop under two branches of the same, and another knop under two branches of the same, and another knop under two branches of the same, according to the six branches that proceed out of the candlestick.


    Exd 25:36 Their knops and their branches shall be of the same; all of it shall be one beaten work of pure gold.


    Exd 37:17 He made the candlestick likewise of pure gold; of beaten work he made the candlestick, its shaft and its branch, its bowls, its knops, and its flowers were of the same.


    Exd 37:18 Out of the sides thereof went six branches, three branches out of one side of the candlestick and three branches out of the other side of the candlestick;


    Exd 37:19 in one branch there were three bowls made after the fashion of almonds, a knop and a flower; and in the other branch there were three bowls made like almonds, a knop and a flower, so throughout the six branches going out of the candlestick.


    Exd 37:21 and a knop under the two branches of the same and another knop under two branches of the same and a knop under the two other branches of the same, according to the six branches going out of it.


    Exd 37:22 Their knops and their branches were of the same; all of it was one beaten work of pure gold.


    Lev 23:40 And on the first day ye shall take branches with fruit of a beautiful tree, palm branches and the boughs of thick trees and willows of the brook; and ye shall rejoice before the LORD your God seven days.


    Num 13:23 And they came unto the brook of Eshcol, and from there they cut down a branch with one cluster of grapes, and they bore it between two upon a staff; and they brought of the pomegranates and of the figs.

    Job 15:30 He shall not escape from the darkness; the flame shall dry up his branches, and by the breath of his mouth he shall perish.


    Job 15:32 He shall be cut off before his time, and his branch shall not be green.


    Job 18:16 His roots shall be dried up beneath, and above his branch shall be cut off.


    Job 29:19 My root is spread out by the waters, and the dew shall remain upon my branches.


    Psa 80:11 She sent out her boughs unto the sea and her branches unto the river.


    Psa 80:15 and the vineyard which thy right hand has planted and the branch that thou didst make strong for thyself.


    Prv 11:28 He that trusts in his riches shall fall, but the righteous shall flourish as a branch.


    Isa 4:2 In that day the branch of the LORD shall be for beauty and glory and the fruit of the earth for greatness and honour to those that are freed of Israel.


    Isa 9:14 Therefore the LORD will cut off from Israel head and tail, branch and rush, in one day.


    Isa 11:1 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:


    Isa 14:19 But thou art cast out of thy grave like an abominable branch, and as the raiment of those that are slain, thrust through with a sword, that went down to the bottom of the pit, as a carcase trodden under feet.


    Isa 17:6 Yet gleaning shall be left in it as when the olive tree is shaken; two or three berries are left in the top of the uppermost bough, four or five in the outmost fruitful branches thereof, saith the LORD God of Israel.


    Isa 17:9 In that day the cities of his strength shall be as the gleanings which remain on the shoots and on the branches, which were left of the sons of Israel; and there shall be desolation.


    Isa 18:5 For before the harvest, when the fruit is perfect, and after the flower is past and the fruit is mature, then he shall both cut off the sprigs with pruning hooks and take away and cut down the branches.


    Isa 19:15 Neither shall it be of any value unto Egypt, any work which the head or tail, branch or rush, may do.


    Isa 27:10 Otherwise the defenced city shall be made desolate, and the habitation shall be forsaken and left like a wilderness: there shall the calf feed, and there shall he lie down and consume the branches thereof.


    Jer 11:16 The LORD called thy name, A green olive tree, beautiful in fruit and in appearance. At the voice of a great word he caused fire to be kindled upon it, and they broke her branches.


    Jer 23:5 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will raise unto David a righteous Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper and shall execute judgment and righteousness in the earth.


    Jer 33:15 In those days and at that time, I will cause the Branch of righteousness to grow up unto David; and he shall execute judgment and righteousness in the land.


    Ezk 15:2 Son of man, What is the vine tree more than any tree? What is the branch among the trees of the forest?


    Ezk 17:3 and say: Thus hath the Lord GOD said, A great eagle with great wings and long members, full of feathers of diverse colours, came unto Lebanon and took the highest branch of the cedar:


    Ezk 17:6 And it grew and became a vine of many branches, low of stature, whose branches looked at him, and its roots were under him: so it became a vine and brought forth branches and shot forth sprigs.


    Ezk 17:7 There was also another great eagle with great wings and many feathers; and, behold, this vine joined her roots toward him and extended her branches toward him that he might water it by the furrows of her plantation.


    Ezk 17:8 It was planted in a good soil by many waters that it might bring forth branches and that it might bear fruit, that it might be a goodly vine.


    Ezk 17:22 Thus hath the Lord GOD said: I will also take of the highest branch of that high cedar and will set it up; I will crop off from the principal branch a shoot and will plant it upon the high and sublime mountain:


    Ezk 17:23 in the high mountain of Israel I will plant it, and it shall bring forth boughs and bear fruit and become a magnificent cedar; and under it shall dwell every fowl; everything that flies shall dwell in the shadow of its branches.


    Ezk 19:10 Thy mother was like a vine in thy blood, planted by the waters, bearing fruit and spreading forth branches by reason of the many waters.


    Ezk 19:11 And she had strong rods for the sceptres of those that bore rule, and her stature was exalted among the thick branches, and she appeared in her height and with the multitude of her branches.


    Ezk 19:12 But she was plucked up in fury, she was cast down to the ground, and the east wind dried up her fruit; her branches were broken, and she withered; fire consumed the rod of her strength.


    Ezk 19:14 And fire is gone out of the rod from her branches, which has devoured her fruit, so that no strong rod to be a sceptre to rule has remained in her. This is a lamentation and shall be for a lamentation.


    Ezk 31:3 Behold, the Assyrian was a cedar in Lebanon with fair branches and with a shadowing shroud and of a high stature; and his top was highest among the thick boughs.


    Ezk 31:5 Therefore his height was exalted above all the trees of the field, and his boughs were multiplied, and his branches became long because of his many waters, which he sent forth.


    Ezk 31:6 All the fowls of heaven made their nests in his boughs, and under his branches all the beasts of the field brought forth their young, and under his shadow dwelt many Gentiles.


    Ezk 31:7 He made himself beautiful in his greatness, with the extension of his branches: for his root was by many waters.


    Ezk 31:8 The cedars in the garden of God did not cover him: the fir trees were not like his boughs, and the chestnut trees were not like his branches; nor any tree in the garden of God was like unto him in his beauty.


    Ezk 31:9 I have made him beautiful with the multitude of his branches: and all the trees of Eden, that were in the garden of God, envied him.


    Ezk 31:12 And strangers, the strong ones of the Gentiles, shall cut him down and shall leave him; his branches shall fall upon the mountains and by all the valleys, and his boughs shall be broken by all the rivers of the land; and all the peoples of the earth shall go forth from his shadow and shall leave him.


    Ezk 31:13 Upon his ruin shall all the fowls of the heaven remain, and all the beasts of the field shall be upon his branches:


    Ezk 31:14 to the end that none of all the trees by the waters exalt themselves for their height, neither shoot up their tops among the thick boughs, neither in their branches shall all that drink waters stand up in their height: for they shall all be delivered unto death, to the lower parts of the earth, in the midst of the sons of men, with those that go down to the grave.


    Ezk 36:8 But ye, O mountains of Israel, ye shall shoot forth your branches and yield your fruit to my people of Israel, for they are at hand to come.


    Dan 4:12 His leaves were fair, and his fruit abundant, and in him was food for all; underneath him the beasts of the field lay down in his shadow, and in his branches dwelt the fowls of the heaven, and all flesh was fed of him.


    Dan 4:14 he cried aloud and said thus, Hew down the tree, and cut off his branches, shake off his leaves, and scatter his fruit; let the beasts get away from under him and the fowls from his branches:


    Dan 4:21 whose leaves were fair and his fruit abundant and in him was food for all, under whom the beasts of the field dwelt, and in whose branches the fowls of the heaven dwelt:


    Hos 14:6 His branches shall spread, and his glory shall be as the olive tree, and his smell as Lebanon.


    Joel 1:7 He has laid my vine waste and barked my fig tree: he has made it clean bare and cast it away; its branches are made white.


    Nah 2:2 For the LORD shall restore the glory of Jacob as the glory of Israel; for the emptiers have emptied them out and marred their vine branches.


    Zec 3:8 Hear now, O Joshua the high priest, thou, and thy fellows that sit before thee, for they are men of wonder. Behold, I bring forth my slave the BRANCH.


    Zec 4:12 And I spoke the second time and said unto him, What are these two olive branches which through the two golden pipes empty the golden oil out of themselves?


    Zec 6:12 and speak unto him, saying, Thus spoke the LORD of the hosts, saying, Behold the man whose name is The BRANCH; and he shall grow up out of his place, and he shall build the temple of the LORD.


    Mal 4:1 For, behold, the day comes that shall burn as an oven; and all the proud, and all that do wickedly shall be stubble; and the day that comes shall burn them up, said the LORD of the hosts, that it shall leave them neither root nor branch.


    Mt 13:32 which indeed is the smallest of all the seeds, but when it is grown, it is the greatest among herbs and becomes a tree, so that the birds of the heaven come and make their nests in its branches.


    Mt 21:8 And a very great multitude spread their garments in the way; others cut down branches from the trees and spread them in the way.


    Mt 24:32 Now learn a parable of the fig tree: When his branch is yet tender and puts forth leaves, ye know that summer is nigh;


    Mrk 4:32 but when it is sown, it grows up and becomes greater than all herbs and shoots out great branches, so that the fowls of the air may lodge under the shadow of it.


    Mrk 13:28 Learn the similitude from the fig tree: When her branch is yet tender and puts forth leaves, ye know that summer is near;


    Luk 13:19 It is like a grain of mustard seed, which a man took and cast into his garden; and it grew and waxed a great tree; and the fowls of the heaven lodged in the branches of it.


    Jhn 12:13 took branches of palm trees and went forth to meet him and cried, Hosanna; Blessed is he that comes in the name of the Lord, the King of Israel.


    Jhn 15:2 Every branch in me that does not bear fruit he shall take away; and every one that bears fruit, he shall purge that they may bring forth more fruit.


    Jhn 15:4 Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abides in the vine, no more can ye, except ye abide in me.


    Jhn 15:5 I AM the vine, ye are the branches: he that abides in me, and I in him, the same brings forth much fruit; for without me ye can do nothing.


    Jhn 15:6 He who does not abide in me shall be cast forth as an unsound branch and shall wither, and they are gathered and cast into the fire and are burned.


    Rom 11:16 For if the firstfruit is holy, so shall the rest be; and if the root is holy, so shall be the branches.


    Rom 11:17 And if some of the branches were broken off, and thou, being a wild olive tree, wert grafted in among them and hath been made participant of the root and of the fatness of the olive tree,


    Rom 11:18 do not boast against the branches. But if thou boast, know that thou dost not bear the root, but the root thee.


    Rom 11:19 Thou wilt say then, The branches were broken off that I might be grafted in.


    Rom 11:21 that if God did not forgive the natural branches, neither shall he forgive thee.


    Rom 11:24 For if thou wert cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature and wert grafted contrary to nature into the good olive tree, how much more shall these, which are the natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree?


    Brimstone


    (13 Occurrences)


    Gen 19:24 Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the LORD out of the heavens;


    Dt 29:23 and that the whole land thereof is brimstone and salt and burning, that it is not sown, nor shall it produce anything, nor shall any grass grow therein, like in the overthrow of Sodom and Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboim, which the LORD overthrew in his anger and in his wrath;


    Job 18:15 He shall dwell in his tent, as if it were not his; brimstone shall be scattered upon his habitation.


    Psa 11:6 Upon the wicked he shall rain snares, fire and brimstone, with winds of whirlwinds: this shall be the portion of their cup.


    Isa 30:33 For Tophet is ordained of yesterday for the king of Babylon, it is also prepared; he has deepened and enlarged the pile of her fire and much wood; the breath of the LORD like a stream of brimstone kindles it.


    Ezk 38:22 And I will litigate against him with pestilence and with blood; and I will rain upon him and upon his companies and upon the many peoples that are with him, an overflowing rain, and great hailstones, fire, and brimstone.


    Luk 17:29 but the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven and destroyed them all.


    Rev 9:17 And thus I saw the horses in the vision, and those that sat on them, having breastplates of fire and of jacinth and brimstone; and the heads of the horses were as the heads of lions; and out of their mouths issued fire and smoke and brimstone.


    Rev 9:18 By these three plagues was the third part of men killed, by the fire and by the smoke and by the brimstone, which issued out of their mouths.


    Rev 14:10 the same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the Lamb;


    Rev 19:20 And the beast was taken and with it the false prophet that wrought miracles in its presence, with which he had deceived those that had taken the mark of the beast and had worshipped its image. These two were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with brimstone.


    Rev 20:10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and they shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.


    Rev 21:8 But the fearful and unbelieving and the abominable and murderers and fornicators and sorcerers and idolaters and all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death.


    Charity (the love of God)


    (94 Occurrences)


    Mt 24:12 And because lawlessness shall abound, the charity of many shall wax cold.


    Luk 11:42 But woe unto you, Pharisees! for ye tithe mint and rue and all manner of herbs and pass over the judgment and the charity of God; these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone.


    Rom 5:8 But God increased the price of his charity toward us in that while we were yet sinners the Christ died for us.


    Rom 8:35 Who shall separate us from the charity of Christ? shall tribulation or distress or persecution or famine or nakedness or peril or sword?


    Rom 8:39 nor height nor depth nor any creature shall be able to separate us from the charity of God, which is in Christ, Jesus our Lord.


    Rom 13:10 Charity works no evil to a neighbour; therefore, charity is the fulfilment of the law.


    Rom 14:15 But if thy brother is grieved because of thy food, now thou dost not walk in charity. Do not destroy him with thy food, for whom Christ died.


    Rom 15:14 But I am convinced regarding you, my brethren, that even without my exhortation ye are full of charity, full of all knowledge, so as to be able to admonish one another.


    Rom 15:30 But I beseech you, brethren, by our Lord Jesus Christ, and by the charity of the Spirit, that ye help me with prayers to God for me,


    1Cor 4:21 What will ye? Shall I come unto you with a rod or in charity and in the spirit of meekness?


    1Cor 8:1 Now as concerning things offered unto idols, we know that we all have knowledge. Knowledge puffs up, but charity edifies.


    1Cor 13:1 Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass or a tinkling cymbal.


    1Cor 13:2 And though I have the gift of prophecy and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing.


    1Cor 13:3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor and though I give my body to be burned and have not charity, it profits me nothing.


    1Cor 13:4 Charity suffers long and is benign; charity envies not; charity does nothing without due reason, is not puffed up,


    1Cor 13:8 Charity is never lost, but prophecies shall come to an end, tongues shall cease, and knowledge shall come to an end.


    1Cor 13:13 And now abide faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.


    1Cor 14:1 Follow after charity and earnestly pursue spiritual gifts, but above all, that ye may prophesy.


    1Cor 16:14 Let all your things be done with charity.


    1Cor 16:24 My charity in Christ Jesus be with you all. Amen.


    2Cor 2:4 For out of much affliction and anguish of heart I wrote unto you with many tears; not that ye should be grieved, but that ye might know how much more charity I have towards you.


    2Cor 2:8 Therefore I beseech you that ye would confirm your charity toward him.


    2Cor 5:14 For the charity of the Christ constrains us because we judge thus: that if one died for all, then all are dead:


    2Cor 6:6 in chastity, in knowledge, in meekness, in kindness, in the Holy Spirit, in unfeigned charity,


    2Cor 8:8 I speak not as commanding, but by occasion of the diligence of others and to prove the sincerity of your charity.


    2Cor 8:24 Therefore show ye unto them before the congregations, the proof of your charity and of our glorying regarding you.


    2Cor 13:11 For the rest, brethren, that ye may have joy, be perfected, have consolation, be of one mind, having peace; and the God of peace and charity shall be with you.


    2Cor 13:14 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the charity of God and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. Amen.


    Gal 5:6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision avails anything nor uncircumcision, but faith which works by charity.


    Gal 5:13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only do not use liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by charity serve one another.


    Gal 5:22 But the fruit of the Spirit is this: Charity, joy, peace, tolerance, gentleness, goodness, faith,


    Eph 1:4 according as he has chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blemish before him in charity;


    Eph 1:15 Therefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and charity unto all the saints,


    Eph 2:4 But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great charity with which he loved us,


    Eph 3:17 that the Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith, that ye, being rooted and grounded in charity,


    Eph 3:19 and to know the charity of the Christ, which passes all knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God.


    Eph 4:15 but following the truth in charity, let us grow up into him in all things, who is the head, the Christ:


    Eph 4:16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and well tied together among itself by the nourishment that every connecting bond supplies, by the operation of each member according to the measure they have received, making increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in charity.


    Eph 5:2 and walk in charity even as the Christ also has loved us and has given himself for us as an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet smelling savour.


    Eph 6:23 Peace be to the brethren and charity with faith, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.


    Php 1:9 And this I pray that your charity may abound yet more and more in knowledge and in all perception,


    Php 1:17 but the others out of charity, knowing that I am placed here for the defense of the gospel.


    Php 2:1 Therefore if there is any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of charity, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any bowels and mercies,


    Php 2:2 fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same charity, unanimous, minding the one thing.


    Col 1:4 since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the charity which ye have toward all the saints,


    Col 1:8 who also declared unto us your charity in the Spirit.


    Col 2:2 that their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in charity and in all the riches of the fulfiled understanding to know the mystery of the God and Father and of the Christ;


    Col 3:14 And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfection.


    1Th 1:3 remembering without ceasing the work of your faith and labour and charity and of waiting with the hope of our Lord Jesus Christ in the sight of our God and Father,


    1Th 3:6 But now when Timothy came from you unto us and brought us good tidings of your faith and charity and that ye have good remembrance of us always, desiring greatly to see us, as we also to see you.


    1Th 3:12 And the Lord make you to multiply and make charity to abound among you and toward all men, even as it is with us toward you,

    2Ti 1:13 Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and charity which is in Christ Jesus.

    Phm 1:5 hearing of thy charity and faith, which thou hast in the Lord Jesus and toward all saints;


    Phm 1:7 For we have great joy and consolation in thy charity because the bowels of the saints have been refreshed by thee, brother.


    Phm 1:9 yet for the sake of charity I rather beseech thee, being such a one as Paul the aged and now also a prisoner of Jesus Christ.


    Heb 6:10 For God is not unjust to forget your work and labour of charity which ye have showed in his name, having helped the saints and helping them.


    Heb 10:24 And let us consider one another to provoke unto charity and unto good works,


    1Pt 4:8 And above all things have fervent charity among yourselves; for charity shall cover a multitude of sins.


    1Pt 5:14 Greet one another with a kiss of charity. Peace be with you all that are in Jesus, the Christ. Amen.


    2Pt 1:7 and in fear of God, brotherly love; and in brotherly love, charity.


    1Jhn 2:5 But whosoever keeps his word, in him verily is the charity of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him.


    1Jhn 2:15 Love not the world neither the things that are in the world. If anyone loves the world, the charity of the Father is not in him.


    1Jhn 3:1 Behold, what charity the Father has given us, that we should be called the sons of God; therefore the world does not know us, because it does not know him.


    1Jhn 3:16 In this we have known the charity of God because he laid down his life for us; we also ought to lay down our lives for the brethren.


    1Jhn 3:17 But whosoever has this world’s goods and sees his brother have need and shuts up his bowels of compassion from him, how does the charity of God abide in him?


    1Jhn 4:7 Beloved, let us love one another, for charity is of God. Anyone that loves is born of God and knows God.


    1Jhn 4:8 He that does not love does not know God, for God is charity.


    1Jhn 4:9 In this was the charity of God demonstrated in us, in that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him.


    1Jhn 4:10 In this does the charity consist, not because we had loved God, but because he loved us and has sent his Son to be the reconciliation for our sins.


    1Jhn 4:12 No one has seen God at any time. If we love one another, God abides in us, and his charity is completed in us.


    1Jhn 4:16 And we have known and believed the charity that God has in us. God is charity, and he that abides in charity abides in God, and God in him.


    1Jhn 4:17 In this the charity with us is made perfect, that we may have confidence in the day of judgment, that as he is, so are we in this world.


    1Jhn 4:18 In charity there is no fear; but charity that is perfect casts out fear; because fear has torment; from which he that fears is not complete in charity.


    1Jhn 5:3 For this is the charity of God, that we keep his commandments, and his commandments are not grievous.


    2Jhn 1:3 Grace be with you, mercy and peace, from God the Father and from the Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and charity.


    2Jhn 1:6 And this is charity, that we walk after his commandment. And this is the commandment, That ye walk in him, as ye have heard from the beginning.


    3Jhn 1:6 who have borne witness of thy charity before the congregation, whom if thou wilt help them as is convenient according to God, thou shalt do well;


    Jude 1:2 Mercy and peace and charity be multiplied unto you.


    Jude 1:12 These are spots in your banquets of charity, feeding themselves without any fear whatsoever: clouds without water, carried to and fro of the winds; trees withered as in fall, without fruit, twice dead, plucked up by the roots;


    Rev 2:4 Nevertheless I have against thee that thou hast left thy first love, charity.


    Rev 2:19 I have known thy works and charity and service and faith and thy patience and thy works and the last to be more than the first.

    (53 Occurrences)


    Dt 8:5 And know in thine heart, that as a man chastens his son, so the LORD thy God chastens thee.


    Dt 21:18 When anyone has a stubborn and rebellious son, who will not obey the voice of his father or the voice of his mother and when they have chastened him, will not hearken unto them,


    2Sam 7:14 I will be his father, and he shall be my son. If he commits iniquity, I will chasten him with the rod of men and with the stripes of the sons of men;


    Job 5:17 Behold, blessed is the man whom God chastens; therefore, do not despise not the correction of the Almighty.


    Job 33:19 He is chastened also upon his bed with strong pain in all his bones,


    Psa 2:10 Understand now therefore, O ye kings: receive chastening, ye judges of the earth.


    Psa 6:1 O LORD, rebuke me not in thine anger, neither chasten me in thy hot displeasure.


    Psa 38:1 O LORD, rebuke me not in thy wrath: neither chasten me in thy hot displeasure.


    Psa 39:11 When thou with chastening dost correct man for iniquity, thou makest his greatness to consume away like a moth; surely every man is vanity. Selah.


    Psa 50:17 Seeing thou dost hate chastening and dost cast my words behind thee.


    Psa 73:14 and been plagued all day long and chastened every morning:


    Psa 94:10 He that chastens the Gentiles, shall he not correct? he that teaches man knowledge, shall not he know?

  Lu 9:42 And as he was yet a coming, the demon threw him down into convulsions; but Jesus rebuked the unclean spirit and healed the child and delivered him again to his father.


  Lu 9:49 And John answered and said, Master, we saw one casting out demons in thy name; and we forbade him, because he does not follow with us.


  Lu 10:17 And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the demons are subject unto us in thy name.


  Lu 11:14 And he was casting out a demon, and it was dumb. And it came to pass, when the demon was gone out, the one who had been dumb spoke; and the people marvelled.


  Lu 11:15 But some of them said, He casts out devils through Beelzebub the prince of the demons.


  Lu 11:18 If Satan also is divided against himself, how shall his kingdom stand? because ye say that I cast out demons through Beelzebub.


  Lu 11:19 And if I by Beelzebub cast out demons, by whom do your sons cast them out? therefore shall they be your judges.


  Lu 11:20 But if I with the finger of God cast out the demons, certainly the kingdom of God is come upon you.


  Lu 13:32 And he said unto them, Go ye and tell that fox, Behold, I cast out demons, and I do cures today and tomorrow, and the third day I shall be perfected.


  Joh 7:20 The people answered and said, Thou hast a demon; who goes about to kill thee?


  Joh 8:48 Then the Jews answered, and said unto him, Do we not say well that thou art a Samaritan and hast a demon?


  Joh 8:49 Jesus answered, I do not have a demon; but I honour my Father, and ye do dishonour me.


  Joh 8:52 Then the Jews said unto him, Now we know that thou hast a demon. Abraham died and the prophets; and thou sayest, If a man keeps my word, he shall not taste death forever?


  Joh 10:20 And many of them said, He has a demon and is beside himself; why do ye hear him?


  Joh 10:21 Others said, These are not the words of him that has a demon. Can a demon open the eyes of the blind?

  Lev 17:7 And they shall never again offer their sacrifices unto devils, after whom they fornicate. They shall have this as a perpetual statute throughout their ages.


  Dt 32:17 They sacrificed unto devils, not to God, to gods whom they knew not, to new gods that came from nearby, whom your fathers feared not.


  Psa 106:37 Yea, they sacrificed their sons and their daughters unto devils


  Mt 4:1 Then Jesus was led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil.


  Mt 4:5 Then the devil took him up into the holy city and set him on a pinnacle of the temple


  Mt 4:8 Again, the devil took him up into an exceeding high mountain and showed him all the kingdoms of the world and the glory of them


  Mt 4:11 Then the devil left him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.


  Mt 4:24 And his fame went throughout all Syria; and they brought unto him all sick people that were taken with diverse diseases and torments and those who were possessed with devils and those who were lunatic and those that were paralyzed; and he healed them.


  Mt 7:22 Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?


  Mt 8:16 When evening was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils, and he cast out the spirits with the word and healed all that were sick


  Mt 11:18 For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they say, He has a devil.

  Mrk 3:15 and to have power to heal sicknesses and to cast out devils:


  Mrk 3:22 But the scribes who had come down from Jerusalem said that he had Beelzebub and that by the prince of the devils he cast out devils.

  Act 10:38 how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all that were oppressed of the devil, for God was with him.


  Act 13:10 and said, O full of all deception and all licentiousness, thou son of the devil, thou enemy of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of the Lord?


  Eph 4:27 neither give place to the devil.


  Eph 6:11 Put on the whole armour of God that ye may be able to stand firm against the wiles of the devil.


  1Ti 3:6 not a novice lest, being puffed up, he fall into judgment of the devil.


  1Ti 3:7 Moreover he must have a good report of those who are outside lest he fall into reproach and the snare of the devil.


  2Ti 2:26 and that they may become converted out of the snare of the devil, in which they are captive to do his will.

  Lev 10:10 and this is that ye may discern between the holy and the profane and between the unclean and the clean


  2Sam 14:17 Then thy handmaid said, Let the word of my lord the king bring rest; for as an angel of God, so is my lord the king to discern good and evil; and let the LORD thy God be with thee.


  1Kng 3:9 Give, therefore, thy slave a hearing heart to judge thy people that I may discern between good and evil, for who is able to govern this thy so great a people?

  Jos 22:5 Only that with diligence ye keep yourselves doing the commandment and the law, which Moses, the slave of the LORD, charged you: to love the LORD your God and to walk in all his ways and to keep his commandments and to cleave unto him and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul.

  Gen 1:21 And God created the great dragons and every living soul that moves, which the waters brought forth abundantly after their nature, and every winged fowl after its nature; and God saw that it was good.


  Exd 7:9 If Pharaoh shall answer you, saying, Show a miracle, then thou shalt say unto Aaron, Take thy rod and cast it before Pharaoh, that it shall become a dragon.


  Exd 7:10 So Moses and Aaron went in unto Pharaoh, and they did as the LORD had commanded; and Aaron cast down his rod before Pharaoh and before his slaves, and it became a dragon.


  Exd 7:12 For each one cast down his rod, and they became dragons; but Aaron’s rod swallowed up their rods.

  Gen 20:6 And God said unto him in a dream, Yes, I know that thou didst this in the integrity of thy heart; for I also withheld thee from sinning against me; therefore I did not allow thee to touch her.


  Gen 28:12 And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the earth, and the top of it reached to heaven; and behold the angels of God ascending and descending on it.

  Psa 119:160 The beginning of thy word is truth, and every one of the judgments of thy righteousness is eternal.


  Psa 133:3 as the dew of Hermon, that descends upon the mountains of Zion; for there the LORD commands blessing and eternal life. A Song of degrees.


  Psa 135:13 Thy name, O LORD, is eternal, and thy memorial, O LORD, from generation to generation.


  Psa 139:24 and see if there be any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way eternal.


  Prv 8:23 I was set up with eternal dominion, from the beginning, before the earth was.


  Isa 9:6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given, and the government is placed upon his shoulder, and his name shall be called The Wonderful One, The Counsellor, The God, The Mighty One, The Eternal Father, The Prince of Peace.


  Isa 33:14 The sinners in Zion are afraid; fearfulness has surprised the hypocrites. Who among us shall dwell with the devouring fire? Who among us shall dwell with eternal flames?


  Isa 45:17 Israel is saved in the LORD, eternal salvation; ye shall never be ashamed nor confounded through all ages.


  Isa 54:8 In a little wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with eternal mercy I will have compassion on thee, said the LORD thy Redeemer.


  Isa 55:3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and I will make an eternal covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David.


  Isa 55:13 Instead of the thorn shall come up the fir tree, and instead of the brier shall come up the myrtle tree: and it shall be to the LORD for a name, for an eternal sign that shall not be cut off.


  Isa 60:15 Whereas thou hast been forsaken and hated, so that no man went through thee, I will place thee in eternal glory, in joy from generation to generation.


  Isa 64:5 Thou didst come out to meet him that with rejoicing had worked righteousness. In thy ways they remembered thee. Behold, thou art wroth; for we have sinned: thy ways are eternal, and we shall be saved.


  Jer 5:22 Do ye not fear me? saith the LORD; will ye not tremble at my presence, who placed the sand for the bound of the sea by an eternal order, which cannot be broken? Storms shall raise themselves up, yet they shall not prevail; their waves shall roar, yet they shall not pass over it.


  Jer 23:40 and I will place an everlasting reproach upon you, and eternal shame, which shall never be forgotten.


  Jer 31:3 The LORD has appeared of old unto me, saying, I have loved thee with an eternal love: therefore, I have put up with thee with mercy.


  Jer 32:40 and I will make an eternal covenant with them, that I will not turn away from doing them good, and I will put my fear in their hearts that they shall not depart from me.


  Jer 50:5 They shall ask the way to Zion, unto where they shall turn their faces, saying, Come, and let us join ourselves to the LORD in an eternal covenant that shall never be forgotten.


  Jer 51:39 In their heat I will place their feasts before them, and I will make them drunken that they may rejoice and sleep an eternal sleep and not wake, said the LORD.


  Jer 51:57 And I will make drunk her princes, and her wise men, her captains, and her rulers, and her mighty men; and they shall sleep an eternal sleep and shall not wake, saith the King, whose name is the LORD of the hosts.


  Dan 7:14 And he gave him dominion and glory and kingdom; and all the peoples, nations, and tongues served him: his dominion is an eternal dominion, which shall not pass away, and his Kingdom such that it shall never be corrupted.


  Dan 7:27 and that the kingdom and the dominion, and the majesty of the kingdoms under the whole heaven, be given to the holy people of the most High, His Kingdom shall be an eternal Kingdom, and all the dominions shall serve him and hear him.


  Dan 12:2 And many of those that sleep in the dust of the earth shall be awakened, some for eternal life, and some for shame and everlasting confusion.


  Hab 3:9 Thy bow was entirely uncovered, and the oaths unto the tribes, eternal word, when thou didst divide the earth with rivers.


  Mt 18:8 Therefore if thy hand or thy foot cause thee to fall, cut them off and cast them from thee; it is better for thee to enter into life halt or maimed, rather than having two hands or two feet to be cast into eternal fire.


  Mt 19:16 And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do that I may have eternal life?


  Mt 19:29 And every one that has forsaken houses or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands for my name’s sake shall receive a hundredfold and shall inherit eternal life.


  Mt 25:41 Then he shall also say unto those who shall be on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into eternal fire, prepared for the devil and his angels;


  Mt 25:46 And they shall go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.


  Mrk 3:29 but whosoever shall blaspheme against the Holy Spirit shall never have forgiveness but is obligated to eternal judgment,


  Mrk 10:17 And as he was leaving to continue his way, there came one running, who kneeled before him and asked him, Good Master, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life?


  Mrk 10:30 who shall not receive one hundredfold now in this time: houses and brethren and sisters and mothers and children and lands, with persecutions, and in the world to come eternal life.


  Luk 10:25 And, behold, a certain lawyer stood up and tempted him, saying, Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?


  Luk 16:9 And I say unto you, Make friends unto yourselves with the mammon of unrighteousness; that, when these fail, you may be received into eternal dwellings.


  Luk 18:18 And a certain prince asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?


  Luk 18:30 who shall not receive manifold more in this present time and in the age to come, eternal life.


  Jhn 3:15 that whosoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life.


  Jhn 3:16 For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life.


  Jhn 3:36 He that believes in the Son has eternal life, and he that does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.


  Jhn 4:14 but whosoever drinks of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst, but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a fountain of water springing up into eternal life.


  Jhn 4:36 And he that reaps receives wages and gathers fruit unto eternal life, that both he that sows and he that reaps may rejoice together.


  Jhn 5:24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that hears my word and believes him that sent me has eternal life and shall not come into judgment but has passed from death unto life.


  Jhn 5:39 Search the scriptures, for in them ye think ye have eternal life; and they are those who testify of me.


  Jhn 6:27 Labour not for the food which perishes, but for the food which abides unto eternal life, which the Son of man shall give unto you, for him has God the Father sealed.


  Jhn 6:40 And this is the will of him that sent me, That every one who sees the Son and believes in him may have eternal life, and I will raise him up in the last day.


  Jhn 6:47 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believes in me has eternal life.


  Jhn 6:54 Whosoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.


  Jhn 6:68 Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of eternal life.


  Jhn 10:28 and I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall anyone pluck them out of my hand.


  Jhn 12:25 He that loves his life shall lose it, and he that hates his life in this world shall keep it unto life eternal.


  Jhn 12:50 And I know that his commandment is eternal life; whatsoever I speak therefore, even as the Father said unto me, so I speak.


  Jhn 17:2 as thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him.


  Jhn 17:3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.


  Act 13:46 Then Paul and Barnabas speaking with freedom, said, It was necessary indeed that the word of God should first have been spoken to you; but seeing ye put it from you and judge yourselves unworthy of eternal life, behold, we turn to the Gentiles.


  Act 13:48 And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and glorified the word of the Lord, and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.


  Rom 1:20 For the invisible things of him, his eternal power and divinity, are clearly understood by the creation of the world and by the things that are made so that there is no excuse;


  Rom 2:7 to those who persevered in well doing, glory and honour and incorruption, to those who seek eternal life;


  Rom 5:21 so that in the same manner as sin has reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus, the Christ, our Lord.


  Rom 6:23 For the wages of sin is death, but the grace of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.


  Rom 16:25 Now to him that is able to confirm you according to my gospel and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery which was concealed from times eternal


  Rom 16:26 but now is made manifest, and by the writings of the prophets, by the commandment of God eternal, declared unto all the Gentiles, that they might hear and obey by faith,


  2Cor 4:17 For our tribulation, which is momentary and light, prepares an exceeding and eternal weight of glory unto us;


  2Cor 4:18 while we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen, for the things which are seen are temporal, but the things which are not seen are eternal.


  2Cor 5:1 For we know that if the earthly house of this our habitation were dissolved, we have a building of God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.


  Gal 6:8 For he that sows to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption, but he that sows in the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap eternal life.


  Eph 3:11 according to the eternal purpose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord,


  2Th 1:9 who shall be punished with eternal destruction by the presence of the Lord and by the glory of his power,


  2Th 2:16 Now our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God, even our Father, who has loved us and has given us eternal consolation and good hope through grace,


  1Ti 1:16 But for this cause I was received unto mercy that in me first, Jesus Christ might show forth all clemency, for an example to those who should hereafter believe in him for eternal life.


  1Ti 6:12 Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, unto which thou art also called, having made a good profession before many witnesses.


  1Ti 6:19 laying up in store for themselves a good foundation against the future, that they may lay hold on eternal life.


  2Ti 2:10 Therefore, I endure all things for the sake of the elect, that they may also obtain the saving health which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory.


  Tit 1:2 for the hope of eternal life, which God, who cannot lie, promised before the times of the ages


  Tit 3:7 that being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.


  Heb 5:9 and being made perfect, he became the author of eternal saving health unto all those that hearken unto him,


  Heb 6:2 of the doctrine of the baptisms, and of the laying on of hands, and of the resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.


  Heb 9:12 neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the sanctuary designed for eternal redemption.


  Heb 9:14 how much more shall the blood of the Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from the works of death to serve the living God?


  Heb 9:15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, so that death intervening for the redemption of the rebellions that took place under the first testament, those who are called might receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.


  Heb 13:20 Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the eternal testament,


  1Pt 5:10 But the God of all grace, who has called us unto his eternal glory by Jesus, the Christ, after ye have suffered a little while, he himself perfects, confirms, strengthens, and establishes you.


  2Pt 1:11 Because in this manner the entrance shall be abundantly administered unto you in the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.


  1Jhn 1:2 (for the life is manifested, and we also saw it and bear witness and show unto you that eternal life, which was with the Father and appeared unto us);


  1Jhn 2:25 And this is the promise that he has promised us, even eternal life.


  1Jhn 3:15 Whosoever hates his brother is a murderer and ye know that no murderer has eternal life abiding in him.


  1Jhn 5:11 And this is the witness that God has given eternal life to us, and this life is in his Son.


  1Jhn 5:13 These things I have written unto you that believe in the name of the Son of God, that ye may know that ye have eternal life and that ye may believe in the name of the Son of God.


  1Jhn 5:20 But we know that the Son of God is come and has given us understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God and eternal life.


  Jude 1:6 And the angels who did not keep their first estate but left their own habitation, he has reserved in eternal chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day.


  Jude 1:7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over to fornication and going after strange flesh, were set forth for an example, having received the judgment of eternal fire.


  Jude 1:21 keep yourselves in the charity of God, waiting for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ, unto eternal life,


  Rev 14:6 And I saw another angel fly in the midst of heaven, having the eternal gospel that he might evangelize those that dwell on the earth and every nation and kindred and tongue and people,

  1Chr 16:36 Blessed be the LORD God of Israel from eternity unto eternity. And all the people said, Amen and praised the LORD.


  Isa 57:15 For thus has said the high and lofty One that inhabits eternity, whose name is The Holy One; I dwell in the high place and in holiness and with him also that is of a contrite and humble spirit to cause the spirit of the humble to live and to cause the heart of the contrite ones to live.


  Dan 12:3 And those that understand shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and those that teach righteousness to the multitude as the stars in perpetual eternity.

  Dt 32:20 And he said, I will hide my face from them; I will see what their end shall be: that they are a generation of perversities, sons without faith.


  Isa 11:5 And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faith the girdle of his kidneys.


  Jer 3:20 Surely as the woman breaks the faith of her husband, so have ye dealt treacherously with me, O house of Israel, said the LORD.


  Jer 7:28 Therefore thou shalt say unto them, This is the nation that did not hear the voice of the LORD their God, nor receive chastisement; the faith is lost and was cut off from their mouth.


  Lam 3:23 Chet They are new every morning; great is thy faith.


  Hos 2:20 I will even betroth thee unto me in faith: and thou shalt know the LORD.


  Hab 2:4 Behold, he whose soul is not upright in him will become filled with pride, but the just in his faith shall live.


  Mt 6:30 Therefore, if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is and tomorrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of little faith?


  Mt 8:10 When Jesus heard it, he marvelled and said to those that followed, Verily I say unto you that not even in Israel have I found such faith.


  Mt 8:26 And he said unto them, Why are ye fearful, O ye of little faith? Then, awake, he rebuked the winds and the sea; and there was a great calm.


  Mt 9:2 And, behold, they brought him a paralyzed man, lying on a bed; and Jesus, seeing their faith, said unto the paralyzed man, Trust, son; thy sins are forgiven thee.


  Mt 9:22 But Jesus turned around, and when he saw her, he said, Trust, daughter; thy faith has made thee free. And the woman was free from that hour.


  Mt 9:29 Then he touched their eyes, saying, According to your faith be it unto you.


  Mt 14:31 And immediately Jesus stretched forth his hand and caught him and said unto him, O thou of little faith, why didst thou doubt?


  Mt 15:28 Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith; be it unto thee even as thou desire. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.


  Mt 16:8 Which when Jesus perceived, he said unto them, O ye of little faith, why reason ye among yourselves that ye have brought no bread?


  Mt 17:20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unfaithfulness; for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove from here to yonder place, and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.


  Mt 21:21 Jesus answered and said unto them, Verily I say unto you, If ye have faith and doubt not, ye shall not only do this to the fig tree, but also if ye shall say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea, it shall be done.


  Mt 23:23 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin and have omitted that which is more important of the law: judgment, mercy, and faith; these were expedient for ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone.


  Mrk 2:5 When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the paralytic, Son, thy sins are forgiven thee.


  Mrk 4:40 And he said unto them, Why are ye so fearful? How is it that ye have no faith?


  Mrk 5:34 And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith has made thee saved; go in peace and remain whole of thy plague.


  Mrk 10:52 And Jesus said unto him, Go; thy faith has saved thee. And immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus in the way.


  Mrk 11:22 And Jesus, answering, said unto them, Have faith in God.


  Luk 5:20 And when he saw their faith, he said unto him, Man, thy sins are forgiven thee.


  Luk 7:9 When Jesus heard these things, he marvelled at him and turned about and said unto the people that followed him, I say unto you that not even in Israel have I found such great faith.


  Luk 7:50 And he said to the woman, Thy faith has saved thee; go in peace.


  Luk 8:25 And he said unto them, Where is your faith? And they, being afraid, wondered, saying one to another, Who is this! for he even commands the winds and the water, and they obey him.


  Luk 8:48 And he said unto her, Daughter, be of good comfort; thy faith has made thee whole; go in peace.


  Luk 12:28 If then God so clothes the grass, which is today in the field and tomorrow is cast into the oven, how much more will he clothe you, O ye of little faith?


  Luk 17:5 And the apostles said unto the Lord, Increase our faith.


  Luk 17:6 And the Lord said, If ye had faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye might say unto this sycamore tree, Pluck thyself up by the root, and plant thyself in the sea, and it would obey you.


  Luk 17:19 And he said unto him, Arise, go; thy faith has saved thee.


  Luk 18:8 I tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless when the Son of man comes, shall he find faith on the earth?


  Luk 18:42 And Jesus said unto him, See; thy faith has saved thee.


  Luk 22:32 but I have prayed for thee that thy faith fail not; and when thou art converted, strengthen thy brethren.


  Act 3:16 And in the faith of his name, unto this man whom ye see and know, has confirmed his name; and the faith which is by him has given this man this perfect soundness in the presence of you all.


  Act 6:5 And the saying pleased the whole multitude, and they chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit, and Philip and Prochorus and Nicanor and Timon and Parmenas and Nicolas, a proselyte of Antioch:


  Act 6:7 And the word of God increased; and the number of the disciples multiplied in Jerusalem greatly, and also a great company of the priests were obedient to the faith.


  Act 6:8 And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and miracles in the people.


  Act 11:24 For he was a good man and full of the Holy Spirit and of faith, and many people were added unto the Lord.


  Act 13:8 But Elymas the wise man (for so is his name by interpretation) withstood them, seeking to turn away the proconsul from the faith.


  Act 14:9 this man heard Paul speak, who steadfastly beholding him and perceiving that he had faith to be healed,


  Act 14:22 confirming the souls of the disciples and exhorting them to remain in the faith, and that we must through much tribulation enter into the kingdom of God.


  Act 14:27 And when they were come and had gathered the church together, they related what great things God had done with them and how he had opened the door of faith unto the Gentiles.


  Act 15:9 and put no difference between us and them, purifying their hearts by faith.


  Act 16:5 And so the congregations were established in the faith and increased in number daily.


  Act 20:21 testifying both to the Jews and also to the Gentiles, repentance toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.


  Act 24:24 And after certain days when Felix came with his wife Drusilla, who was a Jewess, he sent for Paul and heard of him the faith which is in Christ.


  Act 26:18 to open their eyes and to turn them from darkness to light and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive remission of sins and inheritance among those who are sanctified by the faith that is in me.


  Rom 1:5 By whom we have received the grace and the apostleship, to cause the faith to be obeyed among all the Gentiles in his name,


  Rom 1:8 First, I thank my God through Jesus, the Christ, regarding you all, that your faith is preached in all the world.


  Rom 1:12 that is, that I may be comforted together with you by the mutual faith both of you and me.


  Rom 1:17 For in him is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith, as it is written, The just shall live by faith.


  Rom 3:22 the righteousness, that is, of God by the faith of Jesus, the Christ, for all and upon all those that believe in him, for there is no difference;


  Rom 3:25 whom God purposed for reconciliation through faith in his blood for the manifestation of his righteousness, for the remission of sins that are past, by the patience of God,


  Rom 3:26 manifesting in this time his righteousness that he only be the just one and the justifier of him that is of the faith of Jesus.


  Rom 3:27 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? No, but by the law of faith.


  Rom 3:28 Therefore, we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law.


  Rom 3:30 seeing it is one God who shall justify the circumcision by faith and the uncircumcision by faith.


  Rom 3:31 Do we then make void the law through faith? No, in no wise; to the contrary, we establish the law.


  Rom 4:5 But to him that does not work, but believes in him that justifies the ungodly, the faith is counted as righteousness.


  Rom 4:9 Is this blessedness, therefore, only upon the circumcision or also upon the uncircumcision? for we say that faith was reckoned to Abraham as righteousness.


  Rom 4:11 And he received the circumcision as a sign, as a seal of the righteousness of the faith which he had, yet being uncircumcised, that he might be the father of all the uncircumcised believers, that it might be counted unto them also as righteousness,


  Rom 4:12 that he be the father of the circumcision: not only to those who are of the circumcision, but also unto those who walk in the steps of the faith that was in our father Abraham before he was circumcised.


  Rom 4:13 For the promise that he should be the heir of the world was not to Abraham or to his seed through the law, but through the righteousness of faith.


  Rom 4:14 For if those who are of the law are the heirs, faith is in vain, and the promise annulled,


  Rom 4:16 Therefore by faith, that it might be by grace, to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed, not only to that which is of the law, but also to that which is of the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all,


  Rom 4:19 And he did not weaken in faith: he considered not his own body now dead when he was about one hundred years old, neither yet the deadness of Sara’s womb;


  Rom 4:20 he doubted not the promise of God, with unbelief, but was strengthened in faith, giving glory to God,


  Rom 4:22 therefore, his faith was also attributed unto him as righteousness.


  Rom 5:1 Justified therefore by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus, the Christ,


  Rom 5:2 by whom we also have access by faith into this grace in which we stand and glory in hope of the glory of the sons of God.


  Rom 9:30 What shall we say then? That the Gentiles, who did not follow after righteousness, have attained to righteousness, that is to say, the righteousness which is by faith,


  Rom 9:32 Why? Because they followed it not by faith but, as it were, by the works (of the law); therefore, they stumbled on the stumblingstone;


  Rom 10:6 But thus saith the righteousness which is by faith, Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend into heaven (that is, to bring the Christ down from above)?


  Rom 10:8 But what does it say? The word is near thee, even in thy mouth and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach,


  Rom 10:17 So then faith comes by hearing, and the ear to hear by the word of God.


  Rom 11:20 Good; because of their unbelief they were broken off, but thou by faith art standing. Do not be highminded, but fear


  Rom 12:3 Therefore I say through the grace given unto me, to all those that are among you not to obtain more knowledge than is prudent to know, but to obtain knowledge with temperance, each one according to the measure of faith that God has dealt.


  Rom 12:6 So that having different gifts according to the grace that is given to us, whether prophecy, according to the measure of faith;


  Rom 14:1 Bear with the one who is sick in the faith, but not unto doubtful discernment.


  Rom 14:22 Thou hast faith; have it to thyself before God. Blessed is he that does not condemn himself with that thing which he allows.


  Rom 14:23 And he that makes a difference is condemned if he eats, because he does not eat by faith; and whatsoever is not out of faith is sin.


  Rom 16:26 but now is made manifest, and by the writings of the prophets, by the commandment of God eternal, declared unto all the Gentiles, that they might hear and obey by faith,


  1Cor 2:5 that your faith should not be founded in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God.


  1Cor 12:9 to another, faith by the same Spirit; to another, gifts of healing by the same Spirit;


  1Cor 13:2 And though I have the gift of prophecy and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing.


  1Cor 13:13 And now abide faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.


  1Cor 15:14 and if Christ is not risen, then our preaching is vain, and your faith is also vain.


  1Cor 15:17 and if Christ is not raised, your faith is vain; ye are even yet in your sins.


  1Cor 16:13 Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, be brave, be strong.


  2Cor 1:24 Not for that we have dominion over your faith, but are helpers of your joy, for by faith ye stand.


  2Cor 4:13 We having the same Spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed and, therefore, I have spoken; we also believe and, therefore, speak;


  2Cor 5:7 (for we walk by faith, not by sight).


  2Cor 8:7 Therefore, as ye abound in every thing, in faith and in word and in knowledge and in all diligence and in your love to us, see that ye abound in this grace also.


  2Cor 10:15 Not glorying of things beyond our measure in the labours of others; but having hope of the increase of your faith, that we shall be abundantly enlarged among you according to our rule,


  2Cor 13:5 Examine yourselves whether ye are in the faith; prove your own selves. Do ye not know your own selves if Jesus Christ is in you? Unless ye are reprobates.


  Gal 1:23 but they had only heard, That he who persecuted us in time past now preaches the faith which he once destroyed.


  Gal 2:16 knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law; for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified.


  Gal 2:20 I am crucified with Christ; nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ lives in me, and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.


  Gal 3:2 This only would I learn of you, Did ye receive the Spirit by the works of the law or by the obedient ear of faith?


  Gal 3:5 He therefore that gives unto you the Spirit and does works of power among you, does he do it by the works of the law or by the obedient ear of faith?


  Gal 3:7 Know ye therefore that those who are of faith, the same are the sons of Abraham.


  Gal 3:8 And the scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles through faith, evangelized Abraham in advance, saying, In thee shall all the Gentiles be blessed.


  Gal 3:9 So then those who are of faith are blessed with Abraham, the believer.


  Gal 3:11 But that no one is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident, for The just shall live by faith.


  Gal 3:12 And the law is not of faith, but The man that does the commandments shall live by them.


  Gal 3:14 That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.


  Gal 3:22 But the scripture has concluded all under sin that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to the believers.


  Gal 3:23 But before faith came, we were under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed.


  Gal 3:24 Therefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.


  Gal 3:25 But when faith is come, we are no longer under the hand of the schoolmaster.


  Gal 3:26 For ye are all sons of God by faith in Christ Jesus.


  Gal 5:5 For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith.


  Gal 5:6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision avails anything nor uncircumcision, but faith which works by charity.


  Gal 5:22 But the fruit of the Spirit is this: Charity, joy, peace, tolerance, gentleness, goodness, faith,


  Gal 6:10 Therefore as long as we have the opportunity, let us do good unto everyone, especially unto those who are of the household of faith.


  Eph 1:15 Therefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and charity unto all the saints,


  Eph 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God,


  Eph 3:12 In whom we have security and access with confidence by the faith of him.


  Eph 3:17 that the Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith, that ye, being rooted and grounded in charity,


  Eph 4:5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism,


  Eph 4:13 until we all come forth in the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the coming of age of the Christ:


  Eph 6:16 above all, taking the shield of faith, with which ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.


  Eph 6:23 Peace be to the brethren and charity with faith, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.


  Php 1:25 And having this confidence, I know that I shall abide and continue with you all for your furtherance and joy of faith,


  Php 1:27 Only let your conversation be as is worthy of the gospel of Christ, that whether I come and see you or else be absent, I may hear of your affairs, that ye stand fast in one spirit, unanimous, working together for the faith of the gospel,


  Php 2:17 And even if I am poured out as an offering upon the sacrifice and service of your faith, I joy and rejoice with you all.


  Php 3:9 and be found in him, not having my own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith:


  Col 1:4 since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the charity which ye have toward all the saints,


  Col 1:23 if ye continue in the faith grounded and settled and are not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard and which is preached to every creature which is under heaven, of which I Paul am made a minister,


  Col 2:5 For though I am absent in the flesh, yet I am with you in the spirit, joying and beholding your order and the steadfastness of your faith in Christ.


  Col 2:7 rooted and built up in him and confirmed in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving.


  Col 2:12 buried together with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who has raised him from the dead.


  1Th 1:3 remembering without ceasing the work of your faith and labour and charity and of waiting with the hope of our Lord Jesus Christ in the sight of our God and Father,


  1Th 1:8 For through you the word of the Lord has been divulged not only in Macedonia and Achaia, but also in every place your faith, which is in God, has become extended, so that we have no need to say anything.


  1Th 3:2 and sent Timothy, our brother and minister of God and our fellowlabourer in the gospel of the Christ, to confirm you and to exhort you in your faith,


  1Th 3:5 For this cause I, also, not waiting any longer, have sent to know your faith, lest by some means the tempter has tempted you and our labour is in vain.


  1Th 3:6 But now when Timothy came from you unto us and brought us good tidings of your faith and charity and that ye have good remembrance of us always, desiring greatly to see us, as we also to see you.


  1Th 3:7 Therefore, brethren, we were comforted over you in all our tribulation and need by your faith;


  1Th 3:10 night and day praying exceedingly that we might see your face and might complete that which is lacking in your faith?


  1Th 5:8 But let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and charity, and for a helmet, the hope of saving health.


  2Th 1:3 We must thank God always for you, brethren, as is due because your faith grows exceedingly, and the charity of each and every one of you toward each other abounds,


  2Th 1:4 so that we ourselves glory in you in the congregations of God for your patience and faith in all your persecutions and tribulations that ye endure and


  2Th 1:11 Therefore in this manner we pray always for you that our God would count you worthy of his calling and fill each will with goodness and the work of faith with power


  2Th 2:13 But we should always give thanks to God for you, brethren, beloved of the Lord, because God has from the beginning chosen you to saving health through the sanctification of the Spirit and faith in the truth,


  2Th 3:2 And that we may be delivered from perverse and wicked men, for the faith is not of everyone.


  1Ti 1:2 unto Timothy, true son in the faith, Grace, mercy, and peace, from God our Father and Jesus Christ our Lord.


  1Ti 1:4 nor give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which generate questions other than that the edification of God is by faith.


  1Ti 1:5 Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart and of a good conscience and of faith unfeigned:


  1Ti 1:14 And the grace of our Lord was exceedingly abundant with faith and love which is in Christ Jesus.


  1Ti 1:19 holding fast faith and a good conscience, which some, having cast away, have shipwrecked in their faith,


  1Ti 2:7 of which I am ordained a preacher and an apostle (I speak the truth in Christ and do not lie), a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and verity.


  1Ti 2:15 notwithstanding she shall be saved in childbearing, if she continues in faith and charity and sanctification and modesty.


  1Ti 3:9 holding the mystery of the faith together with a pure conscience.


  1Ti 3:13 For those that minister well purchase to themselves a good degree and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus.


  1Ti 4:1 Now the Spirit speaks expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, listening to spirits of error and doctrines of demons;


  1Ti 4:6 If thou put these things before the brethren, thou shalt be a good minister of Jesus Christ, nourished up in the words of faith and of good doctrine, unto which thou hast attained.


  1Ti 4:12 Let no man despise thy youth, but be thou an example of the faithful in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity.


  1Ti 5:8 But if any provide not for his own and specially for those of his own house, he has denied the faith and is worse than an unbeliever.


  1Ti 5:12 having condemnation, because they have cast off their first faith.


  1Ti 6:10 For the love of money is the root of all evil, which while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith and pierced themselves through with many sorrows.


  1Ti 6:11 But thou, O man of God, flee these things and follow after righteousness, godliness, faith, charity, tolerance, meekness.


  1Ti 6:12 Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, unto which thou art also called, having made a good profession before many witnesses.


  1Ti 6:21 which some professing have erred concerning the faith. Grace be with thee. Amen.


  2Ti 1:5 when I call to remembrance the unfeigned faith that is in thee, which dwelt first in thy grandmother Lois and thy mother Eunice, and I am persuaded that in thee also.


  2Ti 1:13 Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and charity which is in Christ Jesus.


  2Ti 2:18 who have erred from the truth, saying that the resurrection is already past and have overthrown the faith of some.


  2Ti 2:22 Flee also youthful lusts, but follow righteousness, faith, charity, peace, with those that call on the Lord out of a pure heart.


  2Ti 3:8 And in the manner that Jannes and Jambres resisted Moses, so do these also resist the truth, men of corrupt understanding, reprobate concerning the faith.


  2Ti 3:10 But thou hast fully known my doctrine, conduct, purpose, faith, longsuffering, charity, patience,


  2Ti 3:15 and that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto saving health by the faith which is in Christ Jesus.


  2Ti 4:7 I have fought a good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith;


  Tit 1:1 Paul, slave of God, and apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith of God’s elect and the knowledge of the truth which is according to godliness;


  Tit 1:4 to Titus, true son in the common faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus, the Christ, our Saviour.


  Tit 1:13 This witness is true. Therefore rebuke them sharply, that they may be sound in the faith;


  Tit 2:2 that the aged men be temperate, venerable, prudent, sound in faith, in charity, in tolerance.


  Tit 3:15 All that are with me salute thee. Greet those that love us in the faith. Grace be with you all. Amen.


  Phm 1:5 hearing of thy charity and faith, which thou hast in the Lord Jesus and toward all saints;


  Phm 1:6 that the communication of thy faith may become effectual for the knowledge of all the good that is in you by Christ Jesus.


  Heb 4:2 For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them, but it did not profit those that heard the word without mixing it with faith.


  Heb 6:1 Therefore, leaving now the word of the beginning of the establishment of the Christ, let us go on unto perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from works of death, and of faith in God,


  Heb 6:12 that ye not become slothful, but imitators of those who by faith and patience inherit the promises.


  Heb 10:22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts purified from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water;


  Heb 10:38 Now the just shall live by faith, but if any man draws back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him.


  Heb 11:1 Faith, therefore, is the substance of things waited for, the evidence of things not seen.


  Heb 11:3 Through faith we understand that the ages were framed by the word of God, that which is seen being made of that which was not seen.


  Heb 11:4 By faith Abel offered unto God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, by which he obtained witness that he was righteous, God testifying of his gifts, and by it he being dead yet speaks.


  Heb 11:5 By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death, and was not found because God had translated him, for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God.


  Heb 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please God; for he that comes to God must believe that he is and that he is a rewarder of those that diligently seek him.


  Heb 11:7 By faith Noah, having received revelation of things not seen as yet, with great care prepared an ark to the saving of his house, by which he condemned the world and was made heir of the righteousness which is by faith.


  Heb 11:8 By faith Abraham, being called, hearkened to go out into the place which he should afterwards receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where he went.


  Heb 11:9 By faith he sojourned in the promised land, as in a strange country, dwelling in booths with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise;


  Heb 11:11 By faith also Sara herself being sterile received strength to conceive seed and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she believed him to be faithful who had promised.


  Heb 11:13 These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but seeing them afar off and believing them and embracing them and confessing that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.


  Heb 11:17 By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac, and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son,


  Heb 11:20 By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning what they should become.


  Heb 11:21 By faith Jacob, when he was dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph, and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.


  Heb 11:22 By faith Joseph, as he died, made mention of the departing of the sons of Israel, and gave a commandment concerning his bones.


  Heb 11:23 By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months by his parents because they saw he was a beautiful child, and they were not afraid of the king’s commandment.


  Heb 11:24 By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter,


  Heb 11:27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.


  Heb 11:28 By faith he kept the passover and the sprinkling of the blood lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them.


  Heb 11:29 By faith they passed through the Red Sea as by dry land, which the Egyptians attempted to do and were drowned.


  Heb 11:30 By faith the walls of Jericho fell down after they were compassed about seven days.


  Heb 11:31 By faith the harlot Rahab did not perish together with the disobedient, having received the spies with peace.


  Heb 11:33 who by faith won kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions,


  Heb 11:39 And these all, approved by testimony of faith, received not the promise,


  Heb 12:2 with our eyes fixed on Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who having been offered joy, endured the cross {Gr. stauros-stake}, despising the shame and was seated at the right hand of the throne of God.


  Heb 13:7 Remember your pastors, who have spoken unto you the word of God, whose faith follow, considering the end of their conversation:


  Jm 1:3 knowing that the proving of your faith works patience,


  Jm 1:6 But ask in faith, not doubting anything. For he that doubts is like the wave of the sea which is driven of the wind and is tossed from one side to another.


  Jm 2:1 My brethren, do not have the faith of our Lord Jesus, the glorious Christ, with respect of persons.


  Jm 2:5 Hearken, my beloved brethren, Has not God chosen the poor of this world that they might be rich in faith and heirs of the kingdom which he has promised to those that love him?


  Jm 2:14 My brethren, What shall it profit though someone says that they have faith and do not have works? Shall this type of faith be able to save them?


  Jm 2:17 Even so faith, if it does not have works, is dead in and of itself.


  Jm 2:18 But someone may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works; show me thy faith without thy works, and I will show thee my faith by my works.


  Jm 2:20 But, O vain man, dost thou desire to know that faith without works is dead?


  Jm 2:22 Dost thou not see how the faith worked together with his works, and the faith was complete by the works?


  Jm 2:24 Ye see then how that by works a man is justified, and not only by faith.


  Jm 2:26 For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.


  Jm 5:15 and the prayer of faith shall cause the one who is sick to be saved, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he has committed sins, he shall be forgiven them.


  1Pt 1:5 who are kept in the virtue of God by faith, to attain unto the saving health which is made ready to be manifested in the last time.


  1Pt 1:7 that the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold (which perishes, nevertheless it is tried with fire), might be found unto praise and glory and honour when Jesus, the Christ, is made manifest;


  1Pt 1:9 receiving the end of your faith, even the saving health of your souls.


  1Pt 1:21 who by him do believe God, who raised him up from the dead and has given him glory: that your faith and hope might be in God.


  1Pt 5:9 resist him steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same afflictions are to be accomplished in the company of your brethren that are in the world.


  2Pt 1:1 Simon Peter, slave and apostle of Jesus Christ, to those that have obtained like precious faith with us in the righteousness of our God and Saviour Jesus Christ:


  2Pt 1:5 Ye also, giving all diligence to the same, show forth virtue in your faith; and in virtue, knowledge;


  1Jhn 5:4 For whatsoever is born of God overcomes the world; and this is the victory that overcomes the world, even our faith.


  Jude 1:3 Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the common salvation, it was needful for me to write unto you and exhort you that ye should earnestly persevere in the faith which was given once unto the saints.


  Jude 1:20 But ye, beloved, building up yourselves upon your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit,


  Rev 2:13 I know thy works and where thou dwellest, even where Satan’s throne is, and thou holdest fast my name and hast not denied my faith, even in those days in which Antipas was my faithful witness {or martyr}, who was slain among you, where Satan dwellest.


  Rev 2:19 I have known thy works and charity and service and faith and thy patience and thy works and the last to be more than the first.


  Rev 13:10 He that leads into captivity shall go into captivity; he that kills with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the patience and the faith of the saints.


  Rev 14:12 Here is the patience of the saints; here are those that keep the commandments of God and the faith of Jesus.


  Feast


  (110 Occurrences)


  Exd 5:1 And afterward Moses and Aaron went in and told Pharaoh, Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, Let my people go that they may celebrate a feast unto me in the wilderness.


  Exd 10:9 And Moses replied, We must go with our young and with our old, with our sons and with our daughters, with our sheep and with our cows we must go; for we have a solemn feast unto the LORD.


  Exd 12:14 And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep it as a feast unto the LORD throughout your ages; ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance forever.


  Exd 12:17 And ye shall observe the feast of unleavened bread, for in this same day have I brought your hosts out of the land of Egypt; therefore, shall ye observe this day for your ages by an ordinance forever.


  Exd 13:6 Thou shalt eat without leaven for seven days, and the seventh day shall be a feast unto the LORD.


  Exd 23:14 Three times thou shalt celebrate a feast unto me in the year:


  Exd 23:15 Thou shalt keep the feast of unleavened bread (thou shalt eat unleavened bread seven days as I commanded thee, in the time appointed of the month Abib, for in it thou didst come out from Egypt; and none shall appear before me empty),


  Exd 23:16 And the feast of the harvest of the firstfruits of thy labours, which thou hast sown in the field, and the feast of ingathering, which is in the end of the year, when thou hast gathered in thy labours out of the field.


  Exd 32:5 And seeing this, Aaron built an altar before the calf; and Aaron made a proclamation and said, Tomorrow shall be a feast unto the LORD.


  Exd 34:18 The feast of unleavened bread shalt thou keep. Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened bread, as I commanded thee, in the time of the month Abib; for in the month Abib thou didst come out from Egypt.


  Exd 34:22 And thou shalt keep the feast of weeks, of the firstfruits of the reaping of the wheat, and the feast of ingathering at the year’s end.


  Exd 34:25 Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice upon anything leavened; neither shall any of the sacrifice of the feast of the passover be left unto the morning.


  Lev 23:2 Speak unto the sons of Israel and say unto them, The feasts of the LORD, unto which ye shall make a general convocation of all the people, these shall be my feasts.


  Lev 23:4 These are the feasts of the LORD, the holy convocations, which ye shall proclaim in their appointed times.


  Lev 23:6 And on the fifteenth day of the same month is the feast of unleavened bread unto the LORD; seven days ye must eat unleavened bread.


  Lev 23:34 Speak unto the sons of Israel, saying, The fifteenth day of this seventh month shall be the feast of tabernacles unto the LORD for seven days.


  Lev 23:36 Seven days ye shall offer an offering on fire unto the LORD; the eighth day ye shall have a holy convocation and offer an offering on fire unto the LORD; it is a feast; and ye shall do no servile work therein.


  Lev 23:37 These are the feasts of the LORD, unto which ye shall be summoned: holy convocations to offer an offering on fire unto the LORD, a burnt offering and a present, a sacrifice and drink offerings, every thing in its proper time;


  Lev 23:39 But in the fifteenth day of the seventh month, when ye have gathered in the fruit of the land, ye shall keep a feast unto the LORD seven days; the first day shall be a sabbath, and on the eighth day shall also be a sabbath.


  Lev 23:41 And ye shall keep this feast unto the LORD for seven days each year. It shall be a perpetual statute for your ages; ye shall celebrate it in the seventh month.


  Lev 23:44 Thus Moses declared unto the sons of Israel the feasts of the LORD.


  Num 15:3 and will make an offering on fire unto the LORD, a burnt offering or a sacrifice, to offer a vow or of your free will or to make in your solemn feasts an acceptable savour unto the LORD, of the cows, or of the sheep,


  Num 28:17 And in the fifteenth day of this month is the feast; seven days shall unleavened bread be eaten.


  Num 29:12 Also on the fifteenth day of the seventh month ye shall have a holy convocation; ye shall do no servile work, and ye shall keep a feast unto the LORD seven days;


  Dt 16:8 Six days thou shalt eat unleavened bread, and on the seventh day shall be a solemn feast unto the LORD thy God; thou shalt do no work in this.


  Dt 16:10 And thou shalt do the solemn feast of weeks unto the LORD thy God; out of the voluntary abundance of thy hand thou shalt give, according as the LORD thy God has blessed thee.


  Dt 16:13 Thou shalt observe the solemn feast of the tabernacles seven days after thou hast gathered in the harvest of thy threshing floor and thy winepress.


  Dt 16:14 And thou shalt rejoice in thy solemn feast, thou and thy son and thy daughter and thy man slave and thy maid slave and the Levite and the stranger and the fatherless and the widow, that are within thy gates (or within thy towns).


  Dt 16:15 Seven days shalt thou celebrate a solemn feast unto the LORD thy God in the place which the LORD shall choose; because the LORD thy God shall have blessed thee in all thy fruits and in all the works of thine hands, therefore, thou shalt truly be glad.


  Dt 16:16 Three times each year shall all thy males appear before the LORD thy God in the place which he shall choose: in the solemn feast of unleavened bread and in the solemn feast of weeks and in the solemn feast of the tabernacles. And they shall not appear before the LORD empty,


  Dt 31:10 And Moses commanded them, saying, At the beginning of the seventh year, in the appointed time of the year of release, in the feast of the tabernacles,


  Jdg 21:19 Then they said, Behold, there is a solemn feast of the LORD in Shiloh yearly in a place which is towards the Aquilon from Bethel and towards the rising of the sun from the highway that goes up from Bethel to Shechem and towards the Negev from Lebonah.


  1Sam 30:16 And so he brought him down, and behold, they were spread abroad upon all the earth, eating and drinking, and holding a feast because of all the great spoil that they had taken out of the land of the Philistines and out of the land of Judah.


  1Kng 8:65 And at that time Solomon held a feast and all Israel with him, a great congregation, from the entering in of Hamath unto the river of Egypt, before the LORD our God, for seven days and another seven days, even fourteen days.


  1Kng 12:33 So he sacrificed upon the altar which he had made in Bethel on the fifteenth day of the eighth month, the month which he had devised of his own heart, and made a feast unto the sons of Israel; and he climbed up on the altar to burn incense.


  2Chr 2:4 Behold, I must build a house unto the name of the LORD my God, to dedicate it to him and to burn aromatic incense before him and for the continual showbread and for the burnt offerings morning and evening on the sabbaths and on the new moons and on the solemn feasts of the LORD our God, which is to be perpetual in Israel.


  2Chr 7:8 Then Solomon kept the feast seven days, and all Israel with him, a very great congregation, from the entering in of Hamath unto the river of Egypt.


  2Chr 7:9 And in the eighth day they made a solemn assembly, for they had made the dedication of the altar in seven days, and they had celebrated the solemn feast for seven days.


  2Chr 8:13 that each thing might be offered in its day, according to the commandment of Moses, on the sabbaths and on the new moons and on the feasts three times in the year, that is in the feast of unleavened bread and in the feast of weeks and in the feast of the tabernacles.


  2Chr 30:13 And many people assembled at Jerusalem to keep the feast of unleavened bread in the second month, a very great congregation.


  2Chr 30:22 And Hezekiah spoke unto the heart of all the Levites that had good understanding to serve the LORD, and they ate the sacrifices of the feast for seven days, offering sacrifices of peace and giving thanks unto the LORD God of their fathers.


  2Chr 31:3 The king’s portion of his substance for the burnt offerings was the morning and evening burnt offerings and the burnt offerings for the sabbaths and for the new moons and for the solemn feasts, as it is written in the law of the LORD.


  2Chr 35:17 And the sons of Israel that were present kept the passover at that time and the solemn feast of unleavened bread for seven days.


  Ezr 3:4 They kept also the feast of the tabernacles, as it is written, and offered the daily burnt offerings by number, according to the ordinance, each thing in its day,


  Ezr 3:5 and in addition to this, the continual burnt offering and the new moons and all the sanctified feasts of the LORD and every spontaneous freewill offering unto the LORD.


  Ezr 6:22 and kept the feast of unleavened bread seven days with joy; for the LORD had made them joyful and turned the heart of the king of Assyria unto them, to strengthen their hands in the work of the house of God, the God of Israel.


  Neh 8:14 And they found written in the law, which the LORD had commanded by Moses, that the sons of Israel should dwell in booths in the feast of the seventh month


  Neh 8:18 And Ezra read in the book of the law of God each day, from the first day unto the last day. And they kept the feast seven days, and on the eighth day was a solemn assembly, according to the ordinance.


  Neh 10:33 for the showbread and for the continual present and for the continual burnt offering, and of the sabbaths and of the new moons, for the appointed feasts and for the holy things and for the atonement for sin to reconcile Israel and for all the work of the house of our God.


  Psa 81:3 Blow the shofar in the new moon in the time appointed on our solemn feast day.


  Psa 142:7 Bring my soul out of prison, that I may praise thy name; the righteous shall feast with me; when thou shalt have weaned me. A Psalm of David.


  Prv 7:20 He has taken a bag of money with him and will come home at the appointed feast day.


  Prv 11:10 When it goes well with the righteous, the city rejoices, and when the wicked perish, there are feasts.


  Prv 15:15 All the days of the poor are difficult, but he that is of a good heart has a continual feast.


  Prv 17:1 Better is a dry morsel in peace than the house of contention full of sacrifices for a feast.


  Ecc 7:2 It is better to go to the house of mourning than to go to the house of feasting, for that is the end of all men; and the living will lay it to his heart.


  Isa 1:14 Your new moons and your appointed feasts my soul hates: they are a trouble unto me; I am weary to bear them.


  Isa 5:12 And the harp and the viol, the tambourine and flutes and wine are in their feasts; but they do not regard the work of the LORD, nor consider the work of his hands.


  Isa 25:6 And in this mountain the LORD of the hosts shall make unto all people a feast of fat things, a feast of purified wines, of fat things full of marrow, of purified liquids.


  Jer 16:8 In the same manner thou shalt not go into the house of feasting, to sit with them to eat and to drink.


  Jer 51:39 In their heat I will place their feasts before them, and I will make them drunken that they may rejoice and sleep an eternal sleep and not wake, said the LORD.


  Lam 2:7 Zain The Lord has cast off his altar; he has abhorred his sanctuary; he has given up into the hand of the enemy the walls of her palaces; they have shouted in the house of the LORD as in the day of a feast.


  Ezk 23:42 And in her was heard a voice of a multitude at a feast; and with the men of renown were brought the Sabeans from the wilderness to multiply the men, and they put bracelets upon their hands and crowns of glory upon their heads.


  Ezk 36:38 As the holy sheep, as the sheep of Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste cities be filled with flocks of men; and they shall know that I am the LORD.


  Ezk 45:17 And it shall be the prince’s part to give the burnt offering and the sacrifice and the drink offering in the solemnities and in the new moons and in the sabbaths in all the feasts of the house of Israel: he shall offer the sin, and the present and the burnt offering and the peace offerings to reconcile the house of Israel.


  Ezk 45:21 In the first month, in the fourteenth day of the month, ye shall have the passover, a feast of seven days; unleavened bread shall be eaten.


  Ezk 45:25 In the seventh month, in the fifteenth day of the month, he shall offer again in the feast of the seven days, the sin, the burnt offering, the present, and the oil.


  Ezk 46:9 But when the people of the land shall come before the LORD in the solemn feasts, he that enters in by the way of the north gate to worship shall go out by the way of the south gate; and he that enters by the way of the south gate shall go forth by the way of the north gate; he shall not return by the way of the gate by which he came in, but shall go forth opposite it.


  Ezk 46:11 And in the feasts and in the solemnities the present shall be an ephah of fine flour with each calf, and another ephah with each ram, and with the lambs as he is able to give, and a hin of oil with each ephah.


  Hos 2:11 I will also cause all her mirth to cease, her feast, her new moon, and her sabbath, and all her festivities.


  Hos 9:5 What will ye do in the solemn day, and in the day of the feast of the LORD?


  Hos 12:9 But I am the LORD thy God from the land of Egypt; I will yet make thee to dwell in tents as in the days of the solemn feast.


  Am 8:10 and I will turn your feasts into mourning and all your songs into lamentation; and I will cause sackcloth to be brought up upon all loins and baldness upon every head; and I will make it as the mourning of an only son and the end thereof as a bitter day.


  Nah 1:15 Behold upon the mountains the feet of him that brings good tidings, of him that publishes peace! O Judah, keep thy solemn feasts, perform thy vows; for Belial shall no longer pass through thee; he is utterly cut off.


  Zec 8:19 Thus hath the LORD of the hosts said, The fast of the fourth month and the fast of the fifth and the fast of the seventh and the fast of the tenth shall be to the house of Judah joy and gladness and cheerful feasts; therefore love the truth and peace.


  Zec 14:16 And every one that is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the King, the LORD of the hosts, and to celebrate the feast of the tabernacles.


  Zec 14:18 And if the family of Egypt does not go up and does not come, there shall be no rain upon them; instead there shall be the plague, with which the LORD will smite the Gentiles that do not come up to celebrate the feast of the tabernacles.


  Zec 14:19 This shall be the punishment of the sin of Egypt and of the sin of all the Gentiles that do not come up to celebrate the feast of the tabernacles.


  Mt 22:2 The kingdom of the heavens is like unto a certain man, a king, who made a marriage feast for his son


  Mt 23:6 and love the first place at feasts and the chief seats in the synagogues


  Mt 26:5 But they said, Not on the feast day, lest there be an uproar among the people.


  Mt 26:17 Now the first day of the feast of unleavened bread, the disciples came to Jesus, saying unto him, Where wilt thou that we prepare for thee to eat the passover?


  Mt 27:15 Now at that feast the governor was accustomed to release unto the people a prisoner, whoever they desired.


  Mrk 14:2 But they said, Not on the feast day, lest there be an uproar of the people.


  Mrk 14:12 And the first day of the feast of unleavened bread, when they sacrificed the passover, his disciples said unto him, Where wilt thou that we go and prepare that thou may eat the passover?


  Mrk 15:6 Now at that feast it was customary that he release unto them one prisoner, whoever they desired.


  Mrk 16:1 And when the sabbath of the great feast of the passover was past, Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of James, and Salome had bought sweet spices that they might come and anoint him.


  Luk 2:41 And his parents went to Jerusalem every year at the feast of the passover.


  Luk 2:42 And when he was twelve years old, they went up to Jerusalem after the custom of the feast.


  Luk 22:1 Now the feast of unleavened bread drew near, which is called the passover.


  Luk 23:17 (For of necessity he must release one unto them at the feast.)


  Jhn 2:23 Now when he was in Jerusalem at the passover, in the feast day, many believed in his name, seeing the signs which he did.


  Jhn 4:45 Then when he was come into Galilee, the Galilaeans received him, having seen all the things that he had done in Jerusalem at the feast, for they had also gone to the feast.


  Jhn 5:1 After these things there was a feast of the Jews, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.


  Jhn 6:4 And the passover, the feast of the Jews, was near.


  Jhn 7:2 Now the feast of the Jews, of the tabernacles, was at hand.


  Jhn 7:8 Go ye up unto this feast; I go not up yet unto this feast, for my time is not yet fulfiled.


  Jhn 7:10 But when his brethren were gone up, then he also went up unto the feast, not openly, but as it were in secret.


  Jhn 7:11 Then the Jews sought him at the feast and said, Where is he?


  Jhn 7:14 Now about the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple and taught.


  Jhn 7:37 In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, If any man thirsts, let him come unto me and drink.


  Jhn 11:56 and they sought for Jesus and spoke among themselves as they stood in the temple, What think ye, that he will not come to the feast?


  Jhn 12:12 On the next day the multitude that were come to the feast, when they heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem,


  Jhn 12:20 And there were certain Greeks among them that came up to worship at the feast;


  Jhn 13:1 Now before the feast of the passover, when Jesus knew that his hour was come that he should depart out of this world unto the Father, having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them unto the end.


  Jhn 13:29 For some of them thought, because Judas had the bag, that Jesus had said unto him, Buy those things that we need for the feast, or that he should give something to the poor.


  Act 18:21 but bade them farewell, saying, I must by all means keep this feast that comes in Jerusalem, but I will return again unto you, if God wills. And he sailed from Ephesus.


  1Cor 5:8 therefore let us celebrate the feast, not in the old leaven, neither in the leaven of malice and wickedness, but in the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.


  1Cor 10:27 If any of those that do not believe bid you to a feast, and ye are disposed to go, eat whatever is set before you asking no questions for conscience sake.


  Col 2:16 Let no one therefore judge you in food or in drink or in respect of a feast day or of the new moon or of the sabbath days.


  Fig Tree


  (34 Occurrences)


  Jdg 9:10 And the trees said to the fig tree, Come thou and reign over us.


  Jdg 9:11 But the fig tree said unto them, Should I forsake my sweetness and my good fruit to go and sway over the trees?


  1Kng 4:25 And Judah and Israel dwelt safely, each one under his vine and under his fig tree, from Dan even to Beersheba, all the days of Solomon.


  2Kng 18:31 Do not hearken unto Hezekiah, for thus saith the king of Assyria, Give me a blessing and come out to me, and then each one of you shall eat of their own vine and of their own fig tree, and each one shall drink the waters of their own well,


  Prv 27:18 Whosoever keeps the fig tree shall eat the fruit thereof, so he that waits on his master shall be honoured.


  So 2:13 the fig tree has put forth her green figs, and the vines in blossom have given forth their fragrance. Arise, my love, my fair one, and come away.


  Isa 34:4 And all the host of heavens shall be dissolved, and the heavens shall be rolled together as a scroll; and all their host shall fall down as the leaf falls off from the vine and as the leaf falls from the fig tree.


  Isa 36:16 Do not hearken unto Hezekiah, for thus saith the king of Assyria, Make peace with me and come out to me and eat each one of his vine and each one of his fig tree and drink each one the waters of his own cistern


  Jer 8:13 I will surely cut them off completely, said the LORD: there are no grapes on the vine, nor figs on the fig tree, and the leaf shall fall; and the things that I have given them shall pass away from them.


  Hos 2:12 And I will cause her vine and her fig tree to be cut down, of which she has said, These are my wages that my lovers have given me; and I will reduce them to a thicket, and the beasts of the field shall eat them.


  Hos 9:10 I found Israel like grapes in the wilderness; I saw your fathers as the early fruit of the fig tree in her beginning; but they went in unto Baalpeor and separated themselves unto shame and made themselves as abominable as that which they loved.


  Joel 1:7 He has laid my vine waste and barked my fig tree: he has made it clean bare and cast it away; its branches are made white.


  Joel 1:12 The vine has dried up, and the fig tree has perished; the pomegranate tree, the palm tree also, and the apple tree, even all the trees of the field, have withered: therefore joy has withered away from the sons of men.


  Joel 2:22 Be not afraid, ye animals of the field; for the pastures of the wilderness shall become green again, for the trees shall bear their fruit, the fig tree and the vine shall give their fruits.


  Mic 4:4 But each one shall sit under their vine and under their fig tree, and no one shall make them afraid, for the mouth of the LORD of the hosts has spoken it.


  Hab 3:17 Because the fig tree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit be on the vines; the labour of the olive shall lie, and the cultivated fields shall yield no food; the sheep shall be cut off from the fold, and there shall be no herd in the stalls:


  Hag 2:19 Is not the seed yet in the barn? Not even the vine, nor the fig tree, nor the pomegranate, nor the olive tree, has blossomed yet, but from this day will I bless you.


  Zec 3:10 In that day, saith the LORD of the hosts, each one of you shall call his neighbour under his vine and under his fig tree.


  Mt 21:19 And when he saw a fig tree in the way, he came to it and found nothing upon it, but leaves only, and said unto it, Let no fruit grow on thee from now on for ever. And then the fig tree withered away.


  Mt 21:20 And when the disciples saw it, they marvelled, saying, How soon is the fig tree withered away!


  Mt 21:21 Jesus answered and said unto them, Verily I say unto you, If ye have faith and doubt not, ye shall not only do this to the fig tree, but also if ye shall say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea, it shall be done.


  Mt 24:32 Now learn a parable of the fig tree: When his branch is yet tender and puts forth leaves, ye know that summer is nigh;

  Mrk 13:28 Learn the similitude from the fig tree: When her branch is yet tender and puts forth leaves, ye know that summer is near;


  Luk 13:6 And He spoke this parable: A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard, and he came and sought fruit upon it and found none.


  Luk 13:7 Then he said unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these three years I come seeking fruit on this fig tree and find none; cut it down; why does it cumber the ground?


  Luk 21:29 And he spoke unto them a parable: Behold the fig tree and all the trees;


  Jhn 1:48 Nathanael said unto him, From where dost thou know me? Jesus answered and said unto him, Before Philip called thee, when thou wast under the fig tree, I saw thee.


  Jhn 1:50 Jesus answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I saw thee under the fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than these.


  Jm 3:12 Can the fig tree, my brethren, produce olive berries? or the vine, figs? In the same manner no fountain can yield both salt water and fresh.


  Rev 6:13 and the stars of heaven fell upon the earth, even as a fig tree casts her figs, when she is shaken of a mighty wind.

  1Sam 21:13 And he changed his behaviour before them and feigned himself a fool in their hands and scrabbled on the doors of the gate and let his spittle fall down upon his beard.


  1Sam 25:25 Let not my lord, I pray thee, take to heart this man of Belial, even Nabal, for as his name is, so is he; Nabal {Heb. fool} is his name, and folly is with him; but I, thy handmaid, did not see the servants of my lord whom thou didst send.


  1Sam 26:21 Then Saul said, I have sinned; return, my son David; for I will do no more harm unto thee because my life was precious in thine eyes today. Behold, I have played the fool and have erred exceedingly.


  2Sam 3:33 And the king lamented over Abner and said, Abner died the death of a fool!


  2Sam 13:13 And I, where shall I go with my reproach? And as for thee, thou shalt be as one of the fools in Israel. Now, therefore, I pray thee, speak unto the king, for he will not withhold me from thee.


  Job 12:17 He causes the counsellors to walk away stripped of counsel and makes the judges to be fools.


  Job 30:8 They were sons of fools and men without names; they were lower than the earth.


  Psa 14:1 The fool has said in his heart, there is no God. They are corrupt, they have done abominable works, there is no one that does good.


  Psa 49:10 For he sees that all the wise men die, likewise the fool and the ignorant perish and leave their wealth to others.


  Psa 53:1 The fool has said in his heart, There is no God. They have corrupted themselves and have done abominable iniquity; there is no one that does good.


  Psa 75:4 I said unto the fools, Do not deal foolishly and to the wicked, Do not lift up the horn:


  Psa 92:6 A carnal man does not know, neither does a fool understand this:


  Psa 94:8 Understand, ye carnal ones among the people, and, ye fools, when will ye be wise?


  Psa 107:17 The fools, because of the way of their rebellion, and because of their iniquities, were afflicted.


  Prv 1:7 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and chastening.


  Prv 1:22 How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and the scorners delight in their scorning, and the fools hate knowledge?


  Prv 1:32 For the rest of the ignorant shall slay them, and the prosperity of fools shall destroy them.


  Prv 3:35 The wise shall inherit glory; but shame shall be the promotion of fools.


  Prv 7:22 He went after her straightway, as an ox goes to the slaughter or as a fool to the correction of the stocks,


  Prv 8:5 O ye simple, understand prudence; and, ye fools, be ye of an understanding heart.


  Prv 10:18 He that hides hatred has lying lips, and he that utters a slander, is a fool.


  Prv 10:21 The lips of the righteous feed many, but fools die for lack of wisdom.

  Prv 13:19 The desire accomplished is sweet to the soul: but it is abomination to fools to depart from evil.


  Prv 13:20 He that walks with wise men shall be wise, but the companion of fools shall be destroyed.


  Prv 14:8 The wisdom of the sane is to understand his way, but the folly of fools is deceit.


  Prv 14:9 Fools speak sin unto themselves, but among the righteous there is love.


  Prv 14:16 The wise man fears and departs from evil, but the fool rages and is confident.


  Prv 14:24 The crown of the wise is their wisdom, but that which distinguishes fools is their folly.


  Prv 14:33 Wisdom shall rest in the heart of him that is sane and is made known in the midst of the fools.


  Prv 15:2 The tongue of the wise shall adorn wisdom, but the mouth of fools shall speak foolishness.


  Prv 15:5 The fool despises his father’s chastening, but he that regards reproof shall become prudent.

  Prv 17:12 It is better to meet a bear robbed of her cubs than a fool in his folly.


  Prv 17:16 Of what good is the price to buy wisdom in the hand of the fool, seeing he has no heart to understand?


  Prv 17:21 He that begets a fool does it to his sorrow, and the father of a fool shall have no joy.


  Prv 17:24 Wisdom appears upon the countenance of him that has understanding, but the eyes of a fool manifest his folly unto the ends of the earth.


  Prv 17:28 Even a fool, when he is silent is counted wise, and he that shuts his lips is esteemed a man of understanding.

  Prv 26:1 As snow in summer and as rain in harvest, so honour is not suited for a fool.


  Prv 26:3 A whip for the horse, a bridle for the ass, and a rod for the fool’s back.


  Prv 26:4 Never answer a fool according to his folly lest thou also be like unto him.


  Prv 26:5 Answer the fool showing him his folly lest he be wise in his own conceit.


  Prv 26:6 He that gives responsibility to one who is not able to carry it out is like him that sends a message by the hand of a fool, and he shall drink the damage.


  Prv 26:7 Like unto the way that the one who is lame walks, so is a proverb in the mouth of the fool.


  Prv 26:8 As he that binds the stone in the sling, so is he that gives honour to a fool.


  Prv 26:9 As thorns sunk into the hand of one who is drunk, so is a proverb in the mouth of fools.


  Prv 26:10 The great God that formed all things rewards both the fool and transgressors.


  Prv 26:11 As a dog returns to his vomit, so the fool returns to his folly.


  Prv 26:12 Seest thou a man wise in his own conceit? there is more hope of a fool than of him.


  Prv 27:3 A stone is heavy and the sand weighty; but a fool’s wrath is heavier than them both.


  Prv 27:22 Though thou should bray a fool in a mortar among wheat with a pestle, yet his foolishness will not depart from him.


  Prv 28:26 He that trusts in his own heart is a fool, but whosoever walks in wisdom, he shall be saved.


  Prv 29:11 The fool gives full rein to his spirit, but the wise man in the end will bring it into rest.


  Prv 29:20 Seest thou a man that is hasty in his words? there is more hope of a fool than of him.


  Prv 30:22 For a slave when he reigns; and a fool when he is filled with bread;


  Ecc 2:14 The wise man has his eyes in his head, but the fool walks in darkness: And I myself also understood that one event happens to the one and to the other.


  Ecc 2:15 Then I said in my heart, As it shall happen to the fool, so it shall happen even to me. Why have I worked until now to make myself wiser? Then I said in my heart that this also is vanity.

  Ecc 5:4 When thou dost vow a vow unto God, do not defer to pay it; for he has no pleasure in fools; pay that which thou hast vowed.


  Ecc 6:8 For what has the wise more than the fool? what more has the poor that knows how to walk among the living?


  Ecc 7:4 The heart of the wise is in the house of mourning, but the heart of fools is in the house of pleasure.


  Ecc 7:5 It is better to hear the rebuke of the wise than to hear the song of fools.


  Ecc 7:6 The laughter of the fool is as the crackling of thorns under a pot, and this also (the laughter or prosperity of the fool) is vanity.


  Ecc 7:9 Do not be hasty in thy spirit to be angry, for anger rests in the bosom of fools.


  Ecc 9:17 The words of wise men are heard in quiet more than the cry of him that rules among fools.


  Ecc 10:2 A wise man’s heart is at his right hand, but a fool’s heart at his left.


  Ecc 10:3 Even when the fool walks by the way, he lacks prudence, and he says unto every one that he is a fool.


  Ecc 10:12 The words from the mouth of the wise man are grace, but the lips of the fool will swallow up himself.


  Ecc 10:14 The fool multiplies words and says, Man cannot tell what shall be, and what shall be after him, who can tell him?


  Isa 3:4 And I will give children to be their princes, and young fools shall rule over them.


  Isa 19:11 Surely the princes of Zoan are fools; the counsel of the prudent counsellors of Pharaoh is become carnal; how say ye unto Pharaoh, I am the son of the wise, the son of the ancient kings?


  Isa 19:13 The princes of Zoan are become fools, the princes of Noph are deceived; they have also seduced Egypt, even those that are the stay of the tribes thereof.


  Jer 17:11 As the partridge that steals that which she did not hatch, is he that gets riches and not with righteousness; in the midst of his days he shall leave them, and at his end shall be a fool.


  Jer 50:36 A sword is upon the fortune-tellers; and they shall be fools: a sword is upon her mighty men; and they shall be broken.

  Luk 12:20 But God said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee; then whose shall those things be which thou hast stored up?


  Luk 24:25 Then he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken;


  Rom 1:22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools


  1Cor 3:18 Let no one deceive himself. If any one among you seems to be wise in this age, let them become a fool that they may be wise.


  1Cor 4:10 We are fools for Christ’s sake, but ye are prudent in Christ; we are weak, but ye are strong; ye are honourable, but we are despised.


  1Cor 15:36 Thou fool, that which thou sowest is not brought to life, unless it dies first;


  2Cor 5:13 For whether we are fools, it is unto God; or whether we are sane, it is for your cause.

  Gen 50:17 So shall ye say unto Joseph, Forgive, I pray thee now, the trespass of thy brethren and their sin, for they did unto thee evil; and now, we pray thee, forgive the trespass of the slaves of the God of thy father. And Joseph wept when they spoke unto him.


  Exd 10:17 Now therefore forgive, I pray thee, my sin only this once, and intreat the LORD your God, that he may take away from me this death only.


  Exd 32:32 that thou wilt forgive their sin; and if not, blot me now out of thy book which thou hast written.


  Exd 34:9 And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, O Lord, let my Lord, I pray thee, go among us, for this is a stiffnecked people, and forgive our iniquity and our sin and possess us.


  Lev 4:20 And he shall do with this bullock as he did with the bullock of the sin, so shall he do with this; and thus the priest shall reconcile them, and they shall obtain forgiveness.


  Lev 4:26 and he shall burn all its fat upon the altar, as the fat of the sacrifice of peace; thus shall the priest reconcile him as concerning his sin, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 4:31 And he shall take away all its fat, as the fat was taken away from off the sacrifice of peace; and the priest shall incense it upon the altar in a very acceptable aroma unto the LORD; and thus shall the priest reconcile him, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 4:35 And he shall take away all its fat, as the fat of the lamb of the sacrifice of peace was taken away; and the priest shall incense it upon the altar in an offering on fire unto the LORD; and thus shall the priest reconcile him from his sin that he has committed, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 5:10 And he shall offer the second for a burnt offering, according to the ordinance; and thus shall the priest reconcile him for his sin in which he has sinned, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 5:13 Thus shall the priest reconcile him from his sin in which he has sinned in one of these things, and he shall have forgiveness; and that which remains shall be the priest’s, as with a present.


  Lev 5:16 And he shall pay for the sin that he has done in the holy thing and shall add the fifth part thereto and give it unto the priest; and the priest shall reconcile him with the ram of the expiation of his guilt, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 5:18 And he shall bring a ram without blemish out of the flock, in thy estimation, for the expiation of his guilt, unto the priest; and the priest shall reconcile him from his error which he committed in ignorance, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 6:7 and the priest shall reconcile him before the LORD, and he shall have forgiveness for any of all of the things in which he is guilty.

  Num 15:26 And it shall be forgiven all the congregation of the sons of Israel and the stranger that sojourns among them, seeing all the people were in ignorance.


  Num 15:28 And the priest shall reconcile the soul that errs ignorantly, when he sins by ignorance before the LORD, he shall be reconciled; and it shall be forgiven him.


  Num 30:5 But if her father disallows her in the day that he hears all of her vows and of her bonds with which she has bound her soul, they shall not stand, and the LORD shall forgive her, because her father disallowed her.


  Num 30:8 But if her husband disallowed her on the day that he heard it, then her vow which she vowed and that which she pronounced with her lips, with which she bound her soul, shall be of no effect, and the LORD shall forgive her.

  Psa 32:5 I acknowledged my sin unto thee, and I have not hid my iniquity. I said, I will confess (against myself) my rebellions unto the LORD, and thou shalt forgive the iniquity of my sin. Selah.


  Psa 85:2 Thou hast forgiven the iniquity of thy people; thou hast covered all their sin. Selah.


  Psa 86:5 For thou, Lord, art good and ready to forgive and plenteous in mercy unto all those that call upon thee.


  Psa 99:8 Thou didst answer them, O LORD our God; thou wast a God that didst forgive them, and an avenger for their works.


  Psa 103:3 Who forgives all thine iniquities; who heals all thy diseases;


  Psa 130:4 Therefore there is forgiveness close to thee, that thou may be feared.


  Prv 6:35 He will not regard any ransom; neither will he want to forgive, though thou givest many bribes.


  Isa 2:9 And the mean man bows down, and the great man humbles himself; therefore thou shalt not forgive them.


  Jer 18:23 Yet, LORD, thou dost know all their counsel against me to slay me; do not forgive their iniquity, neither blot out their sin from thy sight, but let them be overthrown before thee; deal thus with them in the time of thine anger.


  Jer 21:7 And afterward, thus hath the LORD said, I will deliver Zedekiah king of Judah, and his slaves and the people and such as are left in this city from the pestilence, from the sword, and from the famine, into the hand of Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, and into the hand of their enemies, and into the hand of those that seek their souls; and he shall smite them with the edge of the sword; he shall not forgive them, neither have pity, nor have mercy.


  Jer 31:34 And they shall no longer teach every man his neighbour and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD, for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, said the LORD, for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.


  Jer 36:3 If peradventure the house of Judah will hear all the evil which I purpose to do unto them; that they may turn each one from his evil way; and I will forgive their iniquity and their sin.


  Jer 49:25 How did they not forgive the city of praise, the city of my joy!


  Lam 2:2 Beth The Lord has destroyed and has not forgiven; he has destroyed in his wrath all the habitations of Jacob; he has thrown down to the ground the strong holds of the daughter of Judah; he has polluted the kingdom and its princes.


  Lam 2:17 Ain The LORD has done that which he had determined; he has fulfiled his word that he had commanded from the time of old; he has destroyed and has not forgiven; and he has caused thine enemy to rejoice over thee; he has raised up the horn of thine adversaries.


  Lam 2:21 Schin The young and the old lay on the ground in the streets; my virgins and my young men fell by the sword; thou hast slain them in the day of thine anger; thou hast killed and hast not forgiven.


  Lam 3:42 Nun We have rebelled and been disloyal; therefore thou hast not forgiven.


  Lam 3:43 Samech Thou hast unfurled anger and persecuted us; thou hast slain, thou hast not forgiven.


  Ezk 5:11 Therefore, as I live, said the Lord GOD, surely, because thou hast defiled my sanctuary with all thy contaminations and with all thine abominations, therefore I will also destroy thee; neither shall my eye forgive, neither will I have mercy.


  Ezk 7:4 And my eye shall not forgive thee, neither will I have mercy; but I will recompense thy ways upon thee, and thine abominations shall be in the midst of thee; and ye shall know that I am the LORD.


  Ezk 7:9 And my eye shall not forgive, neither will I have mercy; I will recompense thee according to thy ways, and thine abominations shall be in the midst of thee; and ye shall know that I am the LORD that smites.


  Ezk 8:18 Therefore I will also deal in fury: my eye shall not forgive, neither will I have mercy: and they shall cry in my ears with a loud voice; yet I will not hear them.


  Ezk 9:5 And to the others he said in my hearing, Go after him through the city and smite; do not let your eye forgive, neither have mercy.


  Ezk 9:10 And as for me also, my eye shall not forgive, neither will I have mercy, but I will recompense their way upon their head.


  Dan 9:9 Of the Lord our God is the ability to have mercy and to forgive, even though we have rebelled against him

  Mt 9:6 But that ye may know that the Son of man has power on earth to forgive sins (then said he to the paralysed man), Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house.


  Mt 12:31 Therefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit shall not be forgiven unto men.


  Mt 12:32 And whosoever speaks a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him, but whosoever speaks against the Holy Spirit, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this age, neither in the age to come.


  Mt 18:21 Then Peter came to him and said, Lord, how often shall my brother sin against me and I forgive him? until seven times?


  Mt 18:35 So likewise shall my heavenly Father do also unto you unless from your hearts ye forgive every one his brother their trespasses.


  Mrk 2:5 When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the paralytic, Son, thy sins are forgiven thee.


  Mrk 2:7 Why does this fellow so blaspheme? Who can forgive sins but God only?


  Mrk 2:9 What is easier to say to the paralytic, Thy sins are forgiven thee, or to say, Arise and take up thy bed and walk?


  Mrk 2:10 But that ye may know that the Son of man has power on earth to forgive sins (he spoke to the sick of the palsy),


  Mrk 3:28 Verily I say unto you, All sins shall be forgiven unto the sons of men and whatever blasphemies with which they shall blaspheme,


  Mrk 3:29 but whosoever shall blaspheme against the Holy Spirit shall never have forgiveness but is obligated to eternal judgment,


  Mrk 4:12 that seeing they may see and not perceive, and hearing they may hear and not understand, lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.


  Mrk 11:25 And when ye are praying, forgive if ye have anything against anyone, so that your Father who is in the heavens will also forgive you your trespasses.


  Mrk 11:26 For if ye do not forgive, neither will your Father who is in the heavens forgive your trespasses.


  Luk 5:20 And when he saw their faith, he said unto him, Man, thy sins are forgiven thee.


  Luk 5:21 And the scribes and the Pharisees began to reason, saying, Who is this who speaks blasphemies? Who can forgive sins, but God alone?


  Luk 5:23 What is easier, to say, Thy sins are forgiven thee, or to say, Rise up and walk?


  Luk 5:24 But that ye may know that the Son of man has power upon earth to forgive sins (he said unto the paralytic), I say unto thee, Arise and take up thy couch and go to thine house.


  Luk 6:37 Judge not, and ye shall not be judged; condemn not, and ye shall not be condemned; forgive, and ye shall be forgiven;


  Luk 7:47 Therefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much; but to whom little is forgiven, the same loves little.


  Luk 7:48 And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven.


  Luk 7:49 And those that sat at food with him began to say within themselves, Who is this that forgives sins also?


  Luk 11:4 And forgive us our sins, for we also forgive every one that is indebted to us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.


  Luk 12:10 And whosoever shall speak a word against the Son of man, there is forgiveness for him; but unto him that blasphemes against the Holy Spirit, it shall not be forgiven.


  Luk 17:3 Take heed to yourselves: If thy brother should trespass against thee, rebuke him; and if he repents, forgive him.


  Luk 17:4 And if he trespasses against thee seven times in a day and seven times in a day turns again to thee, saying, I repent, thou shalt forgive him.


  Luk 23:34 Then Jesus said, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. And they parted his raiment and cast lots.


  Act 5:31 God has exalted him with his right hand as Prince and Saviour, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.


  Act 8:22 Repent therefore of this thy wickedness and pray God, if perhaps this thought of thine heart may be forgiven thee.


  Rom 4:7 saying, Blessed are those whose iniquities are forgiven and whose sins are covered.


  Rom 11:21 that if God did not forgive the natural branches, neither shall he forgive thee.


  2Cor 2:7 So that contrariwise ye ought rather to forgive him and comfort him, lest perhaps such a one should be swallowed up with too much grief.


  2Cor 2:10 To whom ye forgive any thing, I forgive also; for if I forgave any thing, to whom I forgave it, for your sakes I forgave it in the person of Christ,


  2Cor 12:13 For what is it in which ye were inferior to the other congregations except in that I myself was not burdensome to you? forgive me this wrong.


  Eph 1:7 in whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins according to the riches of his grace,


  Eph 4:32 and be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another even as God has forgiven you in Christ.


  Col 2:13 And you, being dead in sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, he has quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses,


  Jm 5:15 and the prayer of faith shall cause the one who is sick to be saved, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he has committed sins, he shall be forgiven them.


  2Pt 2:4 For if God did not forgive the angels that sinned, but cast them down into the deepest abyss {Gr. tartarus} and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;


  2Pt 2:5 and if he did not forgive the old world, but kept Noah, a preacher of righteousness, with seven other persons, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly;


  1Jhn 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.


  1Jhn 2:12 I write unto you, little children, that your sins are forgiven you for his name’s sake.


  Fountain


  (60 Occurrences)


  Gen 7:11 In the six hundredth year of Noah’s life in the second month, the seventeenth day of the month, the same day were all the fountains of the great deep broken up, and the windows of the heavens were opened.


  Gen 8:2 the fountains also of the deep and the windows of the heavens were stopped, and the rain from heaven was restrained;


  Gen 16:7 And the angel of the LORD found her by a fountain of water in the wilderness, by the fountain in the way to Shur.


  Gen 24:13 Behold, I stand here by the fountain of water, and the daughters of the men of the city come out for water:


  Gen 24:16 And the damsel was very fair to look upon, a virgin, whom no man had known; and she went down to the fountain and filled her pitcher and and was coming back up.


  Gen 24:29 And Rebekah had a brother, and his name was Laban; and Laban ran out unto the man to the fountain.


  Gen 24:30 And it came to pass when he saw the pendant and the bracelets upon his sister’s hands, she said, Thus spoke the man unto me; then he came unto the man; and, behold, he stood by the camels at the fountain.


  Gen 24:42 And I came this day unto the fountain and said, O LORD, God of my master Abraham, if now thou dost prosper my way by which I go,


  Gen 24:43 behold, I stand by the fountain of water; let it come to pass, therefore, that the virgin who comes forth to draw water unto whom I say, Give me, I pray thee, a little water of thy pitcher to drink;


  Gen 24:45 And before I had finished speaking in my heart, behold, Rebekah came forth with her pitcher on her shoulder, and she went down unto the fountain and drew water, and I said unto her, Let me drink, I pray thee.


  Gen 49:22 Joseph is a fruitful bough, even a fruitful bough by a fountain, whose daughters run over the wall.


  Exd 15:27 And they came to Elim, where there were twelve fountains of water and seventy palm trees; and they encamped there by the waters.


  Lev 11:36 Nevertheless a fountain or cistern where water is collected shall be clean; but that which touches their carcase shall be unclean.


  Lev 20:18 And if a man shall lie with a woman having her menstruation and shall uncover her nakedness, he has discovered her fountain, and she has uncovered the fountain of her blood; both of them shall be cut off from among their people.


  Num 33:9 And they removed from Marah and came unto Elim, and in Elim were twelve fountains of water and seventy palm trees, and they pitched there.


  Dt 8:7 For the LORD thy God brings thee into a good land, a land of brooks, of waters, of fountains and depths that spring out of valleys and hills,


  Dt 33:28 Then Israel, the fountain of Jacob, shall dwell in safety alone in a land of grain and wine; also his heavens shall drop down dew.


  Jos 15:9 and this border comes around from the top of the mountain unto the fountain of the water of Nephtoah and goes out to the cities of mount Ephron; and the border goes around to Baalah, which is Kirjathjearim.


  Jos 18:16 and this border descends to the end of the mountain that is before the valley of the son of Hinnom, which is in the valley of the giants to the north, and descends then to the valley of Hinnom, to the side of the Jebusite towards the Negev and from there descends to the fountain of Rogel,


  Jdg 15:19 Then God broke a tooth that was in the jaw, and water came out there; and he drank, and recovered his spirit, and he lived. Therefore he called the name thereof Enhakkore {Heb. the fountain of he who called}, which is in Lehi unto this day.


  1Sam 29:1 Now the Philistines gathered together all their camps to Aphek, and the Israelites pitched camp by a fountain which is in Jezreel {Heb. God scatters}.


  1Kng 18:5 And Ahab said unto Obadiah, Go through the land to all the fountains of water and to all the brooks; peradventure we may find herbage to save the horses and mules alive that we not lose all the beasts.


  2Kng 3:19 And ye shall smite every fenced city and every choice city and shall fell every good tree and stop every fountain of water and mar every good piece of land with stones.


  2Kng 3:25 And they beat down the cities, and on every good piece of land each man cast his stone and filled it, and they stopped all the fountains of water and felled all the good trees until they left their stones only in Kirharaseth, for the slingers went about it and smote it.


  2Chr 32:3 he took counsel with his princes and his mighty men to stop the waters of the fountains which were outside the city, and they helped him.


  2Chr 32:4 So many people gathered together, and they stopped up all the fountains and the brook that ran through the midst of the land, saying, Why should the kings of Assyria come and find much water?


  Neh 2:13 And I went out by night by the gate of the valley, even before the fountain of the dragon and to the dung port and considered the walls of Jerusalem, which were broken down, and its gates were consumed with fire.


  Neh 2:14 Then I went on to the gate of the fountain and to the king’s pool, but there was no place for the beast that was under me to pass.


  Neh 3:15 Shallun, the son of Colhozeh, the prince of the region of Mizpah, restored the gate of the fountain; he built it, covered it, and set up its doors, its locks, and its bars, and the wall of the pool of Siloah of the king’s garden, unto the stairs that go down from the city of David.


  Neh 12:37 And at the fountain gate, which was over against them, they went up by the stairs of the city of David, at the going up of the wall, from the house of David unto the water gate eastward.


  Psa 36:9 For with thee is the fountain of life; in thy light shall we see light.


  Psa 74:15 Thou didst cleave the fountain and the river; thou didst dry up mighty rivers.


  Psa 114:8 who turned the rock into a reservoir of water, the flint into a fountain of waters.


  Prv 5:16 Let thy fountains be dispersed abroad, and rivers of thy waters in the streets.


  Prv 5:18 Thy fountain shall be blessed; and rejoice with the wife of thy youth.


  Prv 8:24 I was begotten before the depths, before the existence of the fountains of many waters.


  Prv 8:28 when he established the clouds above, when he strengthened the fountains of the deep,


  Prv 13:14 The law of the wise is a fountain of life, to depart from the snares of death.


  Prv 14:27 The fear of the LORD is a fountain of life, to depart from the snares of death.


  Prv 25:26 A righteous man falling down before the wicked is as a troubled fountain and a corrupt spring.


  Ecc 12:6 before the silver chain is broken, and the golden bowl is broken, and the pitcher is broken at the fountain, and the wheel is broken at the cistern;


  So 4:12 A closed garden is my sister, my spouse; a spring shut up, a fountain sealed.


  So 4:15 A fountain of gardens, a well of living waters, that flow from Lebanon.


  Isa 41:18 I will open rivers in high places and fountains in the midst of the plains; I will turn the wilderness into pools of water and the dry land into springs of water.


  Jer 2:13 For my people have committed two evils: they have forsaken me the fountain of living waters to hew them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water.


  Jer 6:7 As the waters never cease to flow from a fountain, so her wickedness never ceases to flow; injustice and robbery is heard in her; in my presence continually, sickness and wounds.


  Jer 9:1 Oh that my head were waters and my eyes a fountain of tears that I might weep day and night for the slain of the daughter of my people!


  Jer 17:13 O hope of Israel! LORD, all that forsake thee shall be ashamed; and those that depart from me shall be written in the dust because they have forsaken the LORD, the fountain of living waters.

  Jm 3:11 Does a fountain send forth at the same place both sweet and bitter water?

  Fox


  (9 Occurrences)


  Jdg 15:4 And Samson went and caught three hundred foxes, and took torches, and turning them tail to tail, he put a torch between every two tails.


  Neh 4:3 Now Tobiah, the Ammonite, was by him, and he said, Even that which they build, if a fox were to go up it, he would break down their stone wall.


  Psa 63:10 They shall be slain by the sword; they shall be a portion for foxes.


  So 2:15 Hunt the foxes for us, the little foxes, that spoil the vines; for our vines are in blossom.


  Lam 5:18 Because of the mountain of Zion, which is desolate, the foxes walk upon it.


  Ezk 13:4 O Israel, thy prophets are like the foxes in the deserts.


  Mt 8:20 And Jesus said unto him, The foxes have holes, and the birds of the heaven have nests, but the Son of man has nowhere to lay his head.


  Luk 9:58 And Jesus said unto him, Foxes have holes, and birds of the heaven have nests, but the Son of man has not where to lay his head.

  (30 Occurrences)


  Gen 1:22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth.


  Gen 1:28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it and have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the fowl of the air and over every beast that moves upon the earth.


  Gen 8:17 Bring forth with thee every animal that is with thee, of all flesh, both of fowl and of beasts and of every creeping thing that moves upon the earth, that they may breed abundantly in the earth, and be fruitful, and multiply upon the earth.


  Gen 9:1 And God blessed Noah and his sons and said unto them, Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth.


  Gen 9:7 And you, be ye fruitful and multiply; bring forth abundantly in the earth and multiply therein.


  Gen 17:20 And as for Ishmael, I have heard thee: Behold, I shall bless him and will make him fruitful and will multiply him exceedingly; he shall beget twelve princes, and I will make him a great nation.


  Gen 26:22 And he left there and opened another well; and for that one they did not strive and he called the name of it Rehoboth, and he said, For now the LORD has made room for us, and we shall be fruitful in the land.


  Gen 28:3 And may God Almighty bless thee and make thee fruitful and multiply thee that thou may be a congregation of peoples


  Gen 35:11 And God said unto him, I am God Almighty; be fruitful and multiply, a nation and a company of nations (Gentiles) shall come out of thee, and kings shall come out of thy loins;


  Gen 41:52 And the name of the second he called Ephraim, For God, said he, has caused me to be fruitful in the land of my affliction.


  Gen 48:4 and said unto me, Behold, I will make thee fruitful and multiply thee, and I will make of thee a multitude of peoples and will give this land to thy seed after thee for an everlasting possession.


  Gen 49:22 Joseph is a fruitful bough, even a fruitful bough by a fountain, whose daughters run over the wall.


  Exd 1:7 And the sons of Israel were fruitful and increased abundantly and multiplied and waxed exceeding mighty; and the land was filled with them.


  Lev 26:9 For I will return unto you and make you fruitful and multiply you and establish my covenant with you.


  Dt 32:14 butter of cows and milk of sheep, with fat of lambs and rams of the sons of Bashan (or fruitfulness) and goats with the fat of kidneys, of wheat; and thou didst drink the blood of the grape, pure wine.


  Psa 107:34 the fruitful land into salt flats, because of the wickedness of those that dwell therein.


  Psa 128:3 Thy wife shall be as a fruitful vine by the sides of thy house; thy children like olive plants round about thy table.


  Psa 148:9 mountains and all hills; fruitful trees and all cedars,


  Isa 10:18 and shall consume the glory of his forest and of his fruitful field, from the soul unto the flesh; and they shall come to be as a standard-bearer in defeat.

  Psa 19:1 The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament shows the work of his hands.


  Prv 25:2 It is the glory of God to conceal the word, but the honour of kings is to search out the word.


  Jhn 11:4 When Jesus heard that, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby.


  Jhn 11:40 Jesus said unto her, Did I not say unto thee that if thou wouldest believe thou shalt see the glory of God?


  Jhn 12:43 for they loved the glory of men more than the glory of God.


  Act 7:55 But he, being full of the Holy Spirit, looked up steadfastly into heaven and saw the glory of God and Jesus standing on the right hand of God


  Rom 3:23 for all have sinned and are made destitute of the glory of God,


  Rom 15:7 Therefore bear one another, as the Christ also bore us, to the glory of God.


  1Cor 10:31 Whether therefore ye eat or drink or whatever ye do, do everything for the glory of God.


  1Cor 11:7 For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, forasmuch as he is the image and glory of God; but the woman is the glory of the man.


  2Cor 1:20 For all the promises of God are yes in him, and in him Amen, by us for the glory of God.


  2Cor 4:15 For we suffer all these things for your sakes that the grace abounding through many may in the thanksgiving redound to the glory of God.


  Php 2:11 and that every tongue should confess that the Lord Jesus Christ is Lord in the glory of God the Father.


  Good Works


  (26 Occurrences)


  Mt 5:16 Let your light so shine before men that they may see your good works and glorify your Father who is in the heavens.


  Mt 26:10 But Jesus, understanding this, said unto them, Why trouble ye the woman? for she has wrought a good work upon me.


  Mrk 14:6 But Jesus said, Let her alone; why trouble ye her? She has wrought a good work on me.


  Jhn 10:32 Jesus answered them, Many good works have I showed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me?


  Jhn 10:33 The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we do not stone thee, but for blasphemy; and because thou, being a man, makest thyself God.


  Act 9:36 Now there was at Joppa a certain disciple named Tabitha, which by interpretation is called Dorcas; this woman was full of good works and alms-deeds {lit. acts of mercy} which she did.


  Rom 7:13 Was then that which is good made death unto me? No, in no wise. But sin, to show itself sin by that which is good, worked death in me, making sin exceedingly sinful by the commandment.


  2Cor 9:8 And God is able to make all grace abound in you that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:


  Eph 2:10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God has prepared that we should walk in them.


  Php 1:6 being confident of this very thing, that he who has begun a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Jesus Christ


  Col 1:10 that ye might walk worthy of the Lord, pleasing him in everything, being fruitful in every good work, and growing in the knowledge of God,


  1Ti 2:10 but with good works (as becomes women professing godliness).


  1Ti 5:10 having a good testimony of good works, if she has brought up well her children, if she has exercised hospitality, if she has washed the feet of the saints, if she has relieved the afflicted, if she has diligently followed every good work.


  1Ti 5:25 Likewise also the good works of some are manifest beforehand, and those that are otherwise cannot be hid.


  1Ti 6:18 but charge them to do good, that they be rich in good works, liberal to distribute, willing to communicate,


  2Ti 2:21 If a man, therefore, purges himself from these things, he shall be a vessel unto honour, sanctified, and profitable for the master’s use, and prepared unto every good work.


  2Ti 3:17 that the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.


  Tit 1:16 They profess that they know God, but in works they deny him, being abominable and rebellious and reprobate unto every good work.


  Tit 2:7 in all things showing thyself as an example of good works, in doctrine showing integrity, seriousness, purity,


  Tit 2:14 who gave himself for us that he might redeem us from all iniquity and purify unto himself a people of his own, zealous of good works.


  Tit 3:1 Admonish them to be subject to dominion and power, and to persuade those who have authority, that they be quick unto every good work.


  Tit 3:8 The Word is faithful, and I desire that thou affirm this constantly, that those who have believed God might be careful to conduct themselves in good works. This is good and profitable unto men.


  Tit 3:14 And let ours also learn to maintain good works for necessary uses, that they not be unfruitful.


  Heb 10:24 And let us consider one another to provoke unto charity and unto good works,


  Heb 13:21 make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory for the ages of the ages. Amen.


  1Pt 2:12 and have your honest conversation among the Gentiles, so that, in that which they murmur about you as of evildoers, having witnessed your good works, they may glorify God in the day of visitation.


  Gospel


  (111 Occurrences)


  Mt 4:23 And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues and preaching the gospel of the kingdom and healing every sickness and every bodily weakness among the people.


  Mt 9:35 And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues and preaching the gospel of the kingdom and healing every sickness and every weakness among the people.


  Mt 11:5 The blind receive their sight, and the lame walk; the lepers are cleansed, and the deaf hear; the dead are raised up, and the poor have the gospel preached to them.


  Mt 24:14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations, and then shall the end come.


  Mt 26:13 Verily I say unto you, Wherever this gospel shall be preached in the whole world, there shall also this, that this woman has done, be told for a memorial of her.


  Mrk 1:1 The beginning of the gospel of Jesus, the Christ, Son of God,


  Mrk 1:14 Now after John was put in prison, Jesus came into Galilee, preaching the Gospel of the Kingdom of God


  Mrk 1:15 and saying, The time is fulfiled, and the Kingdom of God is at hand; repent ye and believe the Gospel.


  Mrk 8:35 For whosoever will save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel’s, the same shall save it.


  Mrk 10:29 And answering him, Jesus said, Verily I say unto you, There is no one that has left house or brethren or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands for my sake and the gospel’s


  Mrk 13:10 And the gospel needs to be preached unto all the Gentiles first.


  Mrk 14:9 Verily I say unto you, Wherever this gospel shall be preached throughout the whole world, this also that she has done shall be spoken of for a memorial of her.


  Mrk 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature.


  Luk 1:19 And the angel answering said unto him, I am Gabriel, who stands in the presence of God, and am sent to speak unto thee and to show thee this gospel.


  Luk 2:10 But the angel said unto them, Fear not; for, behold, I bring you a gospel of great joy, which shall be to all the people.


  Luk 3:18 And exhorting many other things he announced the gospel unto the people.


  Luk 4:18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me because he has anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he has sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those that are broken,


  Luk 4:43 And he said unto them, I must announce the gospel of the kingdom of God to other cities also because for this am I sent.


  Luk 7:22 Then Jesus answering said unto them, Go and tell John the things ye have seen and heard: how the blind see, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, to the poor the gospel is preached;


  Luk 8:1 And it came to pass afterward that he went throughout every city and village, preaching and announcing the gospel of the kingdom of God, and the twelve with him,


  Luk 9:6 And they departed and went through the towns, preaching the gospel and healing every where.


  Luk 20:1 And it came to pass that on one of those days as he taught the people in the temple and preached the gospel, the princes of the priests and the scribes came upon him with the elders


  Act 5:42 And daily in the temple and in every house, they ceased not to teach and preach the gospel of Jesus the Christ.


  Act 8:4 But those that were scattered abroad went everywhere preaching the word of the gospel.


  Act 8:12 But when they believed Philip preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both men and women.


  Act 8:25 And they, when they had testified and preached the word of God, returned to Jerusalem and preached the gospel in many villages of the Samaritans.


  Act 8:35 Then Philip opened his mouth and began at the same scripture and preached unto him the gospel of Jesus.


  Act 8:40 But Philip was found at Azotus, and passing through, he preached the gospel in all the cities until he came to Caesarea.


  Act 10:36 The word which God sent unto the sons of Israel, preaching the gospel: peace by Jesus Christ (he is Lord of all),


  Act 11:20 And some of them were men of Cyprus and Cyrene, who, when they came into Antioch, spoke unto the Greeks, preaching the gospel of the Lord Jesus.


  Act 13:32 And we declare unto you the gospel of the promise which was made unto the fathers,


  Act 14:7 And there they preached the gospel.


  Act 14:21 And when they had preached the gospel to that city and had taught many, they returned again to Lystra and to Iconium and Antioch,


  Act 15:7 And when there had been much disputing, Peter rose up and said unto them, Men and brethren, ye know how that a good while ago God chose that the Gentiles by my mouth should hear the word of the gospel and believe.


  Act 15:35 Paul also and Barnabas continued in Antioch, teaching the word of the Lord and announcing the gospel, with many others also.


  Act 16:10 And after he had seen the vision, immediately we endeavoured to go into Macedonia, assuredly gathering that the Lord had called us to preach the gospel unto them.


  Act 20:24 But none of these things move me, neither do I count my life dear unto myself, only that I might finish my course with joy and the ministry, which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of God.


  Rom 1:1 Paul, slave of Jesus, the Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God


  Rom 1:9 For God is my witness, whom I serve in my spirit in the gospel of his Son, that without ceasing I always remember you in my prayers,


  Rom 1:15 So, as much as in me is, I am ready to announce the gospel to you that are at Rome also.


  Rom 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of the Christ; for it is the power of God to give saving health to every one that believes: to the Jew first and also to the Greek.


  Rom 2:16 in the day when God shall judge that which men have covered up, according to my gospel by Jesus, the Christ.


  Rom 10:15 And how shall they preach if they have not been sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of those that announce the gospel of peace, of those that announce the gospel of that which is good!


  Rom 10:16 But not everyone hearkens unto the gospel. For Isaiah says, Lord, who has believed our report?


  Rom 11:28 So that, as concerning the gospel, I have them for enemies for your sakes; but as touching the election of God, they are beloved for the fathers’ sakes.


  Rom 15:16 being the minister of Jesus Christ, to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God, that the offering of the Gentiles might be well pleasing, sanctified by the Holy Spirit.


  Rom 15:19 with power of signs and wonders, in virtue of the Spirit of God; so that from Jerusalem and round about unto Illyricum, I have filled the entire area with the gospel of the Christ.


  Rom 15:20 And in this manner I preached this gospel, not where Christ had been named previously, not to build upon a foundation belonging to another,


  Rom 15:29 For I know that when I come to you, I shall come in the fulness of the blessing of the gospel of the Christ.


  Rom 16:25 Now to him that is able to confirm you according to my gospel and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery which was concealed from times eternal


  1Cor 1:17 For Christ sent me not to baptize, but to preach the gospel, not with wisdom of words, lest the cross {Gr. stauros-stake} of Christ should be made void.


  1Cor 4:15 For though ye may have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet ye shall not have many fathers, for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.


  1Cor 9:12 If others are partakers of this authority over you, why not us? Nevertheless we have not used this authority, but suffer all things, lest we should hinder the gospel of Christ.


  1Cor 9:14 Even so the Lord has ordained that those who preach the gospel should live of the gospel.


  1Cor 9:16 For though I preach the gospel, I have no reason to glory, for it is an obligation laid upon me; for woe is me, if I do not preach the gospel!


  1Cor 9:17 For if I do this thing willingly, I have a reward; but if against my will, the stewardship of the gospel is committed unto me.


  1Cor 9:18 What reward, then, shall I have? That preaching the gospel, I may make the gospel of the Christ without charge, that I abuse not my authority in the gospel.


  1Cor 9:23 And this I do for the gospel’s sake, that I might be partaker together of it.


  1Cor 15:1 Moreover, brothers, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received and in which ye stand;


  2Cor 2:12 Having come to Troas for the gospel of the Christ, even though a door was opened unto me in the Lord,


  2Cor 4:3 But if our gospel is hid, it is hid to those that are lost,


  2Cor 4:4 In whom the god of this age has blinded the understanding of those who do not believe, that the light of the gospel of the glory of the Christ, who is the image of God, should not shine in them.


  2Cor 8:18 And we have sent with him the brother whose praise is in the gospel throughout all the congregations,


  2Cor 9:13 that by the experience of this ministration, they glorify God for the obedience of your consent unto the gospel of the Christ and in your liberal distribution unto them and unto everyone,


  2Cor 10:14 For we do not overextend ourselves by reaching unto you; for we are also come unto you with the gospel of the Christ,


  2Cor 10:16 to preach the gospel in the regions beyond you, without entering into the measure {Gr. rule} of another to glory in that which has already been made ready.


  2Cor 11:4 Therefore if anyone comes preaching another Jesus whom we have not preached or if ye receive another spirit from that which ye have received or another gospel from that which ye have accepted, ye bear well with it.


  2Cor 11:7 Have I committed an offence in humbling myself that ye might be exalted because I have preached to you the gospel of God freely?


  Gal 1:6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel,


  Gal 1:7 for there is not another; but there are some that trouble you and would pervert the gospel of the Christ.


  Gal 1:8 But even if we, or an angel from heaven, were to preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be anathema.


  Gal 1:9 As we said before, so do I say now again, If anyone preaches any other gospel unto you than what ye have received, let him be anathema.


  Gal 1:11 But I make known unto you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not according to man.


  Gal 2:2 But I went up by revelation and communicated unto them the gospel which I preach among the Gentiles, but privately to those who seemed to be of repute, to not run, or have run, in vain.


  Gal 2:5 Unto whom we did not submit even for one hour that the truth of the gospel might remain with you.


  Gal 2:7 But to the contrary, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was committed unto me, as the gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter


  Gal 2:14 But when I saw that they did not walk uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, dost live after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, why dost thou compel the Gentiles to live as do the Jews?


  Gal 4:13 Ye know how through weakness of the flesh I preached the gospel unto you at the first.


  Eph 1:13 In whom ye also trusted, hearing the word of truth, the gospel of your saving health; in whom also after ye believed, ye were sealed with that Holy Spirit of the promise,


  Eph 3:6 that the Gentiles should be fellow heirs and of the same body and partakers of his promise in the Christ by the gospel,


  Eph 6:15 and your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace,


  Eph 6:19 and for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth with confidence, to make known the mystery of the gospel,


  Php 1:5 for your fellowship in the gospel from the first day until now,


  Php 1:7 Even as it is right for me to think this of you all because I have you in my heart; inasmuch as both in my bonds and in the defense and confirmation of the gospel, ye all are joint partakers of my grace.


  Php 1:12 But I would ye should understand, brethren, that the things which happened unto me have fallen out rather unto the furtherance of the gospel,


  Php 1:17 but the others out of charity, knowing that I am placed here for the defense of the gospel.


  Php 1:27 Only let your conversation be as is worthy of the gospel of Christ, that whether I come and see you or else be absent, I may hear of your affairs, that ye stand fast in one spirit, unanimous, working together for the faith of the gospel,


  Php 2:22 But ye know the proof of him, that as a son with the father, he has served with me in the gospel.


  Php 4:3 And I intreat thee also, true yokefellow, help those women who laboured with me in the gospel, with Clement also and with my other fellowlabourers, whose names are in the book of life.


  Php 4:15 Now ye Philippians know also that in the beginning of the gospel when I departed from Macedonia, no congregation communicated with me as concerning giving and receiving, but ye only.


  Col 1:5 for the hope which is laid up for you in the heavens, of which ye have already heard by the word of the truth of the gospel,


  Col 1:23 if ye continue in the faith grounded and settled and are not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard and which is preached to every creature which is under heaven, of which I Paul am made a minister,


  1Th 1:5 For our gospel did not come unto you in word only, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit and in full assurance as ye know what manner of men we were among you for your sake.


  1Th 2:2 but having suffered before and having been shamefully treated, as ye know, at Philippi, we were bold in our God to announce unto you the gospel of God with much diligence.


  1Th 2:4 but because we have been approved of God that he might entrust us with the gospel, even so we speak, not as pleasing men, but God, who tries our hearts.


  1Th 2:8 loving you so much, that we were willing to give unto you, not only the gospel of God, but even our own souls, because ye are dear unto us.


  1Th 2:9 For ye remember, brethren, our labour and travail, for labouring night and day, not to be a burden unto any of you, we preached among you the gospel of God.


  1Th 3:2 and sent Timothy, our brother and minister of God and our fellowlabourer in the gospel of the Christ, to confirm you and to exhort you in your faith,


  2Th 1:8 with flaming fire, to take vengeance on those that do not know God and do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ,


  2Th 2:14 unto which he called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.


  1Ti 1:11 according to the gospel of the glory of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.


  2Ti 1:8 Therefore be not thou ashamed to give testimony of our Lord, nor of me his prisoner, but be thou partaker of the afflictions of the gospel by the power of God,


  2Ti 1:10 but is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus Christ, who has annulled death, and has brought life and incorruption to light through the gospel,


  2Ti 2:8 Remember that Jesus Christ of the seed of David was raised from the dead, according to my gospel,

  Gen 30:27 And Laban said unto him, Let me now find grace in thine eyes, I have learned by experience that the LORD has blessed me for thy sake.


  Gen 32:5 and I have oxen and asses, flocks, and men slaves, and women slaves; and I have sent to tell my lord, that I may find grace in thy sight.


  Gen 33:8 And he said, What meanest thou by all these droves which I met? And he said, To find grace in the sight of my lord.


  Gen 33:10 And Jacob said, No, I pray thee, if now I have found grace in thy sight, then receive my present from my hand, that for this I have seen thy face as though I had seen the face of God; and do me the pleasure.

  Exd 34:9 And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, O Lord, let my Lord, I pray thee, go among us, for this is a stiffnecked people, and forgive our iniquity and our sin and possess us.


  Num 11:11 And Moses said unto the LORD, Why hast thou afflicted thy slave and why have I not found grace in thy sight, that thou layest the burden of all these people upon me?

  Num 32:5 Therefore, they said, if we have found grace in thy sight, let this land be given unto thy slaves for a possession and do not make us pass the Jordan.


  Dt 33:16 and for the gifts of the earth and fulness thereof, and may the grace of him that dwelt in the bush come upon the head of Joseph and upon the top of the head of him that was separated from his brethren.


  Dt 33:23 And to Naphtali he said, Naphtali, filled with grace and full of the blessing of the LORD, shall inherit the west and the Negev.


  Jdg 6:17 And he said unto him, If now I have found grace in thy sight, then show me a sign that thou hast spoken with me.


  Rth 2:2 And Ruth, the Moabitess, said unto Naomi, Let me now go to the field and glean ears of grain after him in whose sight I shall find grace. And she said unto her, Go, my daughter.


  Rth 2:10 Then she fell on her face and bowed herself to the ground and said unto him, Why have I found grace in thine eyes that thou should acknowledge me, seeing I am a stranger?


  Rth 2:13 Then she said, Let me find grace in thy sight, my lord, for thou hast comforted me and hast spoken unto the heart of thy handmaid though I am not like unto one of thy handmaidens.


  1Sam 1:18 And she said, Let thy handmaid find grace in thy sight. So the woman went her way, and ate, and her countenance was no longer sad.

  1Sam 27:5 And David said unto Achish, If I have now found grace in thine eyes, let me be given a place in one of the cities of the land that I may dwell there, for why should thy slave dwell in the royal city with thee?


  2Sam 14:22 And Joab fell to the ground on his face and worshipped and blessed the king, and Joab said, Today thy slave knows that I have found grace in thy sight, my lord, O king, in that the king has fulfiled the word of his slave.


  2Sam 15:25 But the king said unto Zadok, Carry back the ark of God into the city; if I shall find grace in the eyes of the LORD, he will bring me again and show me both it and his tabernacle.


  2Sam 16:4 Then the king said to Ziba, Behold, thine are all that pertained unto Mephibosheth. And Ziba bowed down and said, Let me find grace in thy sight, my lord, O king.


  1Kng 11:19 And Hadad found great grace in the sight of Pharaoh so that he gave him to wife the sister of his own wife, the sister of Queen Tahpenes.


  Neh 1:11 O Lord, I beseech thee, let now thine ear be attentive to the prayer of thy slave and to the prayer of thy slaves who desire to fear thy name; and prosper, I pray thee, thy slave this day, and grant him grace before this man. For I was the king’s cupbearer.


  Est 2:15 Now when the turn of Esther, the daughter of Abihail, the uncle of Mordecai, who had taken her for his daughter, was come to go in unto the king, she required nothing but what Hegai, the king’s eunuch, the keeper of the women, appointed. And Esther obtained grace in the sight of all those that looked upon her.


  Est 2:17 And the king loved Esther above all the women, and she obtained grace and mercy in his sight more than did all the other virgins so that he set the crown of the kingdom upon her head and made her queen instead of Vashti.


  Est 5:2 And it was so, when the king saw Esther, the queen, standing in the court, that she had grace in his sight; and the king held out to Esther the golden sceptre that was in his hand. So Esther drew near and touched the top of the sceptre.


  Est 5:8 If I have found grace in the sight of the king and if it pleases the king to grant my petition and to perform my request, let the king and Haman come to the banquet that I shall prepare for them, and I will do tomorrow as the king has commanded.


  Est 7:3 Then Esther, the queen, answered and said, If I have found grace in thy sight, O king and if it pleases the king, let my life be given me at my petition and my people at my request.

  Prv 4:9 She shall give to thine head an increase of grace; a crown of glory shall she deliver to thee.


  Prv 13:15 Good understanding brings forth grace: but the way of transgressors is hard.


  Prv 22:1 A good reputation is rather to be chosen than great riches and good grace rather than silver and gold.


  Prv 22:11 He that loves pureness of heart, for the grace of his lips the king shall be his friend.


  Prv 31:30 Schin Grace is deceitful, and beauty is vain, but the woman that fears the LORD shall be praised.


  Ecc 9:11 I returned and saw under the sun that the race is not to the swift, nor the battle to the strong, neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to men of prudence, nor yet grace to men of eloquence; but time and chance happens to them all.


  Ecc 10:12 The words from the mouth of the wise man are grace, but the lips of the fool will swallow up himself.


  Isa 60:7 All the flocks of Kedar shall be gathered together unto thee, rams of Nebaioth shall be served unto thee: they shall be offered up with grace upon my altar, and I will glorify the house of my glory.


  Jer 31:2 Thus hath the LORD said, The people which were left of the sword found grace in the wilderness as I went to cause Israel to find rest.


  Dan 1:9 (And God brought Daniel into grace and mercy with the prince of the eunuchs.)


  Nah 3:4 because of the multitude of the whoredoms of the harlot of beautiful grace, the mistress of witchcrafts that sells the Gentiles into slavery through her whoredoms and peoples through her witchcrafts.


  Zec 4:7 Who art thou, O great mountain before Zerubbabel? Thou shalt be reduced to a plain; and he shall bring forth the headstone thereof with shoutings, crying, Grace, grace unto it.


  Zec 12:10 And I will pour upon the house of David and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and of prayer, and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn over him as one mourns for his only son, afflicting themselves over him as one afflicts himself over his firstborn.


  Luk 1:30 Then the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary, for thou hast found grace with God.


  Luk 2:40 And the child grew and was comforted of the Spirit, filled with wisdom and the grace of God was upon him.


  Luk 2:52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and in age and in grace with God and men.


  Luk 4:22 And all bore him witness and marvelled at the words of grace which proceeded out of his mouth. And they said, Is not this Joseph’s son?

  Jhn 1:17 For the law was given through Moses, but the grace and the truth of God came through Jesus, the Christ.


  Act 2:47 praising God and having grace with all the people. And the Lord added to the congregation daily such as should be saved.


  Act 4:33 And with great power the apostles gave witness of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and great grace was upon them all.

  Act 13:43 Now when the synagogue was dismissed, many of the Jews and religious proselytes followed Paul and Barnabas, who, speaking to them, persuaded them to remain in the grace of God.


  Act 14:3 With all this, they abode there a long time speaking with freedom in the Lord, who gave testimony unto the word of his grace and granted that signs and wonders be done by their hands.


  Act 14:26 and from there sailed to Antioch, where they had been recommended to the grace of God for the work which they fulfiled.


  Act 15:11 For we believe that through the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ we shall be saved, even as they.


  Act 15:40 and Paul chose Silas and departed, being recommended by the brethren unto the grace of God.


  Act 18:27 And when he was disposed to pass into Achaia, the exhorted brethren wrote the disciples to receive him, who, when he was come, was very helpful through grace unto those who had believed;


  Act 20:24 But none of these things move me, neither do I count my life dear unto myself, only that I might finish my course with joy and the ministry, which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of God.


  Act 20:32 And now, brethren, I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is powerful to build you up and to give you an inheritance among all those who are sanctified.


  Act 24:27 But after two years Felix received Porcius Festus as successor; and Felix, wanting to win the grace of the Jews, left Paul bound.


  Act 25:3 asking for grace against him, that he would send for him to Jerusalem, they placing an ambush in the way to kill him.


  Rom 1:5 By whom we have received the grace and the apostleship, to cause the faith to be obeyed among all the Gentiles in his name,


  Rom 1:7 to all that are in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints; ye have grace and peace of God our Father and of the Lord Jesus, the Christ.


  Rom 3:24 being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Jesus, the Christ,


  Rom 4:4 But unto him that works, the reward is not reckoned as grace, but as debt.


  Rom 4:16 Therefore by faith, that it might be by grace, to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed, not only to that which is of the law, but also to that which is of the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all,


  Rom 5:2 by whom we also have access by faith into this grace in which we stand and glory in hope of the glory of the sons of God.


  Rom 5:15 But not as the offense, so also is the gift. For if through the offense of that one many died, much more the grace of God and the gift by the grace of one man, Jesus the Christ, has abounded unto many.


  Rom 5:16 Nor was it in the same manner as by one sin, likewise also the gift; for the judgment truly came of one sin unto condemnation, but grace came of many offenses unto justification.


  Rom 5:17 For if by one offense, death reigned because of one man; much more those who receive the abundance of grace and of gifts and of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus the Christ.


  Rom 5:18 Therefore, in the same manner that by the iniquity of one guilt came upon all men unto condemnation, even so by the righteousness of one, grace came upon all men unto justification of life.


  Rom 5:20 Moreover the law entered that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound,


  Rom 5:21 so that in the same manner as sin has reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus, the Christ, our Lord.


  Rom 6:1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin that grace may abound?


  Rom 6:14 So that sin shall have no dominion over you; for ye are not under the law, but under grace.


  Rom 6:15 What then? shall we sin because we are not under the law, but under grace? No, in no wise.


  Rom 6:23 For the wages of sin is death, but the grace of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.


  Rom 7:25 The grace of God, by Jesus, the Christ, our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God, but with the flesh the law of sin.


  Rom 11:6 And if by grace, then is it not by works; otherwise, the grace is no longer grace. But if it is of works, then it is no longer grace; otherwise, the work is no longer work.


  Rom 12:3 Therefore I say through the grace given unto me, to all those that are among you not to obtain more knowledge than is prudent to know, but to obtain knowledge with temperance, each one according to the measure of faith that God has dealt.


  Rom 12:6 So that having different gifts according to the grace that is given to us, whether prophecy, according to the measure of faith;


  Rom 15:15 Nevertheless I have written, brethren, in part boldly, as admonishing you by the grace that is given to me of God,


  Rom 16:20 And let the God of peace bruise Satan under your feet quickly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.


  Rom 16:24 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, be with you all. Amen.


  1Cor 1:3 Grace be unto you and peace from God our Father and from the Lord Jesus Christ.


  1Cor 1:4 I thank my God always on your behalf for the grace of God which is given you in Christ Jesus,


  1Cor 3:10 According to the grace of God which is given unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and another builds upon it. But let each one see how the building is built.


  1Cor 10:30 For if I by grace am a partaker, why am I evil spoken of for that for which I give thanks?


  1Cor 15:10 But by the grace of God I am what I am; and his grace towards me was not in vain, for I laboured more abundantly than they all, yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me.


  1Cor 16:23 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.


  2Cor 1:2 Grace be to you and peace from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.


  2Cor 1:12 For our rejoicing is this, the testimony of our conscience, that in simplicity and godly sincerity, not with carnal wisdom, but by the grace of God, we have had our conversation in the world and more abundantly towards you.


  2Cor 1:15 And in this confidence I was minded to come unto you before that ye might have a second grace


  2Cor 4:15 For we suffer all these things for your sakes that the grace abounding through many may in the thanksgiving redound to the glory of God.


  2Cor 6:1 We then, as workers together with him, exhort you also that ye have not received the grace of God in vain.


  2Cor 8:1 Likewise, brethren, we make known unto you the grace of God bestowed on the congregations of Macedonia,


  2Cor 8:4 praying us with much intreaty that we would receive the grace and take upon us the fellowship of the ministry to the saints.


  2Cor 8:6 Insomuch that we exhorted Titus, that as he had begun, so he would also complete the same grace among you.


  2Cor 8:7 Therefore, as ye abound in every thing, in faith and in word and in knowledge and in all diligence and in your love to us, see that ye abound in this grace also.


  2Cor 8:9 For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor that ye through his poverty might be enriched.


  2Cor 8:19 and not that only, but who was also ordained by the congregations to travel with us with this grace, which is administered by us to the glory of the same Lord and declaration of your ready desire,


  2Cor 9:8 And God is able to make all grace abound in you that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:


  2Cor 9:14 and in their prayer for you, for they love you because of the eminent grace of God in you.


  2Cor 12:9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee; for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly, therefore, I will rather glory in my weaknesses that the power of Christ may dwell in me.


  2Cor 13:14 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the charity of God and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. Amen.


  Gal 1:3 Grace be unto you and peace from God the Father and from our Lord Jesus Christ,


  Gal 1:6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel,


  Gal 1:15 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and called me by his grace,


  Gal 2:9 and when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hand of fellowship that we should go unto the Gentiles, and they unto the circumcision.


  Gal 2:21 I do not reject the grace of God, for if righteousness comes by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.


  Gal 5:4 Ye are empty of the Christ, whosoever of you that justify yourselves by the law; ye are fallen from grace.


  Gal 6:18 Brethren, the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit. Amen.


  Eph 1:2 Grace be to you and peace from God our Father and from the Lord Jesus Christ.


  Eph 1:6 to the praise of the glory of his grace, in which he has made us accepted in the beloved;


  Eph 1:7 in whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins according to the riches of his grace,


  Eph 2:5 even as we were dead in sins, he has made us alive together with the Christ (by whose grace ye are saved)

  Gen 30:14 And Reuben went in the days of wheat harvest and found mandrakes in the field and brought them unto his mother Leah. Then Rachel said to Leah, Give me, I pray thee, of thy son’s mandrakes.


  Gen 45:6 For these two years the famine has been in the land, and yet there are five years in which there shall neither be plowing nor harvest.


  Exd 23:16 And the feast of the harvest of the firstfruits of thy labours, which thou hast sown in the field, and the feast of ingathering, which is in the end of the year, when thou hast gathered in thy labours out of the field.


  Exd 34:21 Six days thou shalt work, but on the seventh day thou shalt cease; in ploughing time and in harvest thou shalt cease.


  Lev 19:9 And when ye reap the harvest of your land, thou shalt not completely reap the corners of thy field, neither shalt thou gather the gleanings of thy harvest.


  Lev 23:10 Speak unto the sons of Israel and say unto them, When ye have entered into the land which I give unto you and shall reap the harvest thereof, then ye shall bring a sheaf of the firstfruits of your harvest unto the priest;

  Rth 1:22 So Naomi returned, and Ruth the Moabitess, her daughter-in-law, with her, who returned out of the fields of Moab, and they came to Bethlehem in the beginning of barley harvest.


  Rth 2:21 And Ruth, the Moabitess, said, He also said unto me, Thou shalt cleave to my servants until they have finished all my harvest.


  Rth 2:23 So she kept close by the maidens of Boaz to glean unto the end of barley harvest and of wheat harvest and dwelt with her mother-in-law.


  1Sam 6:13 And those of Bethshemesh were reaping their wheat harvest in the valley, and they lifted up their eyes and saw the ark and rejoiced to see it.


  1Sam 8:12 And he will appoint captains over thousands and captains over fifties and will set them to plough his ground and to reap his harvest and to make his weapons of war and the munitions of his chariots.


  1Sam 12:17 Is it not wheat harvest to day? I will call unto the LORD, and he shall send thunder and rain that ye may perceive and see that your wickedness is great which ye have done in the sight of the LORD in asking for a king over you.

  Job 5:5 The hungry shall eat up his harvest, and even take it out from among the thorns, and the thirsty shall drink up their substance.


  Prv 6:8 provides her food in the summer and gathers her food in the harvest.


  Prv 10:5 He that gathers in summer is a wise son, but he that sleeps in harvest is a son that causes shame.


  Prv 20:4 The sluggard will not plow by reason of the cold; therefore he shall beg in harvest and have nothing.


  Prv 25:13 As the cold of snow in the time of harvest, so is a faithful messenger to those that send him, for he refreshes the soul of his master.


  Prv 26:1 As snow in summer and as rain in harvest, so honour is not suited for a fool.

  Job 28:22 Hell and death say, We have heard its fame with our ears.


  Job 31:12 For it is a fire that consumes unto hell and would root out all my increase.


  Psa 88:11 Shall thy mercy be declared in the grave? or thy truth in hell?


  Prv 15:11 Sheol and hell are before the LORD; how much more then the hearts of men?


  Prv 27:20 Sheol and hell are never full; so the eyes of man are never satisfied.


  Mt 5:22 but I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother out of control shall be in danger of the judgment, and whosoever shall insult his brother shall be in danger of the council, but whosoever shall say, Thou art impious, shall be in danger of hell.


  Mt 5:29 Therefore if thy right eye should bring thee occasion to stumble, pluck it out and cast it from thee; for it is better for thee that one of thy members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast into hell.

  Num 24:11 Therefore, now flee thou to thy place; I said that I would honour thee; but, behold, the LORD has deprived thee of honour.


  Dt 5:16 Honour thy father and thy mother, as the LORD thy God has commanded thee; that thy days may be prolonged and that it may go well with thee, in the land which the LORD thy God gives thee.


  Jdg 4:9 And she said, I will surely go with thee, but thy honour shall not be in the way that thou goest; for the LORD shall sell Sisera into the hand of a woman. And Deborah arose and went with Barak to Kedesh.


  Jdg 13:17 And Manoah said unto the angel of the LORD, What is thy name that when thy words come to pass we may honour thee?

  Prv 3:9 Honour the LORD with thy substance and with the firstfruits of all thine increase:


  Prv 3:16 Length of days is in her right hand and in her left hand riches and honour.


  Prv 4:8 Grow in wisdom, and she shall promote thee; she shall bring thee to honour when thou hast embraced her.


  Prv 5:9 lest thou give thine honour unto others and thy years unto the cruel,


  Prv 8:18 Riches and honour are with me, yea, durable riches and righteousness.


  Prv 11:16 The gracious woman retains honour, and strong men retain riches.


  Prv 15:33 The fear of the LORD is the instruction of wisdom, and before honour is humility.


  Prv 17:6 Children’s children are the crown of old men, and the honour of the children are their fathers.


  Prv 18:12 Before being broken, the heart of man is haughty, and before coming into honour, comes being brought to humility.


  Prv 20:3 It is an honour for a man to cease from strife, but every fool will be meddling.

  Ezk 22:25 There is a conspiracy of her prophets in the midst thereof, like a roaring lion ravening the prey; they have devoured souls; they have taken treasures and honour; they have made her many widows in the midst thereof.


  Dan 2:6 But if ye show the dream and its interpretation, ye shall receive of me gifts and rewards and great honour: therefore show me the dream, and its interpretation.


  Dan 3:14 Nebuchadnezzar spoke and said unto them, Is it true, O Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, that ye do not honour my gods, nor worship the statue of gold which I have set up?


  Dan 3:18 But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that we will not worship thy god, nor honour the statue which thou hast raised up.


  Dan 11:21 And a vile person shall succeed in his place, to whom they shall not give the honour of the Kingdom: nevertheless he shall come in with peace and obtain the kingdom by flatteries.


  Dan 11:38 But in his place shall he honour the god of fortresses {Ala Mahozim}, a god whom his fathers did not know; he shall honour it with gold and silver and precious stones and with things of great price.


  Hos 4:7 According to their greatness, so did they sin against me; therefore I will change their honour into shame.


  Nah 2:9 Take the spoil of silver, take the spoil of gold, for there is no end of the riches; honour, more than all the desirable furniture.


  Hab 2:16 Thou hast filled thyself with dishonour instead of honour; drink thou also, and thy foreskin shall be uncovered; the cup of the LORD’S right hand shall be turned unto thee, and shameful vomit shall fall upon thy glory.


  Zec 10:3 My anger is kindled against the pastors, and I will visit the he goats, for the LORD of the hosts shall visit his flock, the house of Judah, and shall make them as his horse of honour in the battle.


  Mal 1:6 The son honours his father and the slave his master; if then I am a father, where is my honour? and if I am a master, where is my fear? said the LORD of the hosts unto you, O priests, that despise my name. And ye say, In what have we despised thy name?


  Mt 13:57 And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour except in his own country and in his own house.


  Mt 15:4 For God commanded, saying, Honour thy father and mother, and, He that curses father or mother, let him die without recourse.


  Mt 15:6 and now has no need to honour his father or his mother with succour. Thus ye have made the commandment of God of no effect by your tradition.


  Mt 19:19 Honour thy father and thy mother, and, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.


  Mrk 7:7 Howbeit in vain do they honour me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.


  Mrk 7:10 For Moses said, Honour thy father and thy mother, and, Whosoever curses father or mother shall most definitely die.


  Mrk 10:19 Thou knowest the commandments: Do not commit adultery, Do not murder, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy father and mother.


  Luk 18:20 Thou knowest the commandments, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not murder, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Honour thy father and thy mother.


  Jhn 4:44 For Jesus himself testified that a prophet has no honour in his own country.


  Jhn 5:23 that everyone should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that does not honour the Son does not honour the Father who has sent him.


  Jhn 8:49 Jesus answered, I do not have a demon; but I honour my Father, and ye do dishonour me.


  Jhn 12:26 If anyone serves me, let them follow me; and where I am, there shall my servant be also; the one that serves me, will my Father honour.


  Act 18:13 saying, This fellow persuades men to honour God contrary to the law.


  Rom 2:7 to those who persevered in well doing, glory and honour and incorruption, to those who seek eternal life;


  Rom 2:10 but glory, honour, and peace to everyone that works good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.


  Rom 9:21 Has not the potter power over the clay, of the same lump to make one vessel unto honour and another unto dishonour?


  Rom 12:10 loving one another with brotherly love, with honour preferring one another;


  Rom 13:7 Render therefore to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour.


  1Cor 12:23 and those members of the body which we think to be more vile, these we dress with more abundant honour; and those in us who are more indecent have more honesty.


  1Cor 12:24 For those in us who are more honest need nothing, but God has ordered the body together, having given more abundant honour to that one which lacked,


  2Cor 6:8 through honour and dishonour, through evil report and good report; as deceivers, and yet as men of the truth;


  Eph 6:2 Honour thy father and mother (which is the first commandment with a promise),


  1Ti 1:17 Therefore unto the King forever, immortal, invisible, the only wise God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.


  1Ti 5:3 Honour widows that are widows indeed.


  1Ti 5:17 Let the elders that govern well be counted worthy of double honour, especially those who labour in the word and doctrine.


  1Ti 6:1 Let all that are under the yoke of slavery count their own masters worthy of all honour, that the name of God and his doctrine not be blasphemed.


  1Ti 6:16 the only one who has immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto, whom no man has seen nor can see, to whom be honour and power everlasting. Amen.

  1Chr 29:15 For we are strangers before thee, and sojourners, as were all our fathers; our days on the earth are as a shadow, and there is no other hope.


  Ezr 10:2 Then Shechaniah, the son of Jehiel, one of the sons of Elam, answered and said unto Ezra, We have rebelled against our God and have taken strange women of the peoples of the land, but there is yet hope for Israel concerning this thing.


  Job 4:6 Is not this thy fear, thy confidence, thy hope, and the integrity of thy ways?


  Job 5:16 Who is the hope of the poor, and iniquity closes her mouth.


  Job 6:11 What is my strength that I should hope? What is my end that I should prolong my life?

  Psa 142:5 I cried unto thee, O LORD; I said, Thou art my hope and my portion in the land of the living.

  Rom 15:13 And believing, the God of hope fills you with all joy and peace that ye may abound in hope by the virtue of the Holy Spirit.


  1Cor 9:10 Or does he say it altogether for our sakes? For our sakes, no doubt, this is written: that he that plows should plow in hope, and that he that threshes in hope should be partaker of his hope.

  Exd 15:13 Thou in thy mercy hast led forth the people which thou hast redeemed; thou hast guided them in thy strength unto the habitation of thy holiness.


  Exd 28:36 Thou shalt also make an open flower of pure gold and engrave upon it the engravings of a seal, HOLINESS UNTO THE LORD.


  Exd 29:6 and thou shalt put the mitre upon his head and put the crown of holiness upon the mitre.


  Exd 29:33 And they shall eat those things with which they were reconciled, to fill their hands to be sanctified; but a stranger shall not eat thereof because they are holiness.


  Exd 29:34 And if any of the flesh of the consecrations or of the bread remains unto the morning, then thou shalt burn the remainder with fire; it shall not be eaten, because it is holiness.

  Jubilee


  (26 Occurrences)


  Exd 19:13 Not a hand shall touch it, but that he shall surely be stoned or shot through; whether it be beast or man, it shall not live. When the jubilee sounds long, they shall come up to the mount.


  Lev 25:10 And ye shall sanctify the fiftieth year and proclaim liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof; it shall be a jubilee unto you; and ye shall return every one unto his possession, and ye shall return each one unto his family.


  Lev 25:11 A jubilee shall that fiftieth year be unto you; ye shall not sow nor reap that which grows of itself in it nor fence in thy consecrated vine.


  Lev 25:12 For it is the jubilee; it shall be holy unto you; ye shall eat the fruit of the land.


  Lev 25:13 In this year of jubilee ye shall return each one unto his possession.


  Lev 25:15 According to the number of years after the jubilee thou shalt buy of thy neighbour, and according unto the number of years of the fruits he shall sell unto thee.


  Lev 25:28 But if he is not able to stretch forth his hand and find enough to return unto it, then that which is sold shall remain in the hand of the one that has bought it until the year of jubilee; and in the jubilee the land shall go out free, and he shall return unto his possession.


  Lev 25:30 And if it is not redeemed within the space of a full year, then the house that is in the walled city shall be established for ever to the one that bought it for his descendants; it shall not go out in the jubilee.


  Lev 25:31 But the houses of the villages which have no wall round about them shall be counted as the fields of the country; they may be redeemed, and they shall go out in the jubilee.


  Lev 25:33 And if a man makes a purchase from the Levites, then the house that was sold and the city of his possession, shall go out in the year of jubilee; for the houses of the cities of the Levites are their possession among the sons of Israel.


  Lev 25:40 As a hired servant and as a sojourner, he shall be with thee and shall serve thee unto the year of jubilee.


  Lev 25:50 And he shall reckon with him that bought him from the year that he was sold to him unto the year of jubilee; and the price of his sale shall be according to the number of years, according to the time of a hired servant shall it be with him.


  Lev 25:52 And if there remain but few years unto the year of jubilee, then he shall count with him, and according unto his years shall he give him again the price of his redemption.


  Lev 25:54 And if he is not redeemed in these years, then he shall go out in the year of jubilee, both he and his children with him.


  Lev 27:17 If he sanctifies his field from the year of jubilee, according to thy estimation it shall stand.


  Lev 27:18 But if he sanctifies his field after the jubilee, then the priest shall reckon unto him the money according to the years that remain until the year of the jubilee, and it shall be abated from thy estimation.


  Lev 27:21 but the field, when it goes out in the jubilee, shall be holy unto the LORD, as a field of anathema; the possession thereof shall be the priest’s.


  Lev 27:23 then the priest shall reckon unto him the worth of thy estimation until the year of the jubilee; and that day he shall give thy assigned price, as a holy thing unto the LORD.


  Lev 27:24 In the year of the jubilee the field shall return unto the one of whom it was bought, unto whom the inheritance of the land did belong.


  Num 36:4 And when the jubilee of the sons of Israel shall come, then shall their inheritance be put unto the inheritance of the tribe unto which they are received; so shall their inheritance be taken away from the inheritance of the tribe of our fathers.


  Jos 6:4 And seven priests shall bear before the ark seven shofarot {or rams horns} of jubilee; and the seventh day ye shall go around the city seven times, and the priests shall blow with the shofarot.


  Jos 6:5 And when they make a long sound of jubilee with the horn so that ye hear the voice of the shofar, all the people shall shout with a great shout; and the wall of the city shall fall down flat; then the people shall ascend up each man straight before him.


  Jos 6:6 And Joshua the son of Nun called the priests and said unto them, Take up the ark of the covenant and let seven priests bear seven shofarot of jubilee before the ark of the LORD.


  Jos 6:8 And when Joshua had spoken unto the people, the seven priests bearing the seven shofarot of jubilee passed on before the LORD and blew with the shofarot; and the ark of the covenant of the LORD followed them.


  Jos 6:13 And the seven priests bearing the seven shofarot of jubilee before the ark of the LORD walked continually, and blew with the shofarot; and the armed men went before them; but the congregation came after the ark of the LORD, the priests going on and blowing with the shofarot.


  Psa 5:11 And all those that put their trust in thee shall rejoice: they shall ever be in jubilee, for thou shalt cover them; and all that love thy name shall be joyful in thee.


  Lake of Fire


  (5 Occurrences)


  Rev 19:20 And the beast was taken and with it the false prophet that wrought miracles in its presence, with which he had deceived those that had taken the mark of the beast and had worshipped its image. These two were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with brimstone.


  Rev 20:10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and they shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.


  Rev 20:14 And Hades and death were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.

  Dt 4:10 The day that thou didst stand before the LORD thy God in Horeb, when the LORD said unto me, Gather the people together unto me, and I will make them hear my words that they may learn to fear me all the days that they shall live upon the earth and that they may teach their sons.


  Dt 5:1 And Moses called all Israel and said unto them, Hear, O Israel, the statutes and rights which I speak in your ears this day, that ye may learn them and keep them, to do them.

  Dt 31:13 and that their children, who have not known any thing, may hear and learn to fear the LORD your God all the days that ye live in the land unto which ye are to pass the Jordan to inherit it.


  Psa 90:12 Cause us to learn this that we might number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.

  Psa 77:17 The clouds poured out floods of waters; the heavens thundered; thy bolts of lightning also went forth.


  Psa 77:18 The voice of thy thunder was all around; the lightnings lightened the world; the earth trembled and shook.


  Psa 97:4 His lightnings enlightened the world; the earth saw and trembled.


  Psa 135:7 He who causes the clouds to ascend from the ends of the earth, made the lightnings in the rain; he who brings the winds out of his treasuries.


  Psa 144:6 Cast forth lightning and scatter them; shoot out thine arrows and destroy them.


  Jer 10:13 at his voice, there is given a multitude of waters in the heavens, and he causes the clouds to ascend from the ends of the earth; he makes the lightnings with the rain and brings forth the wind out of his treasures.

  Exd 25:4 and blue and purple and scarlet and fine linen and goats’ hair


  Exd 26:1 Moreover thou shalt make the tabernacle with ten curtains of fine twined linen and blue and purple and scarlet; with cherubim of cunning work shalt thou make them.


  Exd 26:31 And thou shalt also make a veil of blue, purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen of cunning work; with cherubim shall it be made;


  Exd 26:36 And thou shalt make a hanging for the door of the tabernacle of blue, purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen wrought with needlework.


  Exd 27:9 In the same manner thou shalt make the court of the tabernacle; to the side of the Negev to the south there shall be hangings for the court of fine twined linen of one hundred cubits long for each side;

  Prv 14:9 Fools speak sin unto themselves, but among the righteous there is love.


  Prv 14:20 The poor is hated even of his own neighbour, but many are those who love the rich.


  Prv 15:12 The scorner does not love the one that reproves him, neither will he go unto the wise.


  Prv 15:17 Better is a dinner of vegetables where love is than a fatted calf and hatred therewith.


  Prv 16:13 Righteous lips are the delight of kings, and they love him that speaks that which is right.


  Prv 17:9 He that covers a transgression seeks love, but he that repeats a matter separates very friends.


  Prv 18:21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those that love it shall eat its fruit.


  Prv 20:13 Do not love sleep lest thou come to poverty; open thine eyes, and thou shalt be satisfied with bread.


  Prv 27:5 Open rebuke is better than secret love.


  Ecc 3:8 a time to love, and a time to hate; a time of war, and a time of peace.


  Ecc 9:1 Certainly I applied my heart unto all of this that I might declare all of this: that the righteous and the wise and their works are in the hand of God; no man knows either love or hatred by all that passes before them.


  Ecc 9:6 Even their love and their hatred and their envy is now perished; neither have they any more a portion in the age in any thing that is done under the sun.


  Ecc 9:9 Live joyfully with the wife whom thou dost love all the days which thou art to live in this lake of vanity, which are given unto thee; all the days of thy vanity under the sun: for that is thy portion in this life, and in thy labour in which thou dost work under the sun.

  So 1:15 Behold, thou art fair, my love; behold, thou art fair; thou hast doves’ eyes.


  So 2:2 As the lily among thorns, so is my love among the virgins.


  So 2:4 He brought me to the wine chamber and placed his banner of love over me.


  So 2:5 Sustain me with flagons of wine, strengthen me with apples; for I am sick with love.


  So 2:7 I charge you, O ye virgins of Jerusalem, by the roes and by the hinds of the field that ye not awake nor stir up love, until he pleases.


  So 2:10 My beloved spoke and said unto me, Rise up, my love, my fair one, and come away.


  So 2:13 the fig tree has put forth her green figs, and the vines in blossom have given forth their fragrance. Arise, my love, my fair one, and come away.


  So 3:5 I charge you, O ye virgins of Jerusalem, by the roes and by the hinds of the field, that ye not awake nor stir up love, until he pleases.


  So 3:10 He made its pillars of silver, the bottom of it of gold, the covering of it of purple, its interior being paved with love, for the virgins of Jerusalem.


  So 4:1 Behold, thou art fair, my love; behold, thou art fair; thou hast doves’ eyes within thy locks; thy hair is as a flock of goats that appear from mount Gilead.


  So 4:7 Thou art all fair, my love; there is no spot in thee.


  So 4:10 How fair is thy love, my sister, my spouse! how much better is thy love than wine! and the smell of thine ointments than all spices!


  So 5:2 I sleep, but my heart watches for the voice of my beloved that knocks at the door, Open to me, my sister, my love, my dove, my perfect one: for my head is filled with dew, and my locks with the drops of the night.


  So 5:8 I charge you, O virgins of Jerusalem, if ye should find my beloved that ye cause him to know how sick I am with love.


  So 6:4 Thou art beautiful, O my love, as Tirzah, as desirable as Jerusalem, imposing as the standard-bearer of the army.


  So 7:6 How fair and how pleasant art thou, O love, for delights!


  So 8:4 I charge you, O daughters of Jerusalem, that ye not awake nor stir up love until he pleases.


  So 8:6 Set me as a seal upon thine heart as a sign upon thine arm; for love is strong as death; jealousy is hard as Sheol; the coals thereof are coals of fire, which have a most vehement flame.


  So 8:7 The many waters cannot quench love, neither can the rivers drown it; if a man would give all the substance of his house for this love, it would certainly be despised.


  Isa 56:6 Also the sons of the stranger, that join themselves to the LORD, to serve him, and that love the name of the LORD, to be his slaves, every one that keeps from polluting the sabbath, and takes hold of my covenant;


  Isa 56:10 His watchmen are blind: they are all ignorant; they are all dumb dogs; they cannot bark; sleeping, lying down, they love to slumber.


  Isa 57:8 Behind the doors also and the posts thou hast set up thy remembrance: for thou hast discovered thyself to another than me, and art gone up; thou hast enlarged thy bed and made thee a covenant with them; thou didst love their bed wherever thou didst see it.


  Isa 61:8 For I the LORD love that which is right, I hate robbery for burnt offering; and I will confirm your work in truth, and I will make an everlasting covenant with them.


  Isa 63:9 In all their affliction he was afflicted, and the Angel of his face saved them: with his love and with his clemency he redeemed them; and he bore them and carried them all the days of the age.


  Isa 66:10 Rejoice ye with Jerusalem, and be glad with her, all ye that love her: be filled with joy with her, all ye that mourn for her:


  Jer 2:2 Go and cry out in the ears of Jerusalem, saying, Thus saith the LORD: I remember thee, the mercy of thy youth, the love of thine espousals, when thou didst go after me in the wilderness, in a land that was not sown.


  Jer 2:33 Why dost thou trim thy way to seek love? therefore thou hast also taught the wicked ones thy ways.


  Jer 5:31 The prophets prophesied falsely, and the priests bore rule by their hands; and my people love to have it so. What will ye do in the end thereof?


  Jer 20:4 For thus hath the LORD said, Behold, I will make thee a terror to thyself and to all those that love thee well; and they shall fall by the sword of their enemies, and thine eyes shall behold it; and I will give all Judah into the hand of the king of Babylon and he shall carry them captive into Babylon, and shall smite them with the sword.


  Jer 20:6 And thou, Pashur, and all that dwell in thine house shall go into captivity; and thou shalt come to Babylon, and there thou shalt die and shalt be buried there, thou and all those who love thee well, unto whom thou hast prophesied with lies.


  Jer 31:3 The LORD has appeared of old unto me, saying, I have loved thee with an eternal love: therefore, I have put up with thee with mercy.


  Ezk 16:8 And I passed by thee and looked upon thee; behold, thy time was the time of love; and I spread my mantle over thee and covered thy shame; and I gave thee an oath and entered into a covenant with thee, said the Lord GOD, and thou becamest mine;


  Ezk 23:5 And Aholah played the harlot when she was mine; and she fell in love with her lovers, the Assyrians her neighbours,


  Ezk 23:7 Thus she committed her whoredoms with them, with all those that were the chosen men of Assyria, and with all whom she fell in love; with all their idols she defiled herself.


  Ezk 23:9 Therefore I have delivered her into the hand of her lovers, into the hand of the Assyrians, of whom she fell in love.


  Ezk 23:11 And when her sister Aholibah saw this, she was more corrupt in her inordinate love than she, and in her whoredoms more than her sister in her whoredoms.


  Ezk 23:12 She fell in love with the Assyrians her neighbours, captains and rulers clothed to perfection, horsemen riding upon horses, all of them desirable young men.


  Ezk 23:16 she fell in love with them as soon as she saw them with her eyes and sent messengers unto them into Chaldea.


  Ezk 23:17 And the Babylonians came to her into the bed of love, and they defiled her with their whoredom and she was polluted with them, and her soul was disjointed from them.


  Ezk 23:40 And furthermore, that ye have sent for men to come from far, unto whom a messenger was sent; and, behold, they came for the love of whom thou didst wash thyself, paint thy eyes, and deck thyself with ornaments,


  Ezk 33:32 And, behold, thou art unto them as a singer of love songs, one that has a good voice and can sing well: and they shall hear thy words, but they will not do them.


  Dan 9:4 and I prayed unto the LORD my God and made my confession and said, Now O Lord, thou great God who is worthy to be feared, who keeps the covenant and the mercy with those that love thee and keep thy commandments;


  Dan 11:37 Neither shall he care for the God of his fathers, nor the love of women, nor care for any god, for he shall magnify himself above all.


  Hos 3:1 Then the LORD said unto me again, Go, love a woman beloved of her friend, yet an adulteress, according to the love of the LORD toward the sons of Israel, who look to other gods and love flagons of wine.


  Hos 4:18 Their drink has become corrupted; they have committed whoredom continually; her princes love gifts, shamefully.


  Hos 9:15 All their wickedness was in Gilgal, for there I took a dislike to them; for the wickedness of their doings I will drive them out of my house, I will never love them again: all their princes are disloyal.


  Hos 11:4 I drew them with human cords, with bands of love, and I was to them as those that raise the yoke from upon their cheeks, and I fed them.


  Hos 14:4 I will heal their rebellion; I will love them freely; for my anger is turned away from them.


  Am 5:15 Hate the evil and love the good, and establish judgment in the gate; it may be that the LORD God of the hosts will be gracious unto the remnant of Joseph.


  Mic 3:2 Who hate the good, and love the evil, who steal their skin from off them, and their flesh from off their bones;


  Mic 6:8 He has declared unto thee, O man, what is good and what the LORD requires of thee: only to do right judgment, and to love mercy, and to humble thyself to walk with thy God.


  Zep 3:17 The LORD thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will save; he will rejoice over thee with joy; he will rest in his love; he will joy over thee with singing.


  Zec 8:17 and let none of you imagine evil in your hearts against his neighbour; and love no false oath: for all these are things that I hate, said the LORD.

  Mt 6:24 No one can serve two masters, for either he will hate the one and love the other or else he will hold to the one and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and riches.


  Mt 19:19 Honour thy father and thy mother, and, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.


  Mt 22:37 Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart and with all thy soul and with all thy mind.


  Mt 22:39 And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

  Mrk 12:30 and thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart and with all thy soul and with all thy thought and with all thy strength: this is the principal commandment.


  Mrk 12:31 And the second is like it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is no other commandment greater than these.


  Mrk 12:33 and to love him with all the heart and with all the understanding and with all the soul and with all the strength and to love his neighbour as himself is more than all the burnt offerings and sacrifices.


  Mrk 12:38 And he said unto them in his doctrine, Beware of the scribes, who love to go in long clothing and love the salutations in the marketplaces


  Luk 6:27 But I say unto you who hear, Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you,


  Luk 6:32 For if ye love those who love you, what grace shall ye have? for sinners also love those that love them.


  Luk 6:35 But rather love ye your enemies and do good and lend, hoping for nothing again, and your reward shall be great; and ye shall be the sons of the Most High, for he is kind even unto the unthankful and to the evil.


  Luk 7:42 And when they had nothing to pay, he released them both from their debt. Tell me therefore, which of them will love him most?


  Luk 10:27 And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart and with all thy soul and with all thy strength and with all thy understanding, and thy neighbour as thyself.

  Jhn 21:15 So when they had dined, Jesus said to Simon Peter, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me more than these? He said unto him, Yes, Lord, thou knowest that I love thee. He said unto him, Feed my lambs.


  Jhn 21:16 He said to him again the second time, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me? He said unto him, Yes, Lord thou knowest that I love thee. He said unto him, Feed my sheep.


  Jhn 21:17 He said unto him the third time, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me? Peter was grieved because he said unto him the third time, Lovest thou me? And he said, Lord, thou knowest all things; thou knowest that I love thee. Jesus said unto him, Feed my sheep.


  Rom 5:5 and the hope shall not be ashamed, because the love of God is poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit which is given unto us.


  Rom 8:28 And we now know that unto those who love God, all things help them unto good, to those who according to the purpose are called to be saints.


  Rom 12:9 Let love be without dissimulation, abhorring that which is evil, causing you to come unto that which is good;


  Rom 12:10 loving one another with brotherly love, with honour preferring one another;


  Rom 13:8 Owe no one anything, but love one unto another; for he that loves his neighbour has fulfiled the law.


  Rom 13:9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not murder, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet, and if there is any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.


  1Cor 2:9 But as it is written, That which eye has not seen nor ear heard neither has entered into the heart of man is that which God has prepared for those that love him.


  1Cor 16:22 If any man does not love the Lord Jesus Christ, let him be anathema. Our Lord has come.


  2Cor 8:7 Therefore, as ye abound in every thing, in faith and in word and in knowledge and in all diligence and in your love to us, see that ye abound in this grace also.


  2Cor 9:14 and in their prayer for you, for they love you because of the eminent grace of God in you.


  2Cor 11:11 Why? because I do not love you? God knows.


  2Cor 12:15 And I will very gladly spend and be utterly spent for your souls though the more abundantly I love you, the less I am loved.


  Gal 5:14 For all the law is fulfiled in one word, even in this: Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.


  Eph 4:2 with all humility and meekness, with tolerance, forbearing one another in charity,

  Eph 5:28 So ought husbands to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loves his wife loves himself.

  1Pt 3:10 For he that desires to love life and see the good days, let him refrain his tongue from evil and his lips that they speak no guile;

  Prv 17:22 A joyful heart shall do good like a medicine, but a broken spirit dries the bones.

  1Cor 2:6 For we speak perfect wisdom of God, and not the wisdom of this age nor of the princes of this age, that come to nought,


  1Cor 13:10 But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away.


  1Cor 14:20 Brothers, be not children in understanding, howbeit in malice be ye children; but in understanding be perfect.


  2Cor 7:1 Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.


  2Cor 12:9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee; for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly, therefore, I will rather glory in my weaknesses that the power of Christ may dwell in me.


  2Cor 13:9 By which we are glad that we are weak and ye are strong, and even so we pray for your perfection.


  2Cor 13:11 For the rest, brethren, that ye may have joy, be perfected, have consolation, be of one mind, having peace; and the God of peace and charity shall be with you.


  Gal 3:3 Are ye so foolish? having begun by the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?


  Eph 4:12 for the perfecting of the saints in the work of the ministry, unto the edifying of the body of the Christ


  Eph 4:13 until we all come forth in the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the coming of age of the Christ:


  Php 1:6 being confident of this very thing, that he who has begun a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Jesus Christ


  Php 3:12 Not as though I had already attained it, either were already perfect, but I follow after, if I may lay hold of that for which I have also been laid hold of by the Christ, Jesus.


  Php 3:15 Let us, therefore, as many as are perfect, be thus minded; and if in anything ye are otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you.


  Col 1:28 whom we preach, warning every man and teaching in all wisdom that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus,


  Col 3:14 And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfection.


  Col 4:12 Epaphras, who is one of you, a slave of Christ, salutes you, always labouring fervently for you in prayers, that ye may stand firm, perfect and fulfiled in all the will of God.


  2Ti 3:17 that the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.


  Heb 2:10 For it was expedient that he, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, preparing to bring forth many sons in his glory, should perfect the author of their saving health through sufferings.


  Heb 5:9 and being made perfect, he became the author of eternal saving health unto all those that hearken unto him,


  Heb 5:14 But strong food belongs to those that are perfect, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.


  Heb 6:1 Therefore, leaving now the word of the beginning of the establishment of the Christ, let us go on unto perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from works of death, and of faith in God,


  Heb 7:11 If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood (for under it the people received the law), what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec and not be called after the order of Aaron?


  Heb 7:19 for the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did, by which we draw near unto God.


  Heb 7:28 For the law makes men high priests who have weakness; but the word of the oath, which was after the law, has made perfect a Son forever.


  Heb 9:9 Which was a figure of that time present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience,


  Heb 9:11 But Christ being now come, high priest of the good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this creation,


  Heb 10:1 For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never make perfect those who come by the same sacrifices which they offer year by year continually.


  Heb 10:14 For by one offering he has perfected for ever those that are sanctified.


  Heb 11:40 God having provided some better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect.


  Heb 12:23 to the solemn assembly of the congregation of the firstborn, who are registered in the heavens and to God the Judge of all and to the spirits of just men made perfect


  Heb 13:21 make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory for the ages of the ages. Amen.


  Jm 1:4 and the patience finishes the work, that ye may be perfect and entire, not lacking in anything.


  Jm 1:17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness neither shadow of turning.


  Jm 1:25 But whosoever has looked attentively into the perfect law of liberty and has persevered in it, not being a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, the same shall be blessed in their deed.


  Jm 3:2 For we all offend in many things. If any man offends not in word, the same is a perfect man, and able also to govern the whole body with restraint.


  1Pt 1:13 Therefore, having the loins of your understanding girded with temperance, wait perfectly in the grace that is presented unto you when Jesus, the Christ, is manifested unto you,


  1Pt 5:10 But the God of all grace, who has called us unto his eternal glory by Jesus, the Christ, after ye have suffered a little while, he himself perfects, confirms, strengthens, and establishes you.


  1Jhn 2:5 But whosoever keeps his word, in him verily is the charity of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him.


  1Jhn 4:17 In this the charity with us is made perfect, that we may have confidence in the day of judgment, that as he is, so are we in this world.


  1Jhn 4:18 In charity there is no fear; but charity that is perfect casts out fear; because fear has torment; from which he that fears is not complete in charity.


  Rev 3:2 Be watchful, and strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to die; for I have not found thy works perfect before God.


  Plant


  (103 Occurrences)


  Gen 2:5 and every plant of the field before it was in the earth and all the grass of the field before it grew, for the LORD God had not caused it to rain upon the earth, and neither was there a man to till the ground.


  Gen 2:8 And the LORD God had planted a garden eastward in Eden, and there he put the man whom he had formed.


  Gen 9:20 And Noah began to till the ground, and he planted a vineyard;


  Gen 21:33 And Abraham planted a grove in Beersheba and called there on the name of the LORD, the eternal God.


  Exd 15:17 Thou shalt bring them in and plant them in the mountain of thine inheritance, in the place of thy dwelling which thou hast made ready, O LORD, in the Sanctuary of the Lord, which thy hands have established.


  Lev 19:23 And when ye have come into the land and shall have planted all manner of trees for food, then ye shall circumcise the foreskin of the fruit; three years it shall be uncircumcised unto you; it shall not be eaten of.


  Num 20:5 And why have ye made us to come up out of Egypt to bring us in unto this evil place? It is not a place to plant seed or of figs or of vines or of pomegranates; there is not even any water to drink.


  Num 24:6 As the valleys are they spread forth, as gardens by the river’s side, as the trees of lign aloes which the LORD has planted, and as cedars beside the waters.


  Dt 6:11 and houses full of all good things, which thou didst not fill, and hewn out wells, which thou didst not dig, vineyards and olive trees, which thou didst not plant; when thou shalt have eaten and be full,


  Dt 16:21 Thou shalt not plant thee a grove of any trees near unto the altar of the LORD thy God, which thou shalt make thee.


  Dt 20:6 And who has planted a vineyard and has not yet eaten of it? Let him also go and return unto his house lest peradventure he die in the battle and another man eat of it.


  Dt 28:30 Thou shalt betroth a wife, and another man shall lie with her; thou shalt build a house, and thou shalt not dwell therein; thou shalt plant a vineyard and shalt not gather the grapes thereof.


  Dt 28:39 Thou shalt plant vineyards and dress them, but shalt neither drink of the wine nor gather the grapes, for the worms shall eat them.


  Jos 24:13 And I have given you a land for which ye did not labour and cities which ye did not build, and ye dwell in them and eat of vineyards and oliveyards which ye did not plant.


  2Sam 7:10 Moreover I will appoint a place for my people Israel and will plant them, that they may dwell in their place and never again be removed; neither shall the sons of iniquity afflict them any more as before,


  2Kng 19:29 And this shall be a sign unto thee, Ye shall eat this year such things as grow of themselves, and in the second year such things as grow again of themselves; and in the third year ye shall sow and reap and plant vineyards and eat the fruit of them.


  1Chr 4:23 These were the potters and those that dwelt among plants and hedges, who dwelt there with the king for his work.


  1Chr 17:9 Likewise I have ordained a place for my people Israel and have planted him that he dwell by himself and no longer be moved; neither shall the sons of iniquity waste them any more, as before,


  Job 14:9 at the scent of water it will bud and bring forth boughs like a new plant.


  Psa 1:3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that brings forth its fruit in its season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatever he does shall prosper.


  Psa 44:2 How thou didst drive out the Gentiles with thy hand and plant them in their place; how thou didst afflict the peoples and cast them out.


  Psa 72:16 There shall be planted a handful of grain in the earth upon the tops of the mountains; its fruit shall thunder like Lebanon; and out of the city they shall blossom like the grass of the earth.


  Psa 80:8 Thou hast brought a vine out of Egypt; thou hast cast out the Gentiles and planted it.


  Psa 80:15 and the vineyard which thy right hand has planted and the branch that thou didst make strong for thyself.


  Psa 92:13 Those that are planted in the house of the LORD shall flourish in the courts of our God.


  Psa 94:9 He that planted the ear, shall he not hear? he that formed the eye, shall he not see?


  Psa 104:16 The trees of the LORD are satisfied; the cedars of Lebanon, which he has planted,


  Psa 107:37 and sow the fields and plant vineyards, which may yield fruits of increase.


  Psa 128:3 Thy wife shall be as a fruitful vine by the sides of thy house; thy children like olive plants round about thy table.


  Psa 144:12 That our sons may be as plants grown up in their youth; that our daughters may be as corner stones, polished after the similitude of a palace;


  Prv 31:16 Zain She considered the inheritance and bought it; with the fruit of her hands she planted a vineyard.


  Ecc 2:4 I made myself great works; I built myself houses; I planted myself vineyards;


  Ecc 2:5 I made myself gardens and orchards, and I planted trees in them of all kind of fruits;


  Ecc 3:2 A time to be born, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up that which is planted;


  So 4:13 Thy newly budded plants are a paradise of pomegranates, with pleasant fruits; camphire {Heb. ransom}, with spikenard,


  Isa 5:2 and he had fenced it and gathered out the stones thereof and planted it with the choicest vine and built a tower in the midst of it and also made a winepress therein; and he looked that it should bring forth grapes, and it brought forth wild grapes.


  Isa 5:7 For the vineyard of the LORD of the hosts is the house of Israel and every man of Judah his pleasant plant; and he looked for judgment, but behold oppression; for righteousness, but behold a cry.


  Isa 17:10 Because thou hast forgotten the God of thy saving health and hast not been mindful of the Rock of thy strength; therefore thou shalt plant pleasant plants and set it with strange slips:


  Isa 17:11 In the day that thou shalt plant them, thou shalt make them to grow and shalt make thy seed to flourish early; but in the day of gathering, the harvest shall flee and shall be desperate sorrow.


  Isa 23:3 Her provision was from the plantings that grow with the many waters of the Nile, of the harvest of the river. She was also the mart of the Gentiles.


  Isa 30:23 Then he shall give the rain unto thy planting when thou shalt sow the ground; and bread of the fruit of the earth, and it shall be fat and fertile: in that day thy cattle shall feed in large pastures.


  Isa 37:30 And this shall be a sign unto thee, Ye shall eat this year such as grows of itself; and the second year that which springs of the same: and in the third year ye shall sow and shall reap and shall plant vineyards and shall eat the fruit thereof.


  Isa 40:24 As if they had never been planted, as if they had never been sown, as if their stock had never taken root in the earth; even blowing upon them, they wither, and the whirlwind takes them away as stubble.


  Isa 44:14 He shall hew down cedars and take the cypress and the oak, and he shall strengthen himself with the trees of the forest; he shall plant a fir tree, which shall be nourished with the rain.


  Isa 51:16 That has placed my words in thy mouth, and I have covered thee with the shadow of my hand, that thou may plant the heavens and lay the foundations of the earth and say unto Zion, Thou art my people.


  Isa 60:21 And thy people shall all be righteous; they shall inherit the land for ever; they shall be shoots of my planting, the work of my hands, that I may be glorified.


  Isa 61:3 to order in Zion those that mourn, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified.


  Isa 65:21 And they shall build houses and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards and eat the fruit of them.


  Isa 65:22 They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and another eat: for as the days of the trees shall be the days of my people, and my elect shall perpetuate the work of their hands.


  Jer 1:10 See, I have placed thee in this day over Gentiles and over kingdoms, to root out, and to destroy, and to throw out, and to cast down, to build, and to plant.


  Jer 2:21 Yet I had planted thee a noble vine, a seed of Truth, all of her; how then art thou turned into the degenerate plant of a strange vine unto me?


  Jer 11:17 For the LORD of the hosts, that planted thee, has pronounced evil against thee for the evil of the house of Israel and of the house of Judah, which they have done against themselves to provoke me to anger in offering incense unto Baal.


  Jer 12:2 Thou hast planted them, and they have taken root: they grow, and they bring forth fruit; thou art near in their mouth and far from their kidneys.


  Jer 17:8 For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, that spreads out her roots by the river and shall not see when heat comes, but her leaf shall be green and shall not be fatigued in the year of drought, neither shall cease from yielding fruit.


  Jer 18:9 And in an instant I shall speak concerning the nation and concerning the kingdom, to build and to plant it;


  Jer 24:6 For I will set my eyes upon them for good, and I will return them to this land, and I will build them, and not pull them down; and I will plant them, and not pluck them up.


  Jer 29:5 Build houses and dwell in them; and plant gardens and eat the fruit of them;


  Jer 29:28 For therefore he sent unto us in Babylon, saying, This captivity is long: build houses and dwell in them and plant gardens, and eat the fruit of them.


  Jer 31:5 Thou shalt yet plant vines upon the mountains of Samaria: the planters shall plant and shall eat them as common things.


  Jer 31:28 And it shall come to pass, that like as I have watched over them, to pluck up and to break down and to throw down and to destroy and to afflict, so will I watch over them, to build and to plant, said the LORD.


  Jer 32:41 And, I will rejoice with them doing them good, and I will plant them in this land with truth, with my whole heart and with my whole soul.


  Jer 35:7 neither shall ye build a house, nor sow seed, nor plant a vineyard, nor have any: but all your days ye shall dwell in tents; that ye may live many days in the land where ye are strangers.


  Jer 42:10 If ye will still abide in this land, then I will build you, and not pull you down, and I will plant you, and not pluck you up; for I repent of the evil that I have done unto you.


  Jer 45:4 Thus shalt thou say unto him, The LORD said thus: Behold, I destroy those whom I have built up and those whom I have planted I pluck up, even this whole land.


  Ezk 17:5 He also took of the seed of the land and planted it in a fruitful field; he placed it by great waters and set it as a willow tree.


  Ezk 17:7 There was also another great eagle with great wings and many feathers; and, behold, this vine joined her roots toward him and extended her branches toward him that he might water it by the furrows of her plantation.


  Ezk 17:8 It was planted in a good soil by many waters that it might bring forth branches and that it might bear fruit, that it might be a goodly vine.


  Ezk 17:10 Yea, behold, being planted, shall it be prospered? Shall it not utterly wither when the east wind touches it? It shall wither in the furrows where it grew.


  Ezk 17:22 Thus hath the Lord GOD said: I will also take of the highest branch of that high cedar and will set it up; I will crop off from the principal branch a shoot and will plant it upon the high and sublime mountain:


  Ezk 17:23 in the high mountain of Israel I will plant it, and it shall bring forth boughs and bear fruit and become a magnificent cedar; and under it shall dwell every fowl; everything that flies shall dwell in the shadow of its branches.


  Ezk 19:10 Thy mother was like a vine in thy blood, planted by the waters, bearing fruit and spreading forth branches by reason of the many waters.


  Ezk 19:13 And now she is planted in the wilderness in a dry and thirsty ground.


  Ezk 25:4 behold, therefore I will deliver thee to the men of the east for a possession, and they shall set their palaces in thee and pitch their tents in thee; they shall eat thy plantings, and they shall drink thy milk.


  Ezk 28:26 And they shall dwell safely therein and shall build houses and plant vineyards; and they shall dwell with confidence, when I have executed judgments in all those that spoil them round about them; and they shall know that I am the LORD their God.


  Ezk 34:29 And I will raise up for them a Plant by name, and they shall no longer be consumed with hunger in the land, neither bear the shame of the Gentiles any longer.


  Ezk 36:36 And the Gentiles that are left round about you shall know that I the LORD built the ruined places and planted that which was desolate; I the LORD have spoken it, and I will do it.


  Ezk 37:26 Moreover I will make a covenant of peace with them; it shall be an everlasting covenant with them: and I will plant them and multiply them and will set my sanctuary in the midst of them for evermore.


  Dan 11:45 And he shall plant the tents of his palace between the seas, in the desirable mountain of the Sanctuary; and he shall come to his end, and shall have no one to help him.


  Hos 6:11 Also, Judah placed a plant in thee when I had turned the captivity of my people.


  Hos 9:13 Ephraim, as I saw Tyre, is planted in a pleasant place; but Ephraim shall bring forth his sons to the murderer.


  Am 5:11 Forasmuch therefore as your treading is upon the poor, and ye take from him burdens of wheat, ye have built houses of hewn stone, but ye shall not dwell in them; ye have planted pleasant vineyards, but ye shall not drink wine of them.


  Am 9:14 And I will turn the captivity of my people of Israel, and they shall build the waste cities and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards and drink the wine thereof; they shall also make gardens and eat the fruit of them.


  Am 9:15 For I will plant them upon their land, and they shall no more be pulled up out of their land which I have given them, said the LORD thy God.


  Zep 1:13 Therefore their goods shall become a spoil, and their houses a desolation: they shall build houses, but not inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, but not drink the wine thereof.


  Zec 10:9 It was good that I planted them among the peoples; even in far countries there shall be mention made of me; and they shall live with their sons and turn again.


  Mt 12:1 At that time Jesus went on the sabbath day through the planted fields, and his disciples were hungry and began to pluck the ears of grain and to eat.


  Mt 13:19 When anyone hears the word of the kingdom and does not understand it, then the wicked one comes and catches away that which was sown in his heart. This is he who was planted beside the way.


  Mt 13:20 But he that was planted in stony places, the same is he that hears the word and receives it immediately with joy;


  Mt 13:22 And he that was planted among the thorns is he that hears the word, and the cares of this world and the deceitfulness of riches choke the word, and he becomes unfruitful.


  Mt 13:23 But he that was planted in good ground is he that hears the word and understands it and who also bears the fruit and brings forth: one a hundredfold and another sixty and another thirty.


  Mt 15:13 But he answered and said, Every plant which my heavenly Father has not planted shall be rooted up.


  Mt 21:33 Hear another parable: There was a certain husband of a house who planted a vineyard and hedged it round about and dug a winepress in it and built a tower and let it out to husbandmen and went into a far country,


  Mrk 2:23 And it came to pass that as he went through the planted fields again on the sabbath day, his disciples began, as they walked, to pluck the ears of grain.


  Mrk 12:1 And he began to speak unto them by parables. A certain man planted a vineyard and set a hedge about it and dug a place for the winefat and built a tower and let it out to husbandmen and went far away.


  Luk 13:6 And He spoke this parable: A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard, and he came and sought fruit upon it and found none.


  Luk 17:6 And the Lord said, If ye had faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye might say unto this sycamore tree, Pluck thyself up by the root, and plant thyself in the sea, and it would obey you.


  Luk 17:28 Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they ate, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they built;


  Luk 20:9 And he began to speak this parable to the people: A certain man planted a vineyard and let it out to husbandmen and went into a far country for a long time.


  Rom 6:5 For if we have been planted together in him in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection,


  1Cor 3:6 I have planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the increase.


  1Cor 3:7 So then neither is he that plants anything, neither he that waters, but God that gives the increase.


  1Cor 3:8 Now he that plants and he that waters are one although each one shall receive his own reward according to his own labour.


  1Cor 9:7 Who serves as a soldier at his own expense? Who plants a vineyard and does not eat of its fruit? or who feeds a flock and does not eat of the milk of the flock?


  Present


  (161 Occurrences)


  Gen 4:3 And in process of time it came to pass that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground a present unto the LORD.


  Gen 4:4 And Abel, he also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the LORD looked upon Abel and his present,


  Gen 4:5 but he did not look upon Cain and his present. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell.


  Gen 32:13 And he lodged there that same night and took of that which came to his hand as a present for Esau his brother:


  Gen 32:18 Then thou shalt say, They are thy slave Jacob’s; it is a present sent unto my lord Esau; and, behold, also he is behind us.


  Gen 32:20 And ye shall also say, Behold, thy slave Jacob is behind us. For he said, I will reconcile his wrath with the present that goes before me, and afterward I will see his face; peradventure he will accept me.


  Gen 32:21 So the present went over before him, and he lodged that night in the company.


  Gen 33:10 And Jacob said, No, I pray thee, if now I have found grace in thy sight, then receive my present from my hand, that for this I have seen thy face as though I had seen the face of God; and do me the pleasure.


  Gen 43:11 Then their father Israel answered them, If it must be so now, do this: take of the best fruits of the land in your vessels and take the man a present, a little balm, and a little honey, aromas, and myrrh, nuts, and almonds.


  Gen 43:15 Then the men took the present, and they took double money in their hand, and Benjamin, and rose up and went down to Egypt and stood before Joseph.


  Gen 43:25 And they made ready the present waiting until Joseph came at noon, for they heard that they should eat bread there.


  Gen 43:26 And when Joseph came home, they brought him the present which they had in their hand in the house and bowed themselves to him to the earth.


  Exd 29:41 And thou shalt offer the other lamb at evening, doing according to the present of the morning and according to its drink offering thereof, for a sweet savour, an offering on fire unto the LORD.


  Exd 30:9 Ye shall offer no strange incense thereon nor burnt sacrifice nor present; neither shall ye pour drink offering thereon.


  Exd 34:2 And be ready for tomorrow and come up in the morning unto mount Sinai and present thyself there to me in the top of the mount.


  Exd 40:29 And he put the altar of burnt offering by the door of the tabernacle, of the tabernacle of the testimony, and offered upon it the burnt offering and the present, as the LORD had commanded Moses.


  Lev 2:1 And when any person will offer a present unto the LORD, his offering shall be of fine flour; and he shall pour oil upon it and put frankincense thereon;


  Lev 2:3 And that which is left of the present shall be Aaron’s and his sons’; it is a thing most holy of the offerings on fire of the LORD.


  Lev 2:4 And if thou shall offer a present baked in the oven, it shall be unleavened cakes of fine flour mingled with oil and unleavened wafers anointed with oil.


  Lev 2:5 And if thy present is an offering baked in a pan, it shall be of fine flour unleavened, mingled with oil.


  Lev 2:6 Thou shalt part it in pieces and pour oil thereon; it shall be a present.


  Lev 2:7 And if thy present is an offering cooked in a pot, it shall be made of fine flour with oil.


  Lev 2:8 And thou shalt bring the present that is made of these things unto the LORD and offer it unto the priest, who shall bring it unto the altar.


  Lev 2:9 And the priest shall take from that present a memorial thereof and shall incense it upon the altar; it shall be an offering on fire, of a very acceptable aroma unto the LORD.


  Lev 2:10 And that which is left of the present shall be Aaron’s and his sons’; it is a thing most holy of the offerings on fire of the LORD.


  Lev 2:11 No present which ye shall offer unto the LORD shall be with leaven; for of nothing leavened, nor any honey, shall ye make any offering incensed unto the LORD.


  Lev 2:13 And every offering of thy present shalt thou season with salt, and thou shalt never allow the salt of the covenant of thy God to be lacking from thy present; with all thine offerings thou shalt offer salt.


  Lev 2:14 And if thou offer a present of thy firstfruits unto the LORD, thou shalt offer for the offering of thy firstfruits green ears of grain dried by the fire, even grain beaten out of full ears.


  Lev 2:15 And thou shalt put oil upon it and lay frankincense thereon: this shall be a present.


  Lev 5:13 Thus shall the priest reconcile him from his sin in which he has sinned in one of these things, and he shall have forgiveness; and that which remains shall be the priest’s, as with a present.


  Lev 6:14 And this is the law of the present: the sons of Aaron shall offer it before the LORD, before the altar.


  Lev 6:15 And he shall take of it a handful of the flour of the present and of the oil thereof and all the frankincense which is upon the present and shall incense it upon the altar in an aroma of rest unto the LORD for a memorial.


  Lev 6:20 This shall be the offering of Aaron and of his sons, which they shall offer unto the LORD in the day when they shall be anointed: the tenth part of an ephah of fine flour for a perpetual present, half of it in the morning and half of it in the evening.


  Lev 6:21 In a pan it shall be made with oil; and when it is fried, thou shalt bring it in; and the cooked pieces of the present shalt thou offer in a very acceptable aroma unto the LORD.


  Lev 6:23 And every present of a priest shall be completely burnt; it shall not be eaten.


  Lev 7:9 Likewise every present that is baked in the oven and all that is dressed in the fryingpan or in the pot shall be the priest’s that offers it.


  Lev 7:10 And every present mingled with oil and dry shall all the sons of Aaron have, one as much as another.


  Lev 7:37 This is the law of the burnt offering, of the present, of sin, of guilt, of the consecrations, and of the sacrifice of peace,


  Lev 9:4 likewise a bullock and a ram for a sacrifice of peace, to kill before the LORD; and a present mingled with oil; for today the LORD will appear unto you.


  Lev 9:17 Likewise he offered the present and took a handful thereof and incensed it upon the altar, beside the burnt sacrifice of the morning.


  Lev 10:12 And Moses spoke unto Aaron and unto Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his sons that were left, Take the present that remains of the offerings on fire unto the LORD and eat it without leaven beside the altar; for it is most holy:


  Lev 14:10 And on the eighth day he shall take two he lambs without blemish and one ewe lamb of the first year without blemish and three tenth deals of fine flour for a present, mingled with oil, and one log of oil.


  Lev 14:11 And the priest that purifies him shall present the one that is to be made clean with those things, before the LORD at the door of the tabernacle of the testimony;


  Lev 14:20 And the priest shall cause the burnt offering and the present to be lifted upon the altar, and thus shall the priest reconcile him, and he shall be clean.


  Lev 14:21 But if he is poor, and cannot get so much; then he shall take one lamb for expiation of the guilt to be waved, to reconcile himself, and one tenth deal of fine flour mingled with oil for a present, and a log of oil;


  Lev 14:31 one of such as he is able to get as sin, and the other for a burnt offering, with the present; and thus shall the priest reconcile the one that is to be purified before the LORD.


  Lev 16:7 After that, he shall take the two goats and present them before the LORD at the door of the tabernacle of the testimony.


  Lev 22:21 Likewise when anyone offers a sacrifice of peace unto the LORD to present his vow or a freewill offering in bovine cattle or sheep, it must be perfect to be accepted; there shall be no blemish therein.


  Lev 23:13 And the present thereof shall be two-tenth deals of fine flour mingled with oil in an offering on fire unto the LORD for an acceptable aroma; and the drink offering thereof shall be of wine, the fourth part of a hin.


  Lev 23:16 unto the day after the seventh sabbath, ye shall number fifty days; then ye shall offer a new present unto the LORD.


  Lev 23:37 These are the feasts of the LORD, unto which ye shall be summoned: holy convocations to offer an offering on fire unto the LORD, a burnt offering and a present, a sacrifice and drink offerings, every thing in its proper time;


  Lev 27:8 But if he is poorer than thy estimation, then he shall present himself before the priest, and the priest shall value him; according to the ability of the one that vowed shall the priest value him.


  Lev 27:11 And if it is an unclean animal, which cannot be offered as a sacrifice unto the LORD, then he shall present the animal before the priest;


  Num 3:6 Bring the tribe of Levi near and present them before Aaron, the priest, that they may minister unto him.


  Num 4:16 But unto the care of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, shall be the oil of the light and the aromatic incense and the daily present and the anointing oil and the care of all the tabernacle and of all that is therein, in the sanctuary, and in the vessels thereof.


  Num 5:15 then shall the man bring his wife unto the priest, and he shall bring her offering for her, the tenth part of an ephah of barley meal; he shall pour no oil upon it, nor put frankincense thereon; for it is a present of jealousy, a present of remembrance, which brings iniquity to memory.


  Num 5:18 And the priest shall cause the woman to stand before the LORD and shall uncover the woman’s head and put the present of remembrance in her hands, which is the present of jealousy; and the priest shall have in his hand the bitter water that brings the curse.


  Num 5:25 Then the priest shall take the present of jealousy out of the woman’s hand and shall wave the offering before the LORD and offer it before the altar.


  Num 5:26 And the priest shall take a handful of the present, in memory of her, and incense it upon the altar and afterward shall cause the woman to drink the water.


  Num 5:30 or of the husband upon whom a spirit of jealousy comes, and he is jealous over his wife; he shall then present the woman before the LORD, and the priest shall execute in her all this law.


  Num 6:15 and a basket of unleavened bread, cakes of fine flour mingled with oil and wafers of unleavened bread anointed with oil and their present and their drink offerings.


  Num 6:17 and he shall offer the ram for a sacrifice of peace unto the LORD, with the basket of unleavened bread; the priest shall likewise offer his present and his drink offering.


  Num 7:13 And his offering was one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, and one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of them were full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:19 He offered for his offering one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:25 His offering was one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:31 His offering was one silver charger of the weight of one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:37 His offering was one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;

  Num 7:55 His offering was one silver charger of the weight of one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:61 His offering was one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:67 His offering was one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;


  Num 7:73 His offering was one silver charger, the weight thereof was one hundred and thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, both of them full of fine flour mingled with oil for a present;

  Num 8:13 And thou shalt cause the Levites to present themselves before Aaron, and before his sons, and offer them for an offering unto the LORD.

  Num 28:28 and their present of flour mingled with oil, three tenth deals with each bullock, two tenth deals with each ram,


  Num 29:3 and their present shall be of flour mingled with oil, three tenth deals with each bullock, and two tenth deals with each ram,


  Num 29:6 Besides the burnt offering of the month and its present, and the daily burnt offering and its present and their drink offerings, according to their law, for an acceptable savour, a sacrifice on fire unto the LORD.


  Num 29:16 and one he goat as the sin, besides the continual burnt offering, its present, and its drink offering.


  Num 29:19 And one he goat as the sin, besides the continual burnt offering and its present and its drink offering.


  Num 29:22 and one he goat as the sin, besides the continual burnt offering and its present and its drink offering.


  Num 29:25 and one he goat as the sin, besides the continual burnt offering, its present, and its drink offering.

  1Sam 10:19 But ye have this day rejected your God, who saves you out of all your afflictions and your troubles, and ye have said unto him, No, but set a king over us. Now, therefore, present yourselves before the LORD by your tribes and by your thousands.


  2Kng 3:20 And it came to pass in the morning, when the present was offered, that water came by the way of Edom, and the land was filled with water.


  2Kng 8:8 And the king said unto Hazael, Take a present in thy hand, and go, meet the man of God and enquire of the LORD by him, saying, Shall I recover of this disease?

  2Kng 17:4 And the king of Assyria found conspiracy in Hosea; for he had sent messengers to So, king of Egypt, and brought no present to the king of Assyria, as he had done year by year; therefore, the king of Assyria shut him up and bound him in prison.


  1Chr 16:29 Give unto the LORD the glory of his name; bring a present and come before him; worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness.


  1Chr 21:23 And Ornan said unto David, Take it to thee, and let my lord the king do that which is good in his eyes; I even give thee the oxen for burnt offerings and the threshing instruments for wood and the wheat for the present; I give it all.


  2Chr 7:7 Solomon also sanctified the middle of the court that was before the house of the LORD, for there he offered burnt offerings and the fat of the peace offerings because the brasen altar which Solomon had made was not able to receive the burnt offerings and the present and the fat.

  Exd 28:36 Thou shalt also make an open flower of pure gold and engrave upon it the engravings of a seal, HOLINESS UNTO THE LORD.


  Exd 30:3 And thou shalt cover it with pure gold, its top and its sides round about, and its horns; and thou shalt make unto it a moulding of gold round about.


  Exd 30:34 And the LORD said unto Moses, Take unto thee aromas, stacte and onycha and aromatic galbanum and pure frankincense, of each in equal weight.


  Exd 30:35 And thou shalt make it a perfume, a confection after the art of the apothecary, tempered together, pure and holy;


  Exd 31:8 and the table and its vessels and the pure candlestick with all its vessels and the altar of incense,


  Exd 37:2 and he covered it with pure gold within and without and made a moulding of gold to it round about.


  Exd 37:6 He made the seat of reconciliation likewise of pure gold; two cubits and a half was its length, and one cubit and a half its breadth.


  Exd 37:11 and he covered it with pure gold and made it a moulding of gold round about.


  Exd 37:16 He also made the vessels which were upon the table, its dishes, its spoons, its bowls, and its covers to cover the bread, of pure gold.


  Exd 37:17 He made the candlestick likewise of pure gold; of beaten work he made the candlestick, its shaft and its branch, its bowls, its knops, and its flowers were of the same.


  Exd 37:22 Their knops and their branches were of the same; all of it was one beaten work of pure gold.


  Exd 37:23 He made likewise its seven lamps and its snuffers and its snuff dishes of pure gold.


  Exd 37:24 Of a talent of pure gold he made it and all its vessels.


  Exd 37:26 And he covered it with pure gold, its top and its sides round about and its horns; and he made it a moulding of gold round about.


  Exd 37:29 He made likewise the oil of the holy anointing and the pure aromatic incense, according to the work of the apothecary.


  Exd 39:15 They also made the small chains upon the pectoral of wreathen work of pure gold.


  Exd 39:25 They also made the bells of pure gold and put the bells between the pomegranates upon the hem of the robe, round about between the pomegranates;


  Exd 39:30 And they made the open flower, the crown of holiness, of pure gold and wrote upon it a writing, like to the engravings of a seal, HOLINESS UNTO THE LORD.


  Exd 39:37 the pure candlestick with its lamps, even with the lamps to be set in order, and all its vessels and the oil for light,


  Lev 24:2 Command the sons of Israel that they bring unto thee pure oil olive beaten for the light, to cause the lamps to burn continually.


  Lev 24:4 He shall order the lamps upon the pure candlestick before the LORD continually.


  Lev 24:7 And thou shalt put pure frankincense upon each order, that it may be on the bread for an aroma and incense unto the LORD.


  Dt 32:14 butter of cows and milk of sheep, with fat of lambs and rams of the sons of Bashan (or fruitfulness) and goats with the fat of kidneys, of wheat; and thou didst drink the blood of the grape, pure wine.


  2Sam 22:27 With the pure thou art pure, and with the perverse thou art an adversary.


  1Kng 5:11 And Solomon gave Hiram twenty thousand measures of wheat for food to his household and twenty thousand measures of pure oil; this gave Solomon to Hiram year by year.


  1Kng 6:20 And the oracle in the forepart was twenty cubits in length and twenty cubits wide and twenty cubits high, and he overlaid it with pure gold and likewise covered the altar which was of cedar.


  1Kng 6:21 So Solomon overlaid the house within with pure gold, and he closed the door of the oracle with chains of gold, and he overlaid it with gold.


  1Kng 7:49 and the candlesticks of pure gold, five on the right hand, and five on the left, in front of the oracle, with the flowers and the lamps and the tongs of gold,


  1Kng 7:50 likewise the bowls and the snuffers and the basins and the spoons and the censers of pure gold, also the hinges of gold, both for the doors of the inner house, the holy of holies, and for the doors of the house of the temple.


  1Kng 10:21 And all King Solomon’s drinking vessels were of gold, and likewise all the vessels of the house of the forest of Lebanon were of pure gold; there was no silver, for in the days of Solomon it was not esteemed.


  1Chr 28:17 Also pure gold for the fleshhooks and the bowls and the cups, and for the golden covers he gave gold by weight for every basin; and likewise silver by weight for every basin of silver;


  2Chr 3:4 And the porch that was in the front of the length was of twenty cubits, according to the breadth of the house, twenty cubits, and the height was one hundred and twenty; and he overlaid it within with pure gold.


  2Chr 4:20 likewise, the candlesticks with their lamps, that they should burn according to the ordinance before the oracle, of pure gold;

  2Chr 9:20 And all the drinking vessels of King Solomon were of gold, and all the vessels of the house of the forest of Lebanon were of pure gold. In the days of Solomon silver was not esteemed.

  Gen 6:14 Make thee an ark of cedar trees; rooms shalt thou make in the ark and shalt reconcile it within and without covering it over with pitch {Heb. ransom or atonement}.


  Exd 13:13 And every firstborn of an ass thou shalt ransom with a lamb; and if thou wilt not ransom it, then thou shalt cut off its head; and in the same manner thou shalt ransom all the human firstborn among thy sons.


  Exd 13:15 and it came to pass when Pharaoh was hardening himself to not let us go that the LORD slew all the firstborn in the land of Egypt from the human firstborn to the firstborn of the beast; therefore, I sacrifice to the LORD every male that opens the womb, and I ransom every firstborn of my sons.


  Exd 21:30 If there is laid on him a sum of money, then he shall give for the ransom of his life whatever is laid upon him.


  Exd 30:12 When thou takest the number of the sons of Israel after the sum of them, each one shall give a ransom for his soul unto the LORD, when thou dost number them, that there be no mortality in them because of numbering them.

  Exd 34:7 keeping mercy for thousands, letting go of iniquity and rebellion and sin; and by no means will I absolve the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the sons and upon the son’s sons, unto the third and to the fourth generation.


  Lev 16:16 and he shall cleanse the sanctuary of the uncleanness of the sons of Israel and of their rebellions and of all their sins; in the same manner so shall he do for the tabernacle of the testimony, which dwells among them in the midst of their uncleanness.


  Lev 16:21 and Aaron shall lay both his hands upon the head of the live he goat and confess over it all the iniquities of the sons of Israel and all their rebellions and all their sins, putting them thus upon the head of the he goat and shall send him away into the wilderness by the hand of a man prepared for this;

  Lam 1:14 Nun The yoke of my rebellions is bound in his hand; they are wreathed and come up upon my neck; he has made my strength to fall; the Lord has delivered me into their hands, from whom I am not able to rise up.


  Lam 1:22 Tau Let all their wickedness come before thee; and do unto them as thou hast done unto me for all my rebellions; for my sighs are many, and my heart is filled with pain.


  Ezk 14:11 that the house of Israel may no longer go astray from me, neither be polluted any longer in all their rebellions but that they may be my people, and I may be their God, said the Lord GOD.


  Ezk 18:22 All his rebellions that he has committed, they shall not be mentioned unto him; by his righteousness that he has done he shall live.


  Ezk 18:24 But if the righteous should leave his righteousness and commit iniquity, and do according to all the abominations that the wicked man does, shall he live? All his righteousness that he has done shall not be mentioned; by his rebellion in which he has trespassed and by his sin which he has committed, because of them he shall die.


  Ezk 18:28 Because he saw and left all his rebellions that he has committed, he shall surely live; he shall not die.


  Ezk 20:27 Therefore, son of man, speak unto the house of Israel and say unto them, Thus hath the Lord GOD said: Even in this your fathers have blasphemed me when they committed rebellion against me.


  Ezk 24:3 And speak unto the house of rebellion by parable and say unto them, Thus hath the Lord GOD said; Set on a pot, set it on, and also pour water into it:


  Ezk 37:23 neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, nor with their abominations, nor with all their rebellions, but I will save them out of all their dwelling places, in which they have sinned and will cleanse them, so they shall be my people, and I will be their God.


  Ezk 39:24 According to their uncleanness and according to their rebellions have I done unto them and hid my face from them.


  Ezk 39:26 After they shall feel their shame and all their rebellion by which they have rebelled against me when they dwelt safely in their land, and no one made them afraid.


  Dan 9:7 O Lord, the righteousness belongs unto thee, but unto us the confusion of face, as at this day; to the men of Judah and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and unto all Israel, that are near and that are far off through all the lands where thou hast driven them because of their rebellion with which they have rebelled against thee.


  Hos 11:7 Meanwhile, my people adhere to the rebellion against me though they call unto me upon High; absolutely none at all wish to exalt me.


  Hos 14:4 I will heal their rebellion; I will love them freely; for my anger is turned away from them.


  Am 3:14 that in the day that I shall visit the rebellions of Israel upon him, I will also visit upon the altars of Bethel, and the horns of the altar shall be cut off and fall to the ground.


  Am 4:4 Go to Bethel, and transgress; at Gilgal increase the rebellion; and bring your sacrifices early in the morning and your tithes every three years:


  Am 5:12 For I have known of your many rebellions and your great sins that afflict the just and take a ransom and turn aside the poor in the gate from their right.


  Mic 1:5 All this for the rebellion of Jacob and for the sins of the house of Israel. What is the rebellion of Jacob? is it not Samaria? and what are the high places of Judah? are they not Jerusalem?


  Mic 1:13 O thou inhabitant of Lachish, hitch the chariot to dromedaries: for thou wert the beginning of the sin to the daughter of Zion, for in thee the rebellions of Israel were invented.


  Mic 3:8 But truly I am full of power by the Spirit of the LORD, and of judgment, and of might, to declare unto Jacob his rebellion, and to Israel his sin.


  Mic 6:7 Will the LORD be pleased with thousands of rams, or with ten thousands of rivers of oil? shall I give my firstborn for my rebellion, the fruit of my bowels for the sin of my soul?


  Mic 7:18 Who is a God like unto thee that pardons iniquity, and passes over the rebellion with the remnant of his heritage? He did not retain his anger for ever because he delights in mercy.


  Rom 2:23 Thou that makest thy boast of the law, with rebellion to the law doth thou dishonour God?


  Rom 4:15 because the law works wrath; for where there is no law, there is no rebellion either.


  Rom 5:14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even in those that did not sin after the manner of the rebellion of Adam, who is a figure of him that was to come.


  Gal 3:19 For what then serves the law? It was added because of rebellions until the seed should come to whom the promise was made, and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.


  1Ti 2:14 And Adam was not deceived, but the woman was deceived in the rebellion;


  Heb 2:2 For if the word spoken by the ministry of angels was steadfast and every rebellion and disobedience received a just recompense of reward,


  Heb 9:15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, so that death intervening for the redemption of the rebellions that took place under the first testament, those who are called might receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.


  Reconcile


  (120 Occurrences)


  Gen 6:14 Make thee an ark of cedar trees; rooms shalt thou make in the ark and shalt reconcile it within and without covering it over with pitch {Heb. ransom or atonement}.


  Gen 32:20 And ye shall also say, Behold, thy slave Jacob is behind us. For he said, I will reconcile his wrath with the present that goes before me, and afterward I will see his face; peradventure he will accept me.


  Exd 25:17 And thou shalt make a seat of reconciliation of pure gold; two cubits and a half shall be its length and a cubit and a half its breadth.


  Exd 25:18 And thou shalt make two cherubim of gold; of beaten work shalt thou make them, in the two ends of the seat of reconciliation.


  Exd 25:19 And make one cherub on the one end and the other cherub on the other end: even of the seat of reconciliation shall ye make the cherubim on the two ends thereof.


  Exd 25:20 And the cherubim shall stretch forth their wings on high, covering the seat of reconciliation with their wings, and their faces shall look one to another; toward the seat of reconciliation shall the faces of the cherubim be.


  Exd 25:21 And thou shalt put the seat of reconciliation above upon the ark, and in the ark thou shalt put the testimony that I shall give thee.


  Exd 25:22 And there I will meet with thee, and I will speak with thee from above the seat of reconciliation, from between the two cherubim which are upon the ark of the testimony, of all things which I will give thee in commandment unto the sons of Israel.


  Exd 26:34 And thou shalt put the seat of reconciliation upon the ark of the testimony in the holy of holies.


  Exd 29:33 And they shall eat those things with which they were reconciled, to fill their hands to be sanctified; but a stranger shall not eat thereof because they are holiness.


  Exd 29:36 And thou shalt sacrifice a bullock every day for reconciliation of sin; and thou shalt remove the sin from the altar, and thou shalt anoint it to sanctify it.


  Exd 29:37 For seven days thou shalt reconcile the altar and sanctify it; and it shall be a most holy altar; whatever touches the altar shall be made holy.


  Exd 30:6 And thou shalt put it before the veil that is by the ark of the testimony, before the seat of reconciliation that is over the testimony, where I will testify unto thee of myself.


  Exd 30:10 And Aaron shall make reconciliation upon the horns of it once a year with the blood of the reconciliation for sin; once a year shall he make reconciliation upon it throughout your ages; it shall be most holy unto the LORD.


  Exd 30:15 The rich shall not give more, and the poor shall not give less than half a shekel, when they give the offering unto the LORD to make reconciliation for your souls.


  Exd 30:16 And thou shalt take the reconciliation money of the sons of Israel and shalt appoint it for the service of the tabernacle of the testimony, and it shall be a memorial unto the sons of Israel before the LORD to reconcile your souls.


  Exd 31:7 The tabernacle of the testimony and the ark of the testimony and the seat of reconciliation that shall be upon it and all the vessels of the tabernacle


  Exd 32:30 And it came to pass on the next day that Moses said unto the people, Ye have sinned a great sin, but now I will go up unto the LORD; peradventure I shall make reconciliation for your sin.


  Exd 35:12 the ark and its staves, the seat of reconciliation, and the veil of the tent,


  Exd 37:6 He made the seat of reconciliation likewise of pure gold; two cubits and a half was its length, and one cubit and a half its breadth.


  Exd 37:7 He also made the two cherubim of gold, beaten out of one piece he made them, on the two ends of the seat of reconciliation;


  Exd 37:8 one cherub on the end on this side and another cherub on the other end on that side of the seat of reconciliation; he made the cherubim on the two ends thereof.


  Exd 37:9 And the cherubim spread out their wings above, covering with their wings the seat of reconciliation, with their faces one to another; the faces of the cherubim were facing the covering.


  Exd 39:35 the ark of the testimony and its staves, and the seat of reconciliation,


  Exd 40:20 And he took and put the testimony into the ark and set the staves on the ark and put the seat of reconciliation upon the ark above,


  Lev 1:4 And he shall put his hand upon the head of the burnt offering, and he shall accept it to reconcile him.


  Lev 4:20 And he shall do with this bullock as he did with the bullock of the sin, so shall he do with this; and thus the priest shall reconcile them, and they shall obtain forgiveness.


  Lev 4:26 and he shall burn all its fat upon the altar, as the fat of the sacrifice of peace; thus shall the priest reconcile him as concerning his sin, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 4:31 And he shall take away all its fat, as the fat was taken away from off the sacrifice of peace; and the priest shall incense it upon the altar in a very acceptable aroma unto the LORD; and thus shall the priest reconcile him, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 4:35 And he shall take away all its fat, as the fat of the lamb of the sacrifice of peace was taken away; and the priest shall incense it upon the altar in an offering on fire unto the LORD; and thus shall the priest reconcile him from his sin that he has committed, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 5:6 and he shall bring for his guilt unto the LORD for his sin, which he has committed, a female from the flock, a lamb, or a kid of the goats, for his sin; and the priest shall reconcile him from his sin.


  Lev 5:10 And he shall offer the second for a burnt offering, according to the ordinance; and thus shall the priest reconcile him for his sin in which he has sinned, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 5:13 Thus shall the priest reconcile him from his sin in which he has sinned in one of these things, and he shall have forgiveness; and that which remains shall be the priest’s, as with a present.


  Lev 5:16 And he shall pay for the sin that he has done in the holy thing and shall add the fifth part thereto and give it unto the priest; and the priest shall reconcile him with the ram of the expiation of his guilt, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 5:18 And he shall bring a ram without blemish out of the flock, in thy estimation, for the expiation of his guilt, unto the priest; and the priest shall reconcile him from his error which he committed in ignorance, and he shall have forgiveness.


  Lev 6:7 and the priest shall reconcile him before the LORD, and he shall have forgiveness for any of all of the things in which he is guilty.


  Lev 6:30 And no atonement as sin, of which any of the blood is brought into the tabernacle of the testimony to reconcile in the sanctuary, shall be eaten; it shall be burnt in the fire.


  Lev 7:7 As with the sin, so shall it be with the guilt; they shall have the same law; the priest that has made the reconciliation shall have that which was offered.


  Lev 8:15 and he slew it; and Moses took the blood and put it upon the horns of the altar round about with his finger and removed the sin from the altar and poured the remaining blood at the bottom of the altar and sanctified it, to make reconciliation upon it.


  Lev 8:34 As has been done this day, so the LORD has commanded to do, to reconcile you.


  Lev 9:7 And Moses said unto Aaron, Go unto the altar, and offer thy sin, and thy burnt offering, and make reconciliation for thyself and for the people; and offer the offering of the people and make reconciliation for them, as the LORD commanded.


  Lev 10:17 Why have ye not eaten of the atonement for sin in the holy place? For it is most holy, and God has given it to you to bear the iniquity of the congregation, that they may be reconciled before the LORD.


  Lev 12:7 who shall offer it before the LORD and reconcile her, and she shall be cleansed from the issue of her blood. This is the law for her that has given birth to a male or a female.


  Lev 12:8 And if she is not able to bring a lamb, then she shall bring two turtledoves or two young pigeons: the one for the burnt offering and the other as sin; and the priest shall reconcile her, and she shall be clean.


  Lev 14:18 and that which is left of the oil that is in the priest’s hand, he shall pour upon the head of the one that is to be purified; and thus shall the priest reconcile him before the LORD.


  Lev 14:19 And the priest shall offer the sin and reconcile the one that is to be purified from his uncleanness; and afterward he shall kill the burnt offering.


  Lev 14:20 And the priest shall cause the burnt offering and the present to be lifted upon the altar, and thus shall the priest reconcile him, and he shall be clean.


  Lev 14:21 But if he is poor, and cannot get so much; then he shall take one lamb for expiation of the guilt to be waved, to reconcile himself, and one tenth deal of fine flour mingled with oil for a present, and a log of oil;


  Lev 14:29 And what is left of the oil that is in the priest’s hand he shall put upon the head of the one that is to be purified, to reconcile him before the LORD.


  Lev 14:31 one of such as he is able to get as sin, and the other for a burnt offering, with the present; and thus shall the priest reconcile the one that is to be purified before the LORD.


  Lev 14:53 Then he shall let go the living bird out of the city into the open fields; and thus shall he reconcile the house, and it shall be clean.


  Lev 15:15 and the priest shall offer the one as sin and the other as a burnt offering; and the priest shall reconcile him from his issue before the LORD.


  Lev 15:30 and the priest shall offer the one as sin and the other as a burnt offering; and the priest shall reconcile her before the LORD of the issue of her uncleanness.


  Lev 16:2 and the LORD said unto Moses, Speak unto Aaron, thy brother, that he not enter at all times into the sanctuary inside the veil before the seat of reconciliation, which is upon the ark, that he not die; for I will appear in the cloud above the seat of reconciliation.


  Lev 16:6 And Aaron shall cause the bullock of his sin to be brought, and make reconciliation for himself and for his house.


  Lev 16:10 But the he goat on which the lot fell for Azazel shall be presented alive before the LORD, to make the reconciliation upon him and to send him to Azazel into the wilderness.


  Lev 16:11 And Aaron shall cause the bullock of his own sin to be brought and shall make the reconciliation for himself and for his house and shall kill the bullock of his own sin.


  Lev 16:13 And he shall put the incense upon the fire before the LORD, and the cloud of the incense shall cover the seat of reconciliation that is upon the testimony, and he shall not die.


  Lev 16:14 Then he shall take of the blood of the bullock and sprinkle it with his finger towards the seat of reconciliation eastward; towards the seat of reconciliation he shall sprinkle of the blood with his finger seven times.


  Lev 16:15 After that, he shall kill the goat of the sin of the people and bring its blood inside the veil and do with that blood as he did with the blood of the bullock and sprinkle it upon the seat of reconciliation and before the seat of reconciliation;


  Lev 16:17 And no man shall be in the tabernacle of the testimony when he enters in to make reconciliation in the sanctuary until he comes out and has made reconciliation for himself and for his household and for all the congregation of Israel.


  Lev 16:18 And he shall go out unto the altar that is before the LORD and reconcile it and shall take of the blood of the bullock and of the blood of the he goat and put it upon the horns of the altar round about.


  Lev 16:20 And when he has made an end of reconciling the sanctuary and the tabernacle of the testimony and the altar, he shall cause the live he goat to be brought;


  Lev 16:24 Then he shall wash his flesh with water in the holy place and put on his garments and come forth after that and make his burnt offering and the burnt offering of the people and make reconciliation for himself and for the people.


  Lev 16:27 And he shall take outside the camp the bullock of the sin and the goat of the sin, whose blood was brought in to make the reconciliation in the sanctuary; and they shall burn in the fire their skins and their flesh and their dung.


  Lev 16:30 for on that day he shall reconcile you to cleanse you that ye may be clean from all your sins before the LORD.


  Lev 16:32 And the reconciliation shall be made by the priest who is anointed and whose hand has been filled to be priest in the place of his father; and he shall put on the linen clothes, the holy garments;


  Lev 16:33 and he shall reconcile the holy sanctuary and reconcile the tabernacle of the testimony; he shall also reconcile the altar and the priests and all the people of the congregation.


  Lev 16:34 And you shall hold this as a perpetual statute to reconcile the sons of Israel of all their sins once a year. And Moses did as the LORD commanded him.


  Lev 17:11 For the soul (or life) of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you to reconcile your persons (or souls) upon the altar; therefore the same blood reconciles the person.


  Lev 19:22 And the priest shall reconcile him with the ram of the guilt before the LORD for his sin which he has committed, and the sin which he has committed shall be forgiven him.


  Lev 23:27 But the tenth day of this seventh month shall be the day of reconciliations; it shall be a holy convocation unto you; and ye shall afflict your souls and offer an offering made on fire unto the LORD.


  Lev 23:28 And ye shall do no work in this same day; for it is a day of reconciliations, to reconcile you before the LORD your God.


  Lev 25:9 Then shalt thou cause the shofar to sound an alarm on the tenth day of the seventh month; in the day of the reconciliations shall ye cause the shofar to sound throughout all your land.


  Num 5:8 But if that man has no redeemer to recompense the trespass unto, let the trespass be recompensed unto the LORD, even to the priest, beside the ram of the reconciliations, whereby reconciliation shall be made for him.


  Num 6:11 and the priest shall offer the one as the sin and the other as a burnt offering and reconcile the one that sinned upon the dead and shall sanctify their head that same day.


  Num 7:89 And when Moses entered into the tabernacle of the testimony to speak with Him, then he heard the voice of the one speaking unto him from above the seat of reconciliation that was over the ark of the testimony, from between the two cherubim; and he spoke with him.


  Num 8:12 And the Levites shall lay their hands upon the heads of the bullocks; and thou shalt offer the one as the sin, and the other as a burnt offering, unto the LORD, to reconcile the Levites.


  Num 8:19 And I have given the Levites as a gift to Aaron and to his sons from among the sons of Israel, that they may serve the ministry of the sons of Israel in the tabernacle of the testimony and reconcile the sons of Israel, that there be no plague in the sons of Israel when the sons of Israel come near unto the sanctuary.


  Num 8:21 And the sin was removed from the Levites, and they washed their clothes; and Aaron offered them for a wave offering before the LORD; and Aaron reconciled them to cleanse them.


  Num 15:25 And the priest shall reconcile all the congregation of the sons of Israel, and it shall be forgiven them, for it is ignorance; and they shall bring their offering, an offering on fire unto the LORD and their sins before the LORD which they committed in their ignorance.


  Num 15:28 And the priest shall reconcile the soul that errs ignorantly, when he sins by ignorance before the LORD, he shall be reconciled; and it shall be forgiven him.


  Num 16:46 And Moses said unto Aaron, Take the censer and put fire in it from off the altar and put incense upon it and go quickly unto the congregation and reconcile them; for the wrath has gone out from before the face of the LORD; the plague is begun.


  Num 16:47 Then Aaron took his censer as Moses said and ran into the midst of the congregation; and, behold, the plague was begun among the people; and he put on incense and reconciled the people.


  Num 25:13 and he shall have, and his seed after him, even the covenant of the everlasting priesthood because he was zealous for his God and reconciled the sons of Israel.


  Num 28:22 and one he goat as the sin, to reconcile you.


  Num 28:30 and one he goat, to reconcile you.


  Num 29:5 and one he goat as the sin, to reconcile you.


  Num 29:11 one he goat as the sin, besides the offering of the reconciliations for the sin, and the continual burnt offering and its presents and their drink offerings.


  Num 31:50 We have therefore brought an offering for the LORD, each man of what he has found, of vessels of gold, chains, and bracelets, rings, earrings, and tablets, to reconcile our souls before the LORD.


  Num 35:33 So ye shall not pollute the land where ye are, for this blood shall defile the land; and the land cannot be reconciled of the blood that is shed therein except by the blood of the one that shed it.


  Dt 21:8 Reconcile thy people Israel, whom thou hast ransomed, O LORD, and impute not the innocent blood shed in the midst of thy people Israel. And the blood shall be forgiven them.


  Dt 32:43 Rejoice, O ye Gentiles, with his people, for he will avenge the blood of his slaves and will render vengeance to his enemies and will reconcile his land, to his people.


  1Sam 3:14 And therefore, I have sworn unto the house of Eli that the iniquity of Eli’s house shall not be reconciled, not with sacrifices nor with presents for ever.


  2Sam 21:3 Therefore, David said unto the Gibeonites, What shall I do for you? And with what shall I make reconciliation that ye may bless the inheritance of the LORD?


  1Chr 6:49 But Aaron and his sons made incense upon the altar of the burnt offering and on the altar of incense, in all the work of the holy of holies, and to make reconciliation for Israel, according to all that Moses, the slave of God, had commanded.


  1Chr 28:11 Then David gave to Solomon, his son, the pattern of the porch and of its houses and of its treasuries and of its upper chambers and of its inner parlours and of the place of the seat of reconciliation,


  2Chr 29:24 and the priests killed them, and they removed the sin with their blood upon the altar, to reconcile all Israel, for the king commanded that the burnt offering and the atonement for sin should be offered for all Israel.


  Neh 10:33 for the showbread and for the continual present and for the continual burnt offering, and of the sabbaths and of the new moons, for the appointed feasts and for the holy things and for the atonement for sin to reconcile Israel and for all the work of the house of our God.


  Ezk 43:20 And thou shalt take of its blood and put it on the four horns of the altar and on the four corners of the patio and upon the border round about: thus shalt thou remove the sin and reconcile it.


  Ezk 45:15 and one female lamb out of the flock, out of two hundred, out of the fat pastures of Israel; for a sacrifice, and for a burnt offering, and for peace offerings, to make reconciliation for you, said the Lord GOD.


  Ezk 45:17 And it shall be the prince’s part to give the burnt offering and the sacrifice and the drink offering in the solemnities and in the new moons and in the sabbaths in all the feasts of the house of Israel: he shall offer the sin, and the present and the burnt offering and the peace offerings to reconcile the house of Israel.


  Ezk 45:20 And so thou shalt do until the seventh day of the month for each one that errs, and for him that is deceived; so shall ye reconcile the house.


  Dan 9:24 Seventy weeks are determined {Heb. cut} upon thy people and upon thy holy city to finish the prevarication and to conclude the sin and to make reconciliation for iniquity and to bring in everlasting righteousness and seal the vision and the prophecy, and to anoint the holy of holies.


  Luk 18:13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, God, reconcile me, a sinner.


  Rom 3:25 whom God purposed for reconciliation through faith in his blood for the manifestation of his righteousness, for the remission of sins that are past, by the patience of God,


  Rom 5:10 For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled with God by the death of his Son, much more, now reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.


  Rom 5:11 And not only this, but we even glory in God through our Lord Jesus, the Christ, by whom we have now received the reconciliation.


  Rom 11:15 For if the casting away of them is the reconciling of the world, what shall the receiving of them be, but life from the dead?


  1Cor 7:11 and if she separates, let her remain unmarried or be reconciled to her husband, and let not the husband put away his wife.


  2Cor 5:18 And all this by God, who reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and gave us the ministry of reconciliation;


  2Cor 5:19 for certainly God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them and having placed in us the word of reconciliation.


  2Cor 5:20 Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did exhort you by us; we beseech you in Christ’s name, be ye reconciled to God.


  Eph 2:16 and to reconcile both with God by the cross {Gr. stauros-stake} in one body, having slain the enmity thereby;


  Col 1:20 and by him to reconcile all things unto himself, having made peace through the blood of his cross {Gr. stauros-stake}, whether they are the things in the earth or the things in the heavens.


  Col 1:21 And you, that were in another time alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now he has reconciled you


  Heb 8:12 For I will reconcile their iniquities and their sins, and their iniquities I will remember no more.


  Heb 9:5 and over it the cherubim of glory shadowing the seat reconciliation, of which we cannot now speak particularly.


  1Jhn 2:2 and he is the reconciliation for our sins, and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.


  1Jhn 4:10 In this does the charity consist, not because we had loved God, but because he loved us and has sent his Son to be the reconciliation for our sins.


  Redeem


  (30 Occurrences)


  Exd 6:6 Therefore say unto the sons of Israel, I am the LORD, and I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and I will free you out of their bondage, and I will redeem you with a stretched out arm and with great judgments.


  Lev 25:25 If thy brother becomes poor and has sold away some of his possession, his redeemer shall come, his closest kinsman, and shall redeem that which his brother sold.


  Lev 25:29 And if a man sells a dwelling house in a walled city, then he may redeem it within a whole year after it is sold; within a full year may he redeem it.


  Lev 25:32 Notwithstanding the cities of the Levites and the houses of the cities of their possession, the Levites may redeem at any time.


  Lev 25:48 after he is sold he shall have redemption; one of his brethren shall redeem him;


  Lev 25:49 either his uncle or his uncle’s son shall redeem him; or any that is near of kin unto him of his lineage shall redeem him; or if he is able, he may redeem himself.


  Lev 27:15 And if he that sanctified it will redeem his house, then he shall add the fifth part of the money of thy estimation unto it, and it shall be his.


  Lev 27:19 And if he that sanctified the field desires to redeem it, then he shall add the fifth part of the money of thy estimation unto it, and it shall be assured to him.


  Lev 27:20 But if he should not redeem the field, and if the field is sold to another, it shall not be redeemed any more;


  Lev 27:31 And if anyone desires to redeem anything of his tithes, he shall add thereto the fifth part thereof.


  Rth 2:20 And Naomi said unto her daughter-in-law, Let him be blessed of the LORD, who has not left off his mercy unto the living nor unto the dead. And Naomi said unto her, The man is near of kin unto us, and of whom one has the right to redeem us.


  Rth 3:13 Tarry this night, and it shall be in the morning that if he will redeem thee, well, let him redeem thee, but if he does not wish to redeem, then I will redeem thee, as the LORD lives; lie down until the morning.


  Rth 4:4 and I decided to cause thee to know this and tell thee to take it before the inhabitants and before the elders of my people. If thou wilt redeem it, redeem it, but if thou wilt not redeem it, then tell me that I may know, for there is no one to redeem it besides thee, and I after thee. And he said, I will redeem it.


  Rth 4:6 And the redeemer said, I cannot redeem it for myself lest I ruin my own inheritance; redeem thou; I cede my right to you, for I shall not be able to redeem it.


  2Sam 7:23 And who in the earth is like thy people, like Israel? A Gentile for the love of whom God went to ransom as a people to himself and to give him a name and to do with you great and terrible things in thy land because of thy people whom thou didst redeem unto thee from Egypt, from the Gentiles and their gods?


  1Chr 17:21 And what one nation in the earth is like thy people Israel, whom God went to ransom to be his own people, to make thee a name of greatness and terribleness, by driving out the Gentiles from before thy people, whom thou didst redeem out of Egypt?


  Neh 5:5 Yet now, given that the flesh of our brethren is as our flesh and their sons as our sons, behold, we subject our sons and our daughters to slavery, and there are some of our daughters in bondage already; neither is it in our power to redeem them; for other men have our lands and vineyards.


  Job 3:5 Let darkness and the shadow of death redeem it; let a cloud dwell upon it; let the blackness of the day terrify it.


  Psa 69:18 Draw near unto my soul and redeem it; deliver me because of my enemies.


  Psa 72:14 He shall redeem their soul from deceit and violence, and precious shall their blood be in his sight.


  Psa 119:154 Plead my cause and redeem me; quicken me according to thy spoken word.


  Psa 144:7 Send thine hand from above; redeem me and deliver me out of many waters, from the hand of the strange sons,


  Psa 144:11 Redeem me, and save me from the hand of strange sons, whose mouth speaks vanity, and their right hand is a right hand of falsehood:


  Isa 50:2 for I came, and no one showed himself; I called, and no one answered. Is my hand shortened at all, that it cannot redeem? or have I no power to deliver? behold, at my rebuke I dry up the sea, I make the rivers a wilderness: their fish stink because there is no water and die for thirst.


  Dan 4:27 Therefore, O king, approve my counsel and redeem thy sins with righteousness and thine iniquities with mercies unto the poor: behold the medicine for thy sin.


  Hos 13:14 I will ransom them from the power of Sheol; I will redeem them from death; O death, I will be thy end; O Sheol, I will be thy destruction. Repentance shall be hid from my eyes.


  Mic 4:10 Be in pain, and labour to bring forth, O daughter of Zion, like a woman in travail; for now thou shalt go forth out of the city, and thou shalt dwell in the field, and thou shalt go even to Babylon; there shalt thou be delivered; there the LORD shall redeem thee from the hand of thine enemies.


  Luk 24:21 But we were hoping that it was he who should redeem Israel, and beside all this, today is the third day since these things were done.


  Gal 4:5 to redeem those that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.


  Tit 2:14 who gave himself for us that he might redeem us from all iniquity and purify unto himself a people of his own, zealous of good works.


  Redeemer


  (39 Occurrences)


  Lev 25:25 If thy brother becomes poor and has sold away some of his possession, his redeemer shall come, his closest kinsman, and shall redeem that which his brother sold.


  Lev 25:26 And when the man has no redeemer and is able to stretch forth his hand and find enough for his redemption,


  Num 5:8 But if that man has no redeemer to recompense the trespass unto, let the trespass be recompensed unto the LORD, even to the priest, beside the ram of the reconciliations, whereby reconciliation shall be made for him.


  Num 35:12 And they shall be unto you cities for refuge from the avenger {Heb. redeemer} that the murderer not die until he stands before the congregation in judgment.


  Num 35:19 The kinsman avenger {Heb. redeemer}  of blood shall slay the murderer; when he meets him, he shall slay him.


  Num 35:21 or out of enmity smites him with his hand so that he dies, he that smote him shall surely be put to death; for he is a murderer; the kinsman avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood shall slay the murderer when he meets him.


  Num 35:24 then the congregation shall judge between the slayer and the kinsman avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood according to these laws.


  Num 35:25 And the congregation shall deliver the murderer out of the hand of the kinsman avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood, and the congregation shall restore him to the city of his refuge, where he has fled, and he shall abide in it unto the death of the high priest, who was anointed with the holy oil.


  Num 35:27 and the kinsman avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood finds him outside the borders of the city of his refuge, and the kinsman avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood murders the murderer, he shall not be guilty of his blood.


  Dt 19:6 lest the avenger {Heb. redeemer} of the blood pursue the murderer, while his heart is hot and overtake him, because the way is long, and slay him, whereas he was not worthy of death, inasmuch as he hated him not in time past.


  Dt 19:12 then the elders of his city shall send and take him from there and deliver him into the hand of the avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood, and he shall die.


  Jos 20:3 so that the murderer who kills any person in error and without knowledge may flee there, and they shall be your refuge from the avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood.


  Jos 20:5 And when the avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood pursues after him, they shall not deliver the murderer up into his hand because he smote his neighbour by error, nor did he have enmity with him before.


  Jos 20:9 These were the cities appointed for all the sons of Israel and for the stranger that sojourns among them that anyone who kills any person by error might flee there and not die by the hand of the avenger {Heb. redeemer} of blood until he stands before the congregation.


  Rth 3:9 Then he said, Who art thou? And she answered, I am Ruth, thy handmaid; spread therefore the edge of thy mantle over thy handmaid; for thou art a redeemer.


  Rth 3:12 And now it is true that I am thy redeemer; however, there is another redeemer nearer than I (in kinship).


  Rth 4:1 And Boaz went up to the gate and sat down there, and, behold, the redeemer of whom Boaz spoke came by unto whom he said, Ho, such a one! Come here and sit down. And he came and sat down.


  Rth 4:3 And he said unto the redeemer, Naomi, that is come again out of the field of Moab, sold a parcel of land, which was our brother Elimelech’s,


  Rth 4:6 And the redeemer said, I cannot redeem it for myself lest I ruin my own inheritance; redeem thou; I cede my right to you, for I shall not be able to redeem it.


  Rth 4:14 And the women said unto Naomi, Blessed be the LORD, who has not left thee this day without a redeemer, whose name shall be famous in Israel.


  Job 19:25 For I know that my redeemer lives and that he shall rise at the latter day over the dust;


  Psa 19:14 Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in thy sight, O LORD, my strength, and my redeemer. To the Overcomer, A Psalm of David.


  Psa 78:35 And they remembered that God was their rock and the high God their redeemer.


  Prv 23:11 For their redeemer is mighty; he shall judge their cause against thee.


  Isa 41:14 Fear not, thou worm Jacob, ye dead of Israel; I will help thee, saith the LORD and thy Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel.


  Isa 43:14 Thus saith the LORD, your redeemer, the Holy One of Israel; For your sake I have sent to Babylon and caused fugitives to descend unto all of them and the clamour of Chaldeans in the ships.


  Isa 44:6 Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel and his redeemer, the LORD of the hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.


  Isa 44:24 Thus saith the LORD, thy redeemer, and he that formed thee from the womb, I am the LORD that makes all things, that stretches forth the heavens alone, that spreads abroad the earth by myself;


  Isa 47:4 As for our redeemer, the LORD of the hosts is his name, the Holy One of Israel.


  Isa 48:17 Thus has the LORD, thy Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel said: I am the LORD thy God who teaches thee to profit, who causes thee to walk by the way in which thou dost walk.


  Isa 49:7 Thus has the LORD said, the Redeemer of Israel, his Holy One, to him whom man despises, to him whom the Gentiles abhor, to the slave of the tyrants, Kings shall see and be raised up as princes and shall worship because of the LORD, for faithful is the Holy One of Israel, who has chosen thee.


  Isa 49:26 And I will feed those that oppress thee with their own flesh; and they shall be drunken with their own blood, as with sweet wine: and all flesh shall know that I the LORD am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, the mighty One of Jacob.


  Isa 54:5 For thy Maker shall be thine husband; the LORD of the hosts is his name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God of the whole earth shall he be called.


  Isa 54:8 In a little wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with eternal mercy I will have compassion on thee, said the LORD thy Redeemer.


  Isa 59:20 And the Redeemer shall come to Zion and unto those that turn from the rebellion in Jacob, said the LORD.


  Isa 60:16 Thou shalt also suck the milk of the Gentiles, and shalt suck the breast of the kings: and thou shalt know that I the LORD am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, the mighty One of Jacob.


  Isa 63:16 Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel not acknowledge us; thou, O LORD, art our father; our everlasting Redeemer is thy name.


  Jer 50:34 Their Redeemer is strong; the LORD of the hosts is his name: he shall thoroughly plead their cause that he may give rest to the land and disquiet the inhabitants of Babylon.


  Act 7:35 This Moses, whom they had refused, saying, Who made thee a prince and a judge? the same did God send as prince and redeemer by the hand of the angel who appeared to him in the bush.


  Redemption


  (26 Occurrences)


  Exd 8:23 And I will put redemption between my people and thy people. Tomorrow shall this sign be.


  Lev 25:24 Therefore, in all the land of your possession, ye shall grant a redemption for the land.


  Lev 25:26 And when the man has no redeemer and is able to stretch forth his hand and find enough for his redemption,


  Lev 25:48 after he is sold he shall have redemption; one of his brethren shall redeem him;


  Lev 25:51 If there are yet many years, according unto them he shall give again the price of his redemption out of the money that he was bought for.


  Lev 25:52 And if there remain but few years unto the year of jubilee, then he shall count with him, and according unto his years shall he give him again the price of his redemption.


  Rth 4:7 Now for a long time in Israel there had been this custom concerning redemption or contracts, that for the confirmation of all matters: one plucked off his shoe and gave it to his neighbour, and this was a testimony in Israel.


  Rth 4:8 Therefore, the former owner of the right of redemption said unto Boaz, Buy it thyself. So he drew off his shoe.


  Psa 49:8 (for the redemption of their soul is of great price, and they shall never pay it)


  Psa 111:9 Pe He sent redemption unto his people; Tzaddi he has commanded his covenant for ever: Koph Holy and reverend is his name.


  Psa 130:7 Let Israel wait for the LORD; for with the LORD there is mercy and plenteous redemption close to him.


  Prv 13:8 The redemption of a man’s life is his riches: but the poor does not hear rebuke.


  Jer 32:7 Behold, Hanameel the son of Shallum thine uncle comes unto thee, saying, Buy my field that is in Anathoth, for the right of redemption is thine to buy it.


  Jer 32:8 So Hanameel my uncle’s son came to me in the court of the guard according to the word of the LORD and said unto me, Buy my field, I pray thee, that is in Anathoth, which is in the country of Benjamin; for the right of inheritance is thine, and the redemption is thine; buy it for thyself. Then I knew that this was the word of the LORD.


  Luk 1:68 Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, for he has visited and made redemption for his people


  Luk 2:38 And she coming in that instant gave thanks likewise unto the Lord and spoke of him to all those that looked for redemption in Jerusalem.


  Luk 21:28 And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up and lift up your heads, for your redemption draws near.


  Rom 3:24 being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Jesus, the Christ,


  Rom 8:23 And not only they, but ourselves also who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, that is to say, the redemption of our body.


  1Cor 1:30 But of him ye are reborn in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom and righteousness and sanctification and redemption,


  Eph 1:7 in whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins according to the riches of his grace,


  Eph 1:14 which is the earnest of our inheritance unto the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.


  Eph 4:30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God with which ye are sealed for the day of redemption.


  Col 1:14 in whom we have redemption through his blood, even the remission of sins,


  Heb 9:12 neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the sanctuary designed for eternal redemption.


  Heb 9:15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, so that death intervening for the redemption of the rebellions that took place under the first testament, those who are called might receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.


  Repent, Repented, Repentance


  (104 Occurrences)


  Gen 6:6 And the LORD repented of having made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart.


  Gen 6:7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth, both man and beast and the animals and the fowls of the air; for I repent of having made them.


  Exd 13:17 And it came to pass when Pharaoh had let the people go that God did not lead them through the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near; for God said, Lest peradventure the people repent when they see war, and they return to Egypt;


  Exd 32:12 Why should the Egyptians speak and say, For evil did he bring them out, to slay them in the mountains and to consume them from upon the face of the earth? Turn from thy fierce wrath and repent of the evil of thy people.


  Exd 32:14 Then the LORD repented of the evil which he said should be done unto his people.


  Num 23:19 God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent; he said and shall he not do it? He spoke and shall he not execute it?


  Dt 32:36 For the LORD shall judge his people and repent himself for his slaves when he sees that their power is gone, and there is none shut up or left.


  Jdg 2:18 And when the LORD raised them up judges, then the LORD was with the judge and delivered them out of the hand of their enemies all the days of that judge; for the LORD repented because of their groanings by reason of those that oppressed them and afflicted them.


  Jdg 21:6 And the sons of Israel repented because of Benjamin their brother, and said, There is one tribe cut off from Israel this day.


  Jdg 21:15 And the people repented over Benjamin because the LORD had made a breach in the tribes of Israel.


  1Sam 15:29 And also the Overcomer of Israel will not lie nor repent concerning this, for he is not a man, that he should repent.


  1Sam 15:35 And Samuel came no more to see Saul until the day of his death; nevertheless, Samuel mourned for Saul because the LORD had repented that he had made Saul king over Israel.


  2Sam 24:16 And when the angel stretched out his hand upon Jerusalem to destroy it, the LORD himself repented of that evil and said to the angel that was destroying the people, It is enough; stay now thy hand. And the angel of the LORD was by the threshingfloor of Araunah, the Jebusite.


  1Chr 21:15 And God sent an angel unto Jerusalem to destroy it; and as he was destroying, the LORD beheld, and he repented of that evil and said to the angel that destroyed, It is enough, stay now thy hand. And the angel of the LORD stood by the threshingfloor of Ornan, the Jebusite.


  Job 42:6 Therefore, I abhor myself and repent in dust and ashes.


  Psa 90:13 Return unto us, O LORD, how long? and let it repent thee concerning thy servants.


  Psa 106:45 and remember his covenant with them and repent according to the multitude of his mercies.


  Psa 110:4 The LORD has sworn and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.


  Psa 135:14 For the LORD will judge his people, and he will repent himself concerning his slaves.


  Isa 57:10 Thou became wearied in the multitude of thy ways; yet thou didst not say, There is no remedy: thou hast found that which thou wast searching for; therefore thou repented not.


  Jer 4:28 For this shall the earth be made desolate, and the heavens above be darkened because I spoke; I purposed and did not repent, neither will I turn back from it.


  Jer 8:6 I hearkened and heard, but they did not speak aright: there was no man that repented of his wickedness, saying, What have I done? each one returned to his course as the horse rushes into the battle.


  Jer 15:6 Thou hast forsaken me, saith the LORD; thou art gone backward: therefore, I stretched out my hand over thee and cast thee away; I am tired of repenting.


  Jer 18:8 But if these Gentiles shall turn from their evil, I will repent of the evil that I thought to do unto them.


  Jer 18:10 but if it should do evil in my sight, not hearing my voice, then I will repent of the good that I had determined to do unto them.


  Jer 20:16 And let that man be as the cities which the LORD overthrew and did not repent; and let him hear the cry in the morning and the shouting at noontide


  Jer 26:3 peradventure they will hearken and turn each man from his evil way, that I may repent of the evil, which I purpose to do unto them because of the evil of their doings.


  Jer 26:13 Therefore now amend your ways and your doings and hear the voice of the LORD your God; and the LORD himself will repent of the evil that he has pronounced against you.


  Jer 26:19 Did Hezekiah king of Judah and all Judah put him at all to death? Did he not fear the LORD and besought the LORD, and the LORD himself repented of the evil which he had pronounced against them? Shall we commit such great evil against our souls?


  Jer 31:19 Surely after I was turned, I repented; and after I was instructed, I smote upon my thigh; I was ashamed, and even confounded, because I bore the reproach of my youth.

  Ezk 24:14 I, the LORD, have spoken: I came and worked. I will not turn back, neither will I have mercy, neither will I repent; according to thy ways and according to thy doings, they shall judge thee, said the Lord GOD.


  Hos 13:14 I will ransom them from the power of Sheol; I will redeem them from death; O death, I will be thy end; O Sheol, I will be thy destruction. Repentance shall be hid from my eyes.


  Joel 2:13 and rend your heart, and not your garments, and turn unto the LORD your God for he is gracious and compassionate, slow to anger and great in mercy, and he does repent of chastisement.


  Joel 2:14 Who knows if he will return and repent and leave a blessing behind him even a present and a drink offering unto the LORD your God?


  Am 7:3 The LORD repented of this; It shall not be, said the LORD.


  Am 7:6 The LORD repented of this: This also shall not be, said the Lord GOD.


  Jon 3:9 Who can tell if God will turn and repent and turn away from his fierce anger, that we not perish?


  Jon 3:10 And God saw their works, because they turned from their evil way, and he repented of the evil that he had said that he would do unto them, and he did not do it.


  Jon 4:2 And he prayed unto the LORD and said, I pray thee, O LORD, was this not what I said when I was yet in my country? Therefore I hastened to flee unto Tarshish, for I knew that thou art a gracious God and full of compassion, slow to anger, and of great mercy, and dost repent when thou art come to take punishment.


  Zec 8:14 For thus hath the LORD of the hosts said, As I thought to punish you when your fathers provoked me to wrath, said the LORD of the hosts, and I did not repent:


  Mt 3:2 and saying, Repent ye, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.


  Mt 3:8 Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of repentance


  Mt 3:11 I indeed baptize you in water unto repentance, but he that comes after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear; he shall baptize you in the Holy Spirit and fire,


  Mt 4:17 From that time Jesus began to preach and to say, Repent, for the kingdom of the heavens is at hand.


  Mt 9:13 Therefore go ye and learn what this is, I will have mercy and not sacrifice, for I am not come to call the righteous but sinners to repentance.


  Mt 11:20 Then he began to upbraid the cities wherein most of his mighty works were done because they repented not:


  Mt 11:21 Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works which were done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes.


  Mt 12:41 The men of Nineveh shall rise in the judgment with this generation and shall condemn it because they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and, behold, a greater than Jonah is here.


  Mt 21:29 He answered and said, I will not, but afterward he repented and went.


  Mt 21:32 For John came unto you in the way of righteousness, and ye believed him not, but the publicans and the harlots believed him, and ye, when ye had seen it, repented not afterward that ye might believe him.


  Mt 27:3 Then Judas, who had betrayed him, when he saw that he was condemned, repented and returned the thirty pieces of silver to the princes of the priests and the elders,


  Mrk 1:4 John baptized in the wilderness and preached the baptism of repentance for remission of sins.


  Mrk 1:15 and saying, The time is fulfiled, and the Kingdom of God is at hand; repent ye and believe the Gospel.


  Mrk 2:17 When Jesus heard it, he said unto them, They that are whole have no need of the physician, but they that are sick; I came not to call the righteous, but the sinners to repentance.


  Mrk 6:12 And they went out and preached that men should repent.


  Luk 3:3 And he came into all the country about Jordan, preaching the baptism of repentance for the remission of sins;


  Luk 3:8 Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of repentance and begin not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham for our father; for I say unto you, That God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham.


  Luk 5:32 I came not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.


  Luk 10:13 Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works had been done in Tyre and Sidon which have been done in you, they would have repented a long while ago, sitting in sackcloth and ashes.


  Luk 11:32 The men of Nineve shall rise up in the judgment with this generation, and shall condemn it, for they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and, behold, a greater than Jonah is here.


  Luk 13:3 I tell you, No; but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.


  Luk 13:5 I tell you, No; but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.


  Luk 15:7 I say unto you that likewise there shall be more joy in heaven over one sinner that repents than over ninety-nine just persons, who need no repentance.


  Luk 15:10 Likewise, I say unto you, there is joy in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner that repents.


  Luk 16:30 And he said, No, father Abraham; but if one went unto them from the dead, they will repent.


  Luk 17:3 Take heed to yourselves: If thy brother should trespass against thee, rebuke him; and if he repents, forgive him.


  Luk 17:4 And if he trespasses against thee seven times in a day and seven times in a day turns again to thee, saying, I repent, thou shalt forgive him.


  Luk 24:47 and that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning from Jerusalem.


  Act 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent and be baptized each one of you into the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.


  Act 3:19 Repent ye therefore and be converted that your sins may be blotted out, for the times of refreshing of the presence of the Lord are come;


  Act 5:31 God has exalted him with his right hand as Prince and Saviour, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.


  Act 8:22 Repent therefore of this thy wickedness and pray God, if perhaps this thought of thine heart may be forgiven thee.


  Act 11:18 When they heard these things, they were silent and glorified God, saying, Then God has also granted repentance unto life to the Gentiles.


  Act 13:24 John having first proclaimed before his coming the baptism of repentance to all the people of Israel.


  Act 17:30 For the times of this ignorance God overlooked, but he now commands all men everywhere to repent


  Act 19:4 Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people that they should believe on him who should come after him, that is, on Christ, Jesus.


  Act 20:21 testifying both to the Jews and also to the Gentiles, repentance toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.


  Act 26:20 but I announced first unto those of Damascus and at Jerusalem and throughout all the coasts of Judaea and then to the Gentiles that they should repent and turn to God, doing works worthy of repentance.


  Rom 2:4 Or dost thou despise the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering, ignoring that the goodness of God leads thee to repentance?


  Rom 11:29 For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance.


  2Cor 7:8 For though I made you sorry with a letter, I do not repent, though I did repent; for I perceive that the same epistle has made you sorry, though it were but for a season.


  2Cor 7:9 Now I rejoice, not that ye were made sorry, but that ye sorrowed to repentance; for ye were made sorry by God that ye might suffer no loss by us.


  2Cor 7:10 For godly sorrow works repentance to salvation, of which there is no need to repent; but the sorrow of the world works death.


  2Cor 12:21 lest, when I come again, my God will humble me among you, and I would have to mourn over many who have sinned already and have not repented of the uncleanness and fornication and lasciviousness which they have committed.


  2Ti 2:25 that with meekness they might teach those that resist, if God peradventure will grant unto them that they might repent and know the truth,


  Heb 6:1 Therefore, leaving now the word of the beginning of the establishment of the Christ, let us go on unto perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from works of death, and of faith in God,


  Heb 6:6 and have backslidden, be renewed again by repentance, crucifying again for themselves the Son of God and putting him to an open shame.


  Heb 7:21 (for the others indeed without an oath were made priests, but this one with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord swore and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec);


  Heb 12:17 For ye know how that afterward, desiring to inherit the blessing, he was rejected; for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it carefully with tears.


  2Pt 3:9 The Lord is not late concerning his promise, as some count lateness, but is patient with us, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.


  Rev 2:5 Remember, therefore, from where thou art fallen and repent and do the first works, or else I will come unto thee quickly and will remove thy candlestick out of its place, except thou repent.


  Rev 2:16 Repent, or else I will come unto thee quickly and will fight against them with the sword of my mouth.


  Rev 2:21 And I have given her time to repent of her fornication, and she repented not.


  Rev 2:22 Behold, I will cast her into a bed and those that commit adultery with her into great tribulation unless they repent of their deeds.


  Rev 3:3 Remember, therefore, of that which thou hast received and heard and hold to it and repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will come to thee as a thief, and thou shalt not know what hour I will come upon thee.


  Rev 3:19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten; be zealous therefore, and repent.


  Rev 9:20 And the rest of the men who were not killed by these plagues did not repent of the works of their hands, that they should not worship demons and the images of gold and of silver and of brass and of stone and of wood, which neither can see nor hear nor walk.


  Rev 9:21 And they did not repent of their murders nor of their witchcraft nor of their fornication nor of their thefts.


  Rev 16:9 And men were scorched with great heat, and blasphemed the name of God, who has authority over these plagues; and they did not repent to give him glory.


  Rev 16:11 and blasphemed the God of the heaven because of their pains and their sores and did not repent of their deeds.


  Resurrection


  (40 Occurrences)


  Mt 22:23 The same day the Sadducees came to him, who say that there is no resurrection, and asked him,


  Mt 22:28 Therefore in the resurrection whose wife shall she be of the seven? for they all had her.


  Mt 22:30 For in the resurrection they neither marry nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven.


  Mt 22:31 But concerning the resurrection of the dead, have ye not read that which is spoken unto you by God, who saith,


  Mt 27:53 and came out of the graves after his resurrection and went into the holy city and appeared unto many.


  Mrk 12:18 Then come unto him the Sadducees, who say there is no resurrection; and they asked him, saying,


  Mrk 12:23 In the resurrection, therefore, when they shall rise, whose wife shall she be of them? for the seven had her to wife.


  Luk 14:14 and thou shalt be blessed, for they cannot recompense thee; for thou shalt be recompensed at the resurrection of the just.


  Luk 20:27 Then certain of the Sadducees came, who deny that there is any resurrection, and they asked him,


  Luk 20:33 Therefore in the resurrection whose wife shall she be? for seven had her to wife.


  Luk 20:35 but those who are accounted worthy to obtain that age and the resurrection from the dead neither marry, nor are given in marriage;


  Luk 20:36 for neither can they die any more, for they are equal unto the angels and are the sons of God, being the sons of the resurrection.


  Jhn 5:29 and those that have done good shall come forth unto the resurrection of life; but those that have done evil, unto the resurrection of judgment.


  Jhn 11:24 Martha said unto him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection in the last day.


  Jhn 11:25 Jesus said unto her, I AM the resurrection and the life; he that believes in me, though he is dead, yet shall he live;


  Act 1:22 beginning from the baptism of John unto that same day that he was received on high from among us, that one must be ordained to be a witness with us of his resurrection.


  Act 2:31 he, seeing this before, spoke of the resurrection of the Christ, that his soul was not left in Hades, neither did his flesh see corruption.


  Act 4:2 resentful that they taught the people and preached through Jesus the resurrection from the dead.


  Act 4:33 And with great power the apostles gave witness of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and great grace was upon them all.


  Act 17:18 Then certain philosophers of the Epicureans and of the Stoics encountered him. And some said, What will this babbler say? others, He seems to be a setter forth of new gods, because he preached unto them Jesus and the resurrection.


  Act 17:32 And when they heard of the resurrection of the dead, some mocked; and others said, We will hear thee again of this matter.


  Act 23:6 But when Paul perceived that the one part were Sadducees and the other Pharisees, he cried out in the council, Men and brethren, I am a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee, and of the hope and resurrection of the dead I am called in question.


  Act 23:8 For the Sadducees say that there is no resurrection, neither angel, nor spirit; but the Pharisees confess both.


  Act 24:15 and have hope toward God, which they themselves also allow, that there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust.


  Act 24:21 except it be for this one voice, that I cried out standing among them, Touching the resurrection of the dead, I am called in question by you this day.


  Rom 1:4 who was declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the Spirit of sanctification, by the resurrection from the dead), of Jesus, the Christ, our Lord.


  Rom 6:5 For if we have been planted together in him in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection,


  1Cor 15:12 Now if the Christ is preached that rose from the dead, how say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead?


  1Cor 15:13 But if there is no resurrection of the dead, then neither is Christ risen;


  1Cor 15:21 For since by a man came death, by a man came also the resurrection of the dead.


  1Cor 15:42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown in corruption, it shall be raised in incorruption;


  Php 3:10 That I may know him and the power of his resurrection and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death,


  Php 3:11 if by any means I might attain unto the resurrection of the dead.


  2Ti 2:18 who have erred from the truth, saying that the resurrection is already past and have overthrown the faith of some.


  Heb 6:2 of the doctrine of the baptisms, and of the laying on of hands, and of the resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.


  Heb 11:35 women received their dead raised to life again, and others were tortured, not accepting deliverance that they might obtain a better resurrection;


  1Pt 1:3 Praised be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus, the Christ, who according to his great mercy has begotten us again unto a living hope by the resurrection of Jesus, the Christ, from the dead,


  1Pt 3:21 Unto the figure of which the baptism that does now correspond saves us (not taking away the uncleanness of the flesh, but giving testimony of a good conscience before God) by the resurrection of Jesus, the Christ,


  Rev 20:5 But the rest of the dead did not live again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection.


  Rev 20:6 Blessed and holy is he that has part in the first resurrection; on such the second death has no authority, but they shall be priests of God and of the Christ and shall reign with him a thousand years.




  


  Sackcloth


  (46 Occurrences)


  Gen 37:34 Then Jacob rent his clothes and put sackcloth upon his loins and mourned for his son many days.


  2Sam 3:31 Then David said to Joab and to all the people that were with him, Rend your clothes and gird yourselves with sackcloth and mourn before Abner. And King David himself followed the bier.


  2Sam 21:10 And Rizpah, the daughter of Aiah, took sackcloth and spread it upon the rock from the beginning of harvest until water rained upon them out of heaven and allowed neither the birds of the air to rest on them by day nor the beasts of the field by night.


  1Kng 20:31 Then his slaves said unto him, Behold now, we have heard that the kings of the house of Israel are merciful kings; let us, I pray thee, put sackcloth on our loins and ropes upon our heads and go out to the king of Israel; peradventure he will give thee thy life.


  1Kng 20:32 So they girded sackcloth on their loins and put ropes on their heads and came to the king of Israel and said, Thy slave Benhadad saith, I pray thee, let me live. And he replied, If he is yet alive, he is my brother.


  1Kng 21:27 And it came to pass, when Ahab heard those words, that he rent his clothes, and put sackcloth upon his flesh and fasted and slept in sackcloth and went softly.


  2Kng 6:30 And when the king heard the words of the woman, he rent his clothes; and he passed by like this upon the wall, and the people looked, and, behold, he had sackcloth within upon his flesh.


  2Kng 19:1 And when King Hezekiah heard it, he rent his clothes and covered himself with sackcloth and went into the house of the LORD.


  2Kng 19:2 And he sent Eliakim, who was over the household, and Shebna the scribe and the elders of the priests, covered with sackcloth, to Isaiah, the prophet, the son of Amoz,


  1Chr 21:16 And David lifted up his eyes and saw the angel of the LORD stand between the heaven and the earth, having a drawn sword in his hand stretched out over Jerusalem. Then David and the elders of Israel, who were clothed in sackcloth, fell upon their faces.


  Neh 9:1 Now in the twenty-fourth day of this month, the sons of Israel were assembled with fasting and with sackcloth and earth upon them.


  Est 4:1 When Mordecai perceived all that was done, Mordecai rent his clothes and put on sackcloth with ashes and went out into the midst of the city and cried with a loud and a bitter cry


  Est 4:2 and came before the king’s gate; for no one was allowed to enter into the king’s gate clothed with sackcloth.


  Est 4:3 And in each province, wherever the king’s commandment and his law came, there was great mourning among the Jews and fasting and weeping and wailing; and many lay in sackcloth and ashes.


  Est 4:4 So Esther’s maids and her eunuchs came and told her. Then the queen was grieved exceedingly, and she sent raiment to clothe Mordecai and to take away his sackcloth from him; but he did not receive it.


  Job 16:15 I have sewn sackcloth upon my skin and put dust over my head.


  Psa 30:11 Thou hast turned my mourning into dancing: thou hast put off my sackcloth and girded me with gladness;


  Psa 35:13 But as for me, when they were sick, my clothing was sackcloth; I humbled my soul with fasting, and my prayer rose up in my bosom.


  Psa 69:11 I made sackcloth also my garment, and I became a proverb to them.


  Isa 3:24 And it shall come to pass that instead of sweet perfumes, there shall be stink; and instead of a girdle a rent and instead of well-set hair baldness and instead of a stomacher a girding of sackcloth and burning instead of beauty.


  Isa 15:3 In their streets they shall gird themselves with sackcloth; on the tops of their houses and in their streets, every one shall howl, weeping as they come down.


  Isa 20:2 at the same time the LORD spoke by Isaiah the son of Amoz, saying, Go and loose the sackcloth from off thy loins and put off thy shoe from thy foot. And he did so, walking naked and barefoot.


  Isa 22:12 Therefore the Lord GOD of the hosts did call in this day unto weeping and to mourning and to baldness and to girding with sackcloth:


  Isa 32:11 Tremble, ye women that are at ease; be troubled, ye careless ones: strip you, and make yourselves bare, and gird sackcloth upon your loins.


  Isa 37:1 And it came to pass when king Hezekiah heard it, that he rent his clothes and covered himself with sackcloth and went into the house of the LORD.


  Isa 37:2 And he sent Eliakim, who was over the household, and Shebna the scribe and the elders of the priests covered with sackcloth unto Isaiah the prophet the son of Amoz.


  Isa 50:3 I clothe the heavens with blackness, and I make sackcloth their covering.


  Isa 58:5 Is it such a fast that I have chosen? a day for a man to afflict his soul? is it to bow down his head as a bulrush, and to spread sackcloth and ashes under him? wilt thou call this a fast and an acceptable day to the LORD?


  Jer 4:8 For this, gird yourselves with sackcloth; lament and howl; for the fierce anger of the LORD is not turned back from us.


  Jer 6:26 O daughter of my people, gird thee with sackcloth and wallow thyself in ashes; make thee mourning, as for an only son, most bitter lamentation; for the destroyer shall suddenly come upon us.


  Jer 48:37 For every head shall be bald, and every beard shaved: upon all the hands shall be cuttings, and upon all the loins sackcloth.


  Jer 49:3 Howl, O Heshbon, for Ai is spoiled; cry, ye daughters of Rabbah, gird yourselves with sackcloth; lament and run to and fro by the hedges, for their king shall go into captivity, and his priests and his princes together.


  Lam 2:10 Jod The elders of the daughter of Zion sat upon the ground and are silent: they have cast up dust upon their heads; they have girded themselves with sackcloth; the daughters of Jerusalem hung their heads down to the ground.


  Ezk 7:18 They shall also gird themselves with sackcloth, and trembling shall cover them; and shame shall be upon all faces, and baldness upon all their heads.


  Ezk 27:31 And they shall pull out their hair for thee and gird themselves with sackcloth, and they shall weep for thee with bitterness of soul and bitter wailings.


  Dan 9:3 And I turned my face unto the Lord God, seeking him in prayer and supplication, in fasting and sackcloth, and ashes:


  Joel 1:8 Lament like a young woman girded with sackcloth for the husband of her youth.


  Joel 1:13 Gird yourselves, and lament, ye priests: howl, ye ministers of the altar: come, lie all night in sackcloth, ye ministers of my God: for the present and the drink offering is taken away from the house of your God.


  Am 8:10 and I will turn your feasts into mourning and all your songs into lamentation; and I will cause sackcloth to be brought up upon all loins and baldness upon every head; and I will make it as the mourning of an only son and the end thereof as a bitter day.


  Jon 3:5 So the people of Nineveh believed God and proclaimed a fast and put on sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them.


  Jon 3:6 For word came unto the king of Nineveh, and he arose from his throne, and he threw his robe from him and covered himself with sackcloth and sat in ashes.


  Jon 3:8 but let man and beast be covered with sackcloth and cry mightily unto God; and let each one turn from his evil way and from the violence that is in his hands.


  Mt 11:21 Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works which were done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes.


  Luk 10:13 Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works had been done in Tyre and Sidon which have been done in you, they would have repented a long while ago, sitting in sackcloth and ashes.


  Rev 6:12 And I saw when he had opened the sixth seal, and, behold, there was a great earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as blood;


  Rev 11:3 And I will give my two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a thousand two hundred and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth.


  Saint


  (85 Occurrences)


  Dt 33:3 Yea, he loved the peoples; all his saints are in thy hand; they also united at thy feet; they received thy words.


  1Sam 2:9 He keeps the feet of his saints, and the wicked perish in darkness, for no man shall prevail by their own strength.


  Job 5:1 Call now, if there shall be anyone to answer thee; and if there shall be any of the saints for thee to look unto?


  Job 15:15 Behold, he puts no trust in his saints, and not even the heavens are clean in his sight.


  Psa 16:3 to the saints that are in the earth and to the excellent: all my delight is towards them.


  Psa 34:9 Teth O fear the LORD, ye his saints; for those that fear him lack nothing.


  Psa 79:2 The dead bodies of thy slaves they have given to be food unto the fowls of the heavens, the flesh of thy saints unto the beasts of the earth.


  Psa 85:8 I will hear what God the LORD will speak, for he will speak peace unto his people and to his saints, that they not turn again to folly.


  Psa 89:5 And the heavens shall praise thy wonder, O LORD, thy truth also in the congregation of the saints.


  Psa 89:7 God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints and to be had in reverence of all those that are about him.


  Psa 97:10 Ye that love the LORD are to hate evil; he preserves the souls of his saints; he delivers them out of the hand of the wicked.


  Psa 106:16 Then they envied Moses in the camp and Aaron the saint of the LORD.


  Dan 7:21 I saw that this horn made war against the saints and overcame them;


  Dan 7:22 until such time as the Elder of great age came, and the judgment was given unto the saints of the most High; and the time came, and the saints possessed the Kingdom.

  Act 26:10 Which things I also did in Jerusalem, and I shut up many of the saints in prison, having received authority from the princes of the priests, and when they were put to death, I gave my voice against them.


  Rom 1:7 to all that are in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints; ye have grace and peace of God our Father and of the Lord Jesus, the Christ.


  Rom 8:27 But he that searches the hearts knows what is the desire of the Spirit, that according to the will of God, he makes entreaty for the saints.


  Rom 8:28 And we now know that unto those who love God, all things help them unto good, to those who according to the purpose are called to be saints.


  Rom 12:13 sharing for the needs of the saints, and given to hospitality.


  Rom 15:25 But now I go unto Jerusalem to minister unto the saints.


  Rom 15:26 For it has pleased those of Macedonia and Achaia to make a certain contribution for the poor saints who are in Jerusalem.


  Rom 15:31 that I may be delivered from the disobedient in Judaea and that the offering of my service to the saints in Jerusalem may be accepted,


  Rom 16:2 that ye receive her in the Lord as a worthy saint, and that ye assist her in whatever thing in which she has need of you, for she has been a helper of many and of myself also.


  Rom 16:15 Salute Philologus and Julia, Nereus and his sister, and Olympas, and all the saints who are with them.


  1Cor 6:1 Dare any of you, having a matter against another, go unto judgment before the unjust, and not before the saints?


  1Cor 6:2 Do ye not know that the saints shall judge the world? and if the world shall be judged by you, are ye unworthy to judge the smallest matters?


  1Cor 14:33 For God is not the God of disorder, but of peace, as in all the congregations of the saints.


  1Cor 16:1 Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given orders to the congregations of Galatia, do ye likewise.


  1Cor 16:15 I beseech you, brethren (ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is the firstfruits of Achaia and that they have dedicated themselves to the ministry of the saints),


  2Cor 1:1 Paul, apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, and Timothy our brother, unto the congregation of God which is at Corinth, with all the saints who are in all Achaia:

  2Cor 9:12 For the administration of this service not only supplies the needs of the saints, but also abounds in much thanksgiving unto God;


  2Cor 13:13 All the saints salute you.


  Eph 1:1 Paul, apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints who are at Ephesus and to the faithful in Christ Jesus:


  Eph 1:15 Therefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and charity unto all the saints,


  Eph 1:18 illuminating the eyes of your understanding, that ye may know what is the hope of his calling and what are the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints


  Eph 2:19 Now therefore ye are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints and of the household of God,


  Eph 3:8 Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of the Christ


  Eph 3:18 may be able to well comprehend with all saints what is the breadth and length and depth and height


  Eph 4:12 for the perfecting of the saints in the work of the ministry, unto the edifying of the body of the Christ


  Eph 5:3 But fornication and all uncleanness or covetousness, let it not be once named among you as becomes saints,


  Eph 6:18 praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit and watching in this with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints


  Php 1:1 Paul and Timothy, slaves of Jesus Christ, to all the saints in Christ Jesus who are at Philippi, with the bishops and deacons:


  Php 4:21 Greet every saint in Christ Jesus. The brethren who are with me greet you.


  Php 4:22 All the saints greet you, chiefly those that are of the Caesar’s household.


  Col 1:2 to the saints and faithful brethren in Christ who are at Colosse: Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.


  Col 1:4 since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the charity which ye have toward all the saints,


  Col 1:12 giving thanks unto the Father, who has made us worthy to participate in the inheritance of the saints in light,


  Col 1:26 even the mystery which has been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints,


  1Th 3:13 that your hearts may be confirmed in holiness, irreprehensible before God, even our Father, for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints.


  2Th 1:10 when he shall come to be glorified in his saints and to be admired in all those that believe (because our testimony among you was believed) in that day.


  1Ti 5:10 having a good testimony of good works, if she has brought up well her children, if she has exercised hospitality, if she has washed the feet of the saints, if she has relieved the afflicted, if she has diligently followed every good work.


  Phm 1:5 hearing of thy charity and faith, which thou hast in the Lord Jesus and toward all saints;


  Phm 1:7 For we have great joy and consolation in thy charity because the bowels of the saints have been refreshed by thee, brother.


  Heb 3:1 Therefore, brethren, saints, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus,


  Heb 6:10 For God is not unjust to forget your work and labour of charity which ye have showed in his name, having helped the saints and helping them.


  Heb 13:24 Salute all thy pastors and all the saints. The brethren of Italy salute you.


  Jude 1:3 Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the common salvation, it was needful for me to write unto you and exhort you that ye should earnestly persevere in the faith which was given once unto the saints.


  Jude 1:14 And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, Behold, the Lord comes with ten thousands of his saints


  Rev 5:8 And when he had taken the book, the four animals and the twenty-four elders fell on their faces before the Lamb, each one of them having harps, and golden vials full of incense, which are the prayers of saints.


  Rev 8:3 And another angel came and stood at the altar, having a golden censer; and there was given unto him much incense of the prayers of all the saints, that he should offer upon the golden altar which was before the throne.

  Rev 11:18 And the Gentiles were angry, and thy wrath is come, and the time of the dead, that they should be judged, and that thou should give the reward unto thy slaves the prophets and to the saints and those that fear thy name, to the small and to the great, and should destroy those who destroy the earth.


  Rev 13:7 And it was given unto it to make war with the saints and to overcome them; and power was given it over all kindreds and tongues and nations.


  Rev 13:10 He that leads into captivity shall go into captivity; he that kills with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the patience and the faith of the saints.


  Rev 14:12 Here is the patience of the saints; here are those that keep the commandments of God and the faith of Jesus.

  (11 Occurrences)


  Exd 29:27 And thou shalt set apart the breast of the waved offering and the shoulder of the sanctification, that which was waved and that which was sanctified of the ram of the consecrations of Aaron and of his sons;


  Jer 17:12 The throne of glory, height from the beginning, is the place of our sanctification.


  Rom 1:4 who was declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the Spirit of sanctification, by the resurrection from the dead), of Jesus, the Christ, our Lord.


  Rom 6:22 But now freed from sin and made servants to God, ye have as your fruit sanctification and as the end, everlasting life.


  1Cor 1:30 But of him ye are reborn in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom and righteousness and sanctification and redemption,


  1Th 4:3 For the will of God is your sanctification, that ye should separate yourselves from fornication,


  1Th 4:4 that every one of you should know how to possess his vessel in sanctification and honesty,


  1Th 4:7 For God has not called us unto uncleanness, but unto sanctification.

  Job 1:7 And the LORD said unto Satan, Where dost thou come from? Then Satan answered the LORD and said, From going to and fro in the earth and from walking up and down in it.


  Job 1:8 And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my slave Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that fears God and has departed from evil?


  Job 1:9 Then Satan answered the LORD and said, Does Job fear God for nothing?


  Job 1:12 And the LORD said to Satan, Behold, all that he has is in thy power; only upon himself do not put forth thy hand. So Satan went forth from the presence of the LORD.


  Job 2:1 Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the LORD, and Satan came also among them to present himself before the LORD.


  Job 2:2 And the LORD said unto Satan, Where dost thou come from? And Satan answered the LORD and said, From going to and fro in the earth and from walking up and down in it.


  Job 2:3 And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that fears God and has departed from evil and that he still retains his perfection, although thou didst incite me against him to destroy him without cause.


  Job 2:4 And Satan answered the LORD and said, Skin for skin, all that a man has he will give for his life.


  Job 2:6 And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, he is in thy hand, but preserve his life.


  Job 2:7 So Satan went forth from the presence of the LORD and smote Job with sore boils from the sole of his foot unto the crown of his head.


  Psa 109:6 Set thou the wicked man over him, and let Satan stand at his right hand.


  Zec 3:1 And he showed me Joshua the high priest, standing before the angel of the LORD, and Satan standing at his right hand to resist him.


  Zec 3:2 And the LORD said unto Satan, The LORD reprehend thee, O Satan; even the LORD that has chosen Jerusalem reprehend thee; is not this a brand plucked out of the fire?


  Mt 4:10 Then Jesus said unto him, Get thee hence, Satan, for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.


  Mt 12:26 and if Satan casts out Satan, he is divided against himself; how shall then his kingdom remain?


  Mt 16:23 But he turned and said unto Peter, Remove thyself from before me, Satan; thou art an offence unto me, for thou dost not understand that which is of God, but that which is of men.


  Mrk 1:13 And he was there in the wilderness forty days and forty nights and was tempted of Satan and was with the wild beasts, and the angels ministered unto him.


  Mrk 3:23 And he called them unto him and said unto them in parables, How can Satan cast out Satan?


  Mrk 3:26 And if Satan rises up against himself and is divided, he cannot remain, but has an end.


  Mrk 4:15 And these are those by the way side, in whom the word is sown, but when they have heard, Satan comes and takes away the word that was sown in their hearts.


  Mrk 8:33 And he, turning about and looking at his disciples, rebuked Peter, saying, Get thyself from me, Satan, for thou knowest not the things that are of God, but the things that are of men.


  Luk 4:8 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan; for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.


  Luk 10:18 And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven.


  Luk 11:18 If Satan also is divided against himself, how shall his kingdom stand? because ye say that I cast out demons through Beelzebub.


  Luk 13:16 And regarding this daughter of Abraham, who, behold, Satan had bound eighteen years, does it not behoove us to release her from this bond on the Sabbath day?


  Luk 22:3 Then Satan entered into Judas surnamed Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve.


  Luk 22:31 And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan has desired to have you that he may sift you as wheat;


  Jhn 13:27 And after the sop Satan entered into him. Then Jesus said unto him, That which thou shalt do, do it more quickly.


  Act 5:3 But Peter said, Ananias, why has Satan filled thy heart to lie to the Holy Spirit and to defraud of the price of the land?


  Act 26:18 to open their eyes and to turn them from darkness to light and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive remission of sins and inheritance among those who are sanctified by the faith that is in me.


  Rom 16:20 And let the God of peace bruise Satan under your feet quickly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.


  1Cor 5:5 let such a one be delivered unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

  Rev 2:13 I know thy works and where thou dwellest, even where Satan’s throne is, and thou holdest fast my name and hast not denied my faith, even in those days in which Antipas was my faithful witness {or martyr}, who was slain among you, where Satan dwellest.


  Rev 2:24 But unto you I say and unto the rest in Thyatira, as many as do not have this doctrine and who have not known the depths of Satan (as they say); I will put upon you no other burden


  Rev 3:9 Behold, I give of the synagogue of Satan, who say they are Jews and are not, but do lie; behold, I will constrain them to come and worship before thy feet and to know that I have loved thee.


  Rev 12:9 And the great dragon was cast out, the serpent of old, who is called devil and the Satan, who deceives the whole world; he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.

  Seat of Reconciliation


  (22 Occurrences)


  Exd 25:20 And the cherubim shall stretch forth their wings on high, covering the seat of reconciliation with their wings, and their faces shall look one to another; toward the seat of reconciliation shall the faces of the cherubim be.


  Exd 25:21 And thou shalt put the seat of reconciliation above upon the ark, and in the ark thou shalt put the testimony that I shall give thee.


  Exd 25:22 And there I will meet with thee, and I will speak with thee from above the seat of reconciliation, from between the two cherubim which are upon the ark of the testimony, of all things which I will give thee in commandment unto the sons of Israel.


  Exd 26:34 And thou shalt put the seat of reconciliation upon the ark of the testimony in the holy of holies.


  Exd 30:6 And thou shalt put it before the veil that is by the ark of the testimony, before the seat of reconciliation that is over the testimony, where I will testify unto thee of myself.


  Exd 31:7 The tabernacle of the testimony and the ark of the testimony and the seat of reconciliation that shall be upon it and all the vessels of the tabernacle


  Exd 35:12 the ark and its staves, the seat of reconciliation, and the veil of the tent,


  Exd 37:6 He made the seat of reconciliation likewise of pure gold; two cubits and a half was its length, and one cubit and a half its breadth.


  Exd 37:7 He also made the two cherubim of gold, beaten out of one piece he made them, on the two ends of the seat of reconciliation;


  Exd 37:8 one cherub on the end on this side and another cherub on the other end on that side of the seat of reconciliation; he made the cherubim on the two ends thereof.


  Exd 37:9 And the cherubim spread out their wings above, covering with their wings the seat of reconciliation, with their faces one to another; the faces of the cherubim were facing the covering.


  Exd 39:35 the ark of the testimony and its staves, and the seat of reconciliation,


  Exd 40:20 And he took and put the testimony into the ark and set the staves on the ark and put the seat of reconciliation upon the ark above,


  Lev 16:2 and the LORD said unto Moses, Speak unto Aaron, thy brother, that he not enter at all times into the sanctuary inside the veil before the seat of reconciliation, which is upon the ark, that he not die; for I will appear in the cloud above the seat of reconciliation.


  Lev 16:13 And he shall put the incense upon the fire before the LORD, and the cloud of the incense shall cover the seat of reconciliation that is upon the testimony, and he shall not die.


  Lev 16:14 Then he shall take of the blood of the bullock and sprinkle it with his finger towards the seat of reconciliation eastward; towards the seat of reconciliation he shall sprinkle of the blood with his finger seven times.


  Lev 16:15 After that, he shall kill the goat of the sin of the people and bring its blood inside the veil and do with that blood as he did with the blood of the bullock and sprinkle it upon the seat of reconciliation and before the seat of reconciliation;


  Num 7:89 And when Moses entered into the tabernacle of the testimony to speak with Him, then he heard the voice of the one speaking unto him from above the seat of reconciliation that was over the ark of the testimony, from between the two cherubim; and he spoke with him.


  1Chr 28:11 Then David gave to Solomon, his son, the pattern of the porch and of its houses and of its treasuries and of its upper chambers and of its inner parlours and of the place of the seat of reconciliation,


  Second Death


  (4 Occurrences)


  Rev 2:11 He that has an ear let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the congregations; He that overcomes shall not be hurt by the second death.


  Rev 20:6 Blessed and holy is he that has part in the first resurrection; on such the second death has no authority, but they shall be priests of God and of the Christ and shall reign with him a thousand years.


  Rev 20:14 And Hades and death were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.


  Rev 21:8 But the fearful and unbelieving and the abominable and murderers and fornicators and sorcerers and idolaters and all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death.


  Secret Place


  (9 Occurrences)


  Dt 27:15 Cursed is the man that makes any graven or molten image, an abomination unto the LORD, the work of the hands of the craftsman, and puts it in a secret place. And all the people shall answer and say, Amen.


  1Sam 19:2 But Jonathan, Saul’s son, delighted much in David, and Jonathan told David, saying, Saul, my father, seeks to kill thee: now, therefore, I pray thee, take heed to thyself until the morning and abide in a secret place and hide thyself.


  2Kng 5:24 And when he came to a secret place, he took them from their hand and bestowed them in the house; and he let the men go, and they departed.


  Psa 31:20 Thou shalt keep them in the secret place of thy face from the pride of man; thou shalt keep them in the tabernacle protected from the strife of tongues.


  Psa 81:7 Thou didst call in trouble, and I delivered thee; I answered thee in the secret place of thunder; I proved thee at the waters of Meribah. Selah.


  Psa 91:1 He that dwells in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.


  Ecc 10:20 Do not curse the king, not even in thy thought; and do not curse the rich even in the secret place of thy bedchamber; for the birds of the air shall carry the voice, and those who have wings shall tell the matter.


  Ezk 7:22 I will also turn my face from them, and they shall pollute my secret place, for the destroyers shall enter into it and defile it.


  Luk 11:33 No one, when he has lighted a lamp, puts it in a secret place, neither under a bushel, but on a lampstand that those who come in may see the light.


  Shame


  (92 Occurrences)


  Exd 32:25 And when Moses saw that the people were naked (for Aaron had made them naked unto their shame among their enemies),


  1Sam 20:30 Then Saul’s anger was kindled against Jonathan, and he said unto him, Thou son of the perverse rebellious woman, do I not know that thou hast chosen the son of Jesse to thine own confusion and unto the confusion of thy mother’s shame?


  1Sam 20:34 So Jonathan arose from the table in fierce anger and ate no food the second day of the new moon, for he was grieved for David and because his father had done him shame.


  2Chr 30:15 Then they killed the passover on the fourteenth day of the second month, and the priests and the Levites sanctified themselves with shame and brought in the burnt offerings into the house of the LORD.


  2Chr 32:21 And the LORD sent an angel who cut off all the mighty men of valour and the captains and the princes in the camp of the king of Assyria. So he returned with shame of face to his own land. And as he entered into the house of his god, those that had come forth of his own bowels slew him there with the sword.


  Job 6:20 They were put to shame because of their hope; they came there and found them confused.


  Job 8:22 Those that hate thee shall be clothed with shame, and the dwelling place of the wicked shall come to nought.


  Psa 4:2 O ye sons of men, how long will ye turn my glory into shame? how long will ye love vanity, and seek after the lie? Selah.


  Psa 35:4 Let them be confounded and put to shame that seek after my soul let them be turned back and brought to confusion that devise my hurt.


  Psa 35:26 Let them be ashamed and brought to confusion together that rejoice at my hurt; let them be clothed with shame and dishonour that magnify themselves against me.


  Psa 40:14 Let them be ashamed and confounded together that seek after my life to destroy it; let them be driven backward and put to shame that wish me evil.


  Psa 40:15 Let them be desolate for a reward of their shame that say unto me, Aha, aha.


  Psa 44:7 But thou hast saved us from our enemies and hast put to shame those that hated us.


  Psa 44:9 But thou hast cast us off and put us to shame and doth not go forth with our armies.


  Psa 44:15 My confusion is continually before me, and the shame of my face has covered me,


  Psa 53:5 They were there in great fear where no fear was; for God has scattered the bones of him that encamps against thee: thou hast put them to shame because God has despised them.


  Psa 69:7 Because for thy sake I have borne reproach; shame has covered my face.


  Psa 69:19 Thou hast known my reproach and my shame and my dishonour; my adversaries are all before thee.


  Psa 70:3 Let them be turned back for a reward of their shame that say, Aha, aha.


  Psa 71:1 In thee, O LORD, have I waited; let me not be forever put to shame.


  Psa 71:24 In the same manner my tongue shall talk of thy righteousness every day, for they are confounded, for they are brought unto shame, that seek my hurt. A Psalm for Solomon.


  Psa 83:16 Fill their faces with shame that they may seek thy name, O LORD.


  Psa 83:17 Let them be confounded and troubled for ever; let them be put to shame and perish


  Psa 89:45 The days of his youth hast thou shortened; thou hast covered him with shame. Selah.


  Psa 109:29 Let those who speak evil against me falsely be clothed with shame, and let them cover themselves with their own confusion as with a mantle.


  Psa 119:31 I have stuck unto thy testimonies; O LORD, put me not to shame.


  Psa 132:18 His enemies I will clothe with shame, but upon himself shall his crown blossom. A Song of degrees of David.


  Prv 3:35 The wise shall inherit glory; but shame shall be the promotion of fools.


  Prv 9:7 He that chastens a scorner brings shame unto himself, and he that chastens a wicked man brings himself a blot.


  Prv 10:5 He that gathers in summer is a wise son, but he that sleeps in harvest is a son that causes shame.


  Prv 11:2 When pride comes, then comes shame, but with the humble is wisdom.


  Prv 13:18 Poverty and shame shall be to him that refuses chastening: but he that regards reproof shall be honoured.


  Prv 14:35 The king’s favour is toward the wise slave, but his wrath is against him that causes shame.


  Prv 17:2 A prudent slave shall have rule over a son that causes shame and shall have part of the inheritance among the brethren.


  Prv 19:26 He that steals from his father and chases away his mother is a son that causes shame and brings reproach.


  Prv 25:8 Do not go forth hastily to strive lest thou know not what to do in the end thereof when thy neighbour has put thee to shame.


  Prv 25:10 lest he that hears it put thee to shame and thine infamy not turn away.


  Prv 29:15 The rod and reproof give wisdom, but a child left to himself shall bring his mother to shame.


  Isa 20:4 so shall the king of Assyria lead away the Egyptians prisoners, and the Ethiopians captives, young and old, naked and barefoot, even with their buttocks uncovered, to the shame of Egypt.


  Isa 22:18 He will surely violently turn and toss thee like a ball into a large country, there shalt thou die, and there the chariots of thy glory shall come to an end, the shame of the House of thy Lord.


  Isa 30:3 But the strength of Pharaoh shall become your shame, and the hope in the shadow of Egypt your confusion.


  Isa 30:5 all shall be ashamed of the people that shall not profit them, nor be a help, nor bring them increase, but a shame, and also a reproach.


  Isa 47:3 Thy nakedness shall be uncovered and thy shame shall be seen; I will take vengeance, and I will not help any man.


  Isa 50:6 I gave my back to the smiters and my cheeks to those that plucked off the hair: I did not hide my face from shame and spitting.


  Isa 54:4 Fear not; for thou shalt not be ashamed: neither be thou confounded; for thou shalt not be put to shame: for thou shalt forget the shame of thy youth, and shalt not remember the reproach of thy widowhood any more.


  Isa 61:7 Instead of your double shame, and your dishonour, they shall praise you in your inheritance; therefore in your land ye shall possess double, and ye shall have everlasting joy.


  Jer 3:24 For shame has devoured the labour of our fathers from our youth: their flocks and their herds, their sons and their daughters.


  Jer 3:25 We lie down in our shame, and our confusion covers us; for we have sinned against the LORD our God, we and our fathers, from our youth even unto this day, and have not hearkened unto the voice of the LORD our God.


  Jer 13:26 Therefore I uncovered thy skirts before thy face, and thy shame was manifested.


  Jer 20:18 Why did I come forth out of the womb? To see labour and sorrow that my days should be consumed with shame?


  Jer 23:40 and I will place an everlasting reproach upon you, and eternal shame, which shall never be forgotten.


  Jer 46:12 The nations have heard of thy shame, and thy cry has filled the land; for the mighty man has stumbled against the mighty, and they are both fallen together.


  Jer 48:39 They shall howl, saying, How is it broken down! how has Moab turned the back with shame! so shall Moab be a derision and a dismaying to all those about him.


  Ezk 7:18 They shall also gird themselves with sackcloth, and trembling shall cover them; and shame shall be upon all faces, and baldness upon all their heads.


  Ezk 16:8 And I passed by thee and looked upon thee; behold, thy time was the time of love; and I spread my mantle over thee and covered thy shame; and I gave thee an oath and entered into a covenant with thee, said the Lord GOD, and thou becamest mine;


  Ezk 16:52 Thou also, who hast judged thy sisters, bear thine own shame for thy sins that thou hast committed more abominable than they; they are more righteous than thou; be thou confounded also and bear thy shame in that thou hast justified thy sisters.


  Ezk 16:54 that thou may bear thine own shame and may be confounded in all that thou hast done, in that thou art a comfort unto them.


  Ezk 16:63 that thou may remember, and be confounded, and never open thy mouth any more because of thy shame, when I am pacified toward thee for all that thou hast done, said the Lord GOD.


  Ezk 22:4 In thy blood that thou hast shed thou hast sinned and hast defiled thyself with thine idols which thou hast made; and thou hast caused thy days to draw near and art come even unto thy years; therefore I have given thee in reproach unto the Gentiles, and in shame unto all the countries.


  Ezk 32:24 There is Elam and all his multitude round about his grave, all of them slain, fallen by the sword, which are gone down uncircumcised into the lowest parts of the earth because they spread their terror in the land of the living; yet they have borne their shame with those that go down to the grave.


  Ezk 32:25 They have set him a bed in the midst of the slain with all his multitude: his graves are round about him: all of them uncircumcised, slain by the sword because they spread their terror in the land of the living, yet they have borne their shame with those that go down to the pit; he was put in the midst of the dead.


  Ezk 32:30 There are the princes of the north, all of them, and all the Zidonians, who are gone down with the slain with their terror, ashamed of their might; and they lie uncircumcised with those that are slain by the sword and bear their shame with those that go down to the pit.


  Ezk 34:29 And I will raise up for them a Plant by name, and they shall no longer be consumed with hunger in the land, neither bear the shame of the Gentiles any longer.


  Ezk 36:6 Prophesy therefore upon the land of Israel and say unto the mountains, and to the hills, to the rivers, and to the valleys, Thus hath the Lord GOD said: Behold, I have spoken in my jealousy and in my fury because ye have borne the shame of the Gentiles,


  Ezk 36:7 therefore thus hath the Lord GOD said: I have lifted up my hand, Surely the Gentiles that are about you: they shall bear their shame.


  Ezk 36:15 Neither will I cause men to hear in thee the shame of the Gentiles any longer, neither shalt thou bear the reproach of the peoples any more, neither shalt thou cause the sons of thy inhabitants to die any longer, saith the Lord GOD.


  Ezk 39:26 After they shall feel their shame and all their rebellion by which they have rebelled against me when they dwelt safely in their land, and no one made them afraid.


  Ezk 44:13 And they shall not come near unto me, to serve me as priests, nor to come near to any of my holy things, to my most holy things: but they shall bear their shame and their abominations which they have committed.


  Dan 12:2 And many of those that sleep in the dust of the earth shall be awakened, some for eternal life, and some for shame and everlasting confusion.


  Hos 4:7 According to their greatness, so did they sin against me; therefore I will change their honour into shame.


  Hos 9:10 I found Israel like grapes in the wilderness; I saw your fathers as the early fruit of the fig tree in her beginning; but they went in unto Baalpeor and separated themselves unto shame and made themselves as abominable as that which they loved.


  Ob 1:10 For thy violence against thy brother Jacob, shame shall cover thee, and thou shalt be cut off for ever.


  Mic 1:11 Pass away naked with shame, thou inhabitant of Saphir: the inhabitant of Zaanan did not come forth in the mourning of Bethezel; he shall receive of you for his lateness.


  Mic 2:6 Do not prophesy, they say to those that prophesy: Do not prophesy unto them that they are to understand shame.


  Mic 7:10 Then she that is my enemy shall see it, and shame shall cover her who said unto me, Where is the LORD thy God? my eyes shall behold her: now she shall be trodden down as the mire of the streets.


  Nah 3:5 Here I am against thee, saith the LORD of the hosts, and I will uncover thy skirts upon thy face, and I will show the Gentiles thy nakedness and the kingdoms thy shame.


  Zep 3:5 The just LORD is in the midst thereof; he will not do iniquity: each morning he shall bring his judgment to light; he never fails; but the unjust know no shame.


  Zep 3:19 Behold, at that time I will undo all that afflict thee; and I will save her that is lame and gather her that was driven out; and I will make them a praise and of good reputation in every land where they have been put to shame.

  Serpent


  (39 Occurrences)


  Gen 1:26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness; and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the fowl of the air and over the beasts and over all the earth and over every serpent that moves upon the earth.


  Gen 3:1 Now the serpent was more astute than all the animals of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Has God indeed said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?


  Gen 3:2 And the woman answered unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden;


  Gen 3:4 Then the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:


  Gen 3:13 Then the LORD God said unto the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and I ate.


  Gen 3:14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all beasts and above every animal of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life;


  Gen 49:17 Dan shall be a serpent by the way, an adder in the path, that bites the horse heels, so that his rider shall fall backward.


  Exd 4:3 And he said, Cast it on the ground. And he cast it on the ground, and it became a serpent, and Moses fled from before it.


  Exd 7:15 Go unto Pharaoh in the morning; behold, he goes out unto the water; and thou shalt stand by the river’s brink before him and take in thy hand the rod which was turned to a serpent

  Ecc 10:11 If the serpent bites without being enchanted, then the babbler is no more.


  Isa 14:29 Rejoice not thou, whole Philistia, because thou didst break the rod of him that smote thee: for out of the serpent’s root shall come forth a cockatrice, and his fruit shall be a fiery flying serpent.

  Sheol, Hades


  (72 Occurrences)


  Gen 42:38 And he said, My son shall not go down with you; for his brother is dead, and he alone is left; if some disaster should befall him by the way in which ye go, then shall ye bring my gray hairs with sorrow down to Sheol.


  Gen 44:29 and if ye take this one also from me and some disaster should befall him, ye shall bring my gray hairs with sorrow down to Sheol.


  Gen 44:31 it shall come to pass when he sees that the lad is not with us, that he will die: and thy slaves shall bring the gray hairs of thy slave our father down with sorrow to Sheol.


  Num 16:30 But if the LORD does a new thing and the earth opens her mouth and swallows them up with all their things and they go down alive into Sheol, then ye shall know that these men have provoked the LORD.


  Num 16:33 They and all that they had went down alive into Sheol, and the earth closed upon them, and they perished from among the congregation.


  Dt 32:22 For fire shall be kindled in my anger and shall burn unto the lowest part of Sheol and shall consume the earth with her fruit and burn up the foundations of the mountains.


  1Sam 2:6 The LORD kills, and he gives life; he brings down to Sheol and raises up.


  2Sam 22:6 when the cords of Sheol compassed me about; the snares of death came before me;


  1Kng 2:6 Do, therefore, according to thy wisdom and let not his hoar head go down to Sheol in peace.


  1Kng 2:9 Now therefore do not hold him guiltless, for thou art a wise man and knowest what thou should do with him, but thou shalt bring his hoar head down to Sheol with blood.


  Job 7:9 As the cloud is consumed and vanishes away, so he that goes down to Sheol, who shall not come up again;


  Job 11:8 It is higher than the heavens; what canst thou do? It is deeper than Sheol; how canst thou know it?


  Job 14:13 O that thou would hide me in Sheol, that thou would keep me covered until thy wrath is past, that thou would appoint me a set time and remember me!


  Job 17:13 If I wait, Sheol is my house; I have made my bed in the darkness.


  Job 17:16 They shall go down to the bars of Sheol, and together they shall rest in the dust.


  Job 21:13 They spend their days in pleasure and in a moment go down to Sheol.


  Job 24:19 Drought and heat consume the snow waters; so does Sheol consume those who have sinned.


  Job 26:6 Sheol is naked before him, and hell has no covering.


  Psa 6:5 For in death there is no remembrance of thee: in Sheol who shall give thee thanks?


  Psa 9:17 The wicked shall be put into Sheol, all the Gentiles that forget God.


  Psa 16:10 For thou wilt not leave my soul in Sheol; neither wilt thou suffer thy Merciful One to see corruption.


  Psa 18:5 The pain of Sheol compassed me about: the snares of death came before me.


  Psa 30:3 O LORD, thou hast brought up my soul from Sheol; thou gavest me life from my descent into the grave.


  Psa 31:17 Let me not be ashamed, O LORD, for I have called upon thee; let the wicked be ashamed, and let them be cut off for Sheol.


  Psa 49:14 Like sheep they are laid in Sheol; death shall feed on them, and the upright shall have dominion over them in the morning, and their beauty shall be consumed in the grave from their dwelling.


  Psa 49:15 Surely God will ransom my soul from the hand of Sheol when he shall take me. Selah.


  Psa 55:15 Let them be condemned unto death, and let them go down alive into Sheol for wickedness is in their dwellings and among them.


  Psa 86:13 For great is thy mercy upon me, and thou hast delivered my soul from the lowest part of Sheol.


  Psa 88:3 for my soul is full of troubles, and my life draws near unto Sheol.


  Psa 89:48 What man is he that lives and shall not see death? shall he deliver his soul from the hand of Sheol? Selah.


  Psa 116:3 The sorrows of death compassed me and the pains of Sheol found me; I encountered trouble and sorrow.


  Psa 139:8 If I ascend to the heavens, thou art there: if I make my bed in Sheol, behold, thou art there.


  Psa 141:7 Our bones are scattered at the mouth of Sheol, as when one cuts and cleaves wood upon the earth.


  Prv 1:12 Let us swallow them up alive as Sheol and whole as those that go down into the pit;


  Prv 5:5 Her feet go down to death, her steps uphold Sheol,


  Prv 7:27 Her house is the way to Sheol, going down to the chambers of death.


  Prv 9:18 But he does not know that the dead are there and that her guests are in the depths of Sheol. (The parables of Solomon.)


  Prv 15:11 Sheol and hell are before the LORD; how much more then the hearts of men?


  Prv 15:24 The way of life is uphill to the wise, that he may separate himself from Sheol below.


  Prv 23:14 Thou shalt beat him with the rod and shalt deliver his soul from Sheol.


  Prv 27:20 Sheol and hell are never full; so the eyes of man are never satisfied.


  Prv 30:16 Sheol; and the barren womb; the earth that is not filled with water; and the fire that never says, It is enough.


  Ecc 9:10 Whatever thy hand finds to do, do it with all thy might, for there is no work nor device nor knowledge nor wisdom in Sheol, where thou goest.


  So 8:6 Set me as a seal upon thine heart as a sign upon thine arm; for love is strong as death; jealousy is hard as Sheol; the coals thereof are coals of fire, which have a most vehement flame.


  Isa 5:14 Therefore Sheol has enlarged himself and opened his mouth without measure; and their glory, and their multitude descended into it and their pomp and he that rejoiced in him.


  Isa 14:9 Sheol from beneath is aghast at thee; it stirs up the dead to meet thee at thy coming; it has raised up from their thrones all the princes of the earth, all the kings of the Gentiles.


  Isa 14:11 Thy pride is brought down to Sheol, and the noise of thy viols: the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee.


  Isa 14:15 Yet thou shalt be cast down to Sheol, to the sides of the pit.


  Isa 28:15 Because ye have said, We have made a covenant with death, and with Sheol we are at agreement; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through, it shall not come unto us: for we have made lies our refuge, and under falsehood we have hid ourselves:


  Isa 28:18 And your covenant with death shall be disannulled, and your agreement with Sheol shall not stand; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through, then ye shall be trodden down by it.


  Isa 38:10 I said in the cutting off of my days; I shall go to the gates of Sheol: I am deprived of the residue of my years.


  Isa 57:9 And thou didst go to the king with ointment and didst multiply thy perfumes, and didst send thy messengers far off, and didst debase thyself even unto Sheol.


  Ezk 31:15 Thus said the Lord GOD; In the day when he went down to Sheol I caused a mourning: I covered the deep for him, and I restrained the floods thereof, and the many waters were stayed: and I caused Lebanon to mourn for him, and all the trees of the field fainted.


  Ezk 31:16 I made the Gentiles to shake at the sound of his fall, when I cast him down to Sheol with those that descend into the pit: and all the choice trees of Eden, and the best of Lebanon, all that drink waters, shall be comforted in the lower parts of the earth.


  Ezk 31:17 They also went down into Sheol with him, with those that were slain with the sword; and those that were his arm, that dwelt under his shadow in the midst of the Gentiles.


  Ezk 32:21 The strong among the mighty shall speak to him out of the midst of Sheol with those that help him: they are gone down; they lie with the uncircumcised, slain by the sword.


  Ezk 32:27 And they shall not lie with the mighty that are fallen of the uncircumcised, who are gone down to Sheol with their weapons of war: and they have laid their swords under their heads, but their sins shall be upon their bones because they were the terror of the mighty in the land of the living.


  Hos 13:14 I will ransom them from the power of Sheol; I will redeem them from death; O death, I will be thy end; O Sheol, I will be thy destruction. Repentance shall be hid from my eyes.


  Am 9:2 Though they dig unto Sheol, from there shall my hand take them; though they climb up to heaven, from there I will bring them down;


  Jon 2:2 and said, I cried by reason of my tribulation unto the LORD, and he heard me; out of the belly of Sheol I cried, and thou didst hear my voice.


  Hab 2:5 Even more than he who is given over to wine, the transposer, the proud man, shall not remain, who enlarges his desire as Sheol and is as death and cannot be satisfied, but gathered unto him all the Gentiles and heaps unto him all the peoples;


  Mt 11:23 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto heaven, shalt be brought down to Hades, for if the mighty works which have been done in thee had been done in those of Sodom, it would have remained until this day.


  Mt 16:18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, a small rock and upon the large rock I will build my congregation, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against her.


  Luk 10:15 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto the heavens, shalt be thrust down to Hades.


  Luk 16:23 and in Hades he lifted up his eyes, being in torments, and saw Abraham afar off and Lazarus in his bosom.


  Act 2:27 because thou wilt not leave my soul in Hades, neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.


  Act 2:31 he, seeing this before, spoke of the resurrection of the Christ, that his soul was not left in Hades, neither did his flesh see corruption.


  1Cor 15:55 O death, where is thy sting? O Hades, where is thy victory?


  Rev 1:18 and he that lives and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen, and have the keys of Hades and of death.


  Rev 6:8 And I looked and, behold, a green horse, and he that was seated upon him was named Death, and Hades followed with him. And power was given unto him over the fourth part of the earth, to kill with sword and with hunger and with death and with the beasts of the earth.


  Rev 20:13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and Hades delivered up the dead which were in them; and the judgment of each one was according to their works.


  Rev 20:14 And Hades and death were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.


  Shofar (Ram’s Horn Trumpet)


  (62 Occurrences)


  Exd 19:16 And it came to pass on the third day when the morning came, that there were thunders and lightnings and a thick cloud upon the mount and the voice of the shofar {ram’s horn} exceeding loud, so that all the people that were in the camp trembled.


  Exd 19:19 And the voice of the shofar sounded long and waxed louder and louder; Moses spoke, and God answered him by a voice.


  Lev 25:9 Then shalt thou cause the shofar to sound an alarm on the tenth day of the seventh month; in the day of the reconciliations shall ye cause the shofar to sound throughout all your land.


  Jos 6:4 And seven priests shall bear before the ark seven shofarot {or rams horns} of jubilee; and the seventh day ye shall go around the city seven times, and the priests shall blow with the shofarot.


  Jos 6:5 And when they make a long sound of jubilee with the horn so that ye hear the voice of the shofar, all the people shall shout with a great shout; and the wall of the city shall fall down flat; then the people shall ascend up each man straight before him.


  Jos 6:6 And Joshua the son of Nun called the priests and said unto them, Take up the ark of the covenant and let seven priests bear seven shofarot of jubilee before the ark of the LORD.


  Jos 6:8 And when Joshua had spoken unto the people, the seven priests bearing the seven shofarot of jubilee passed on before the LORD and blew with the shofarot; and the ark of the covenant of the LORD followed them.


  Jos 6:9 And the armed men went before the priests that blew with the shofarot, and the congregation came after the ark, the priests going on and blowing with the shofarot.


  Jos 6:13 And the seven priests bearing the seven shofarot of jubilee before the ark of the LORD walked continually, and blew with the shofarot; and the armed men went before them; but the congregation came after the ark of the LORD, the priests going on and blowing with the shofarot.


  Jos 6:16 And when the priests had blown the shofarot the seventh time, Joshua said unto the people, Shout, for the LORD has given you the city.


  Jos 6:20 Then the people shouted when the priests blew with the shofarot, and it came to pass when the people heard the voice of the shofar, that the people shouted with a great shout, and the wall fell down flat, so that the people went up into the city, each man straight before him and they took the city.


  Jdg 3:27 And as he entered in, he blew the shofar in the mountain of Ephraim, and the sons of Israel went down with him from the mount, and he before them.


  Jdg 6:34 And the Spirit of the LORD clothed himself in Gideon, who when he had blown the shofar, Abiezer joined with him.


  Jdg 7:8 And having taken provision for the people in his hands with their shofarot; he sent all the other Israelites each one to his tent and retained those three hundred men, and the camp of Midian was beneath him in the valley.


  Jdg 7:16 And dividing the three hundred men into three companies, he put a shofar in each man’s hand with empty pitchers and torches burning within the pitchers.


  Jdg 7:18 I shall blow the shofar, I and all that are with me, then ye shall blow the shofarot on every side of all the camp, and say, I AM The Hewer {YHWH-Gideon}!


  Jdg 7:19 So Gideon and the hundred men that were with him came unto the outside of the camp in the beginning of the middle watch when only the guards were awake, and they blew the shofarot and broke the pitchers that were in their hands.


  Jdg 7:20 And the three companies blew the shofarot; and breaking the pitchers, they held the torches in their left hands and the shofarot in their right hands to blow with; and they cried, The sword of I AM The Hewer {YHWH-Gideon}!


  Jdg 7:22 But the three hundred blew the shofarot, and the LORD set each man’s sword against his fellow, even throughout all the camp; and the host fled to Bethshittah in Zererath and to the border of Abelmeholah unto Tabbath.


  1Sam 13:3 And Jonathan smote the garrison of the Philistines that was in Geba, and the Philistines heard of it. And Saul caused the shofar to be blown throughout all the land, saying, Let the Hebrews hear.


  2Sam 2:28 So Joab blew the shofar, and all the people stood still and no longer pursued after Israel, neither did they fight any more.


  2Sam 6:15 So David and all the house of Israel brought up the ark of the LORD with shouting and with the sound of the shofar.


  2Sam 15:10 But Absalom sent spies throughout all the tribes of Israel, saying, As soon as ye hear the sound of the shofar, then ye shall say, Absalom reigns in Hebron.


  2Sam 18:16 Then Joab blew the shofar, and the people returned from pursuing after Israel, for Joab held back the people.


  2Sam 20:1 And a man of Belial happened to be there, whose name was Sheba, the son of Bichri, a man of Jemini, and he blew the shofar, saying, We have no part in David, neither have we inheritance in the son of Jesse. Every man to his tents, O Israel.


  2Sam 20:22 Then the woman went unto all the people in her wisdom. And they cut off the head of Sheba, the son of Bichri, and cast it out to Joab. And he blew the shofar, and they retired from the city, each one to his tent. And Joab returned to Jerusalem unto the king.


  1Kng 1:34 And let Zadok, the priest, and Nathan, the prophet, anoint him there king over Israel; and ye shall blow the shofar and say, Long live king Solomon.


  1Kng 1:39 And Zadok, the priest, took the horn of the oil of the tabernacle and anointed Solomon. And they blew the shofar, and all the people said, Long live king Solomon.


  1Kng 1:41 And Adonijah and all the guests that were with him heard it when they had finished eating. And when Joab heard the sound of the shofar, he said, Why is this noise of the city being in an uproar?


  2Kng 9:13 Then they hastened, and each man took his garment, and put it under him in a high throne, and blew the shofar, saying, Jehu is king.


  1Chr 15:28 Thus all Israel brought up the ark of the covenant of the LORD with shouting and with sound of the shofar and with trumpets and with cymbals, making a noise with psalteries and harps.


  2Chr 15:14 And they swore unto the LORD with a loud voice, and with shouting and with trumpets and with shofar.


  Neh 4:18 For the builders, each one had his sword girded by his side, and so they built. And he that sounded the shofar was by me.


  Neh 4:20 In whatever place that you hear the voice of the shofar, join us there; our God shall fight for us.


  Job 39:24 He swallows the ground with fierceness and rage; the sound of the shofar does not trouble him;


  Job 39:25 for the blasts of the shofar fill him with courage; he smells the battle afar off, the thunder of the princes and the sound of the battle-cry.


  Psa 47:5 God is gone up with a shout of joy, the LORD with the sound of the shofar.


  Psa 81:3 Blow the shofar in the new moon in the time appointed on our solemn feast day.


  Psa 98:6 With trumpets and the sound of the shofar make a joyful noise before the LORD, the King.


  Psa 150:3 Praise him with the sound of the shofar; praise him with the psaltery and harp.


  Isa 18:3 All ye inhabitants of the world and neighbours of the land, when he lifts up a banner as an example on the mountains, ye shall see it; and when he blows the shofar, ye shall hear it.

  Mt 24:21 for then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be.


  Mt 24:29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from the heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken,


  Mrk 4:17 but have no root in themselves and are temporal; afterward, when tribulation or persecution arises for the word’s sake, immediately they are offended.


  Jhn 16:33 These things I have spoken unto you that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation; but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.


  Act 7:11 Now there came a famine over all the land of Egypt and Canaan, and great tribulation, and our fathers found no sustenance.


  Act 11:19 Now those who were scattered abroad by the tribulation that arose about Stephen travelled as far as Phenice and Cyprus and Antioch, preaching the word to no one except only unto the Jews.


  Act 14:22 confirming the souls of the disciples and exhorting them to remain in the faith, and that we must through much tribulation enter into the kingdom of God.


  Act 20:23 except that the Holy Spirit witnesses in every city, saying that prisons and tribulations await me.


  Rom 2:9 Tribulation and anguish shall be upon every human soul that does evil, the Jew first and also the Greek;


  Rom 5:3 And not only this, but we even glory in the tribulations, knowing that the tribulation works patience;


  Rom 8:35 Who shall separate us from the charity of Christ? shall tribulation or distress or persecution or famine or nakedness or peril or sword?


  Rom 12:12 rejoicing in hope, patient in tribulation, constant in prayer,


  2Cor 1:4 who comforts us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort those who are in any trouble with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God.


  2Cor 1:8 Because, brothers, we would not have you ignore our tribulation which was done unto us in Asia, that we were burdened beyond our strength, in such a manner that we despaired even of life:


  2Cor 4:17 For our tribulation, which is momentary and light, prepares an exceeding and eternal weight of glory unto us;


  2Cor 6:4 But in all things showing ourselves as the ministers of God in much patience, in tribulations, in necessities, in distresses,


  2Cor 7:4 Great is my boldness of speech toward you, great is my glorying of you; I am filled with comfort, I am exceeding joyful in all our tribulation.


  2Cor 8:2 how that in a great trial of tribulation the abundance of their joy and their deep poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.


  Eph 3:13 Therefore I desire that ye faint not at my tribulations for you, which is your glory.


  Php 1:16 Some preach the Christ out of contention, not sincerely, supposing to add tribulation to my bonds,


  Php 4:14 Notwithstanding ye have done well, that ye did communicate with my tribulation.


  Col 1:24 who now rejoice in my sufferings for you and fulfil in my flesh that which is lacking of the tribulations of the Christ for his body’s sake, which is the congregation,


  1Th 1:6 And ye were made imitators of us and of the Lord, having received the word with much tribulation, with joy of the Holy Spirit:


  1Th 3:3 that no one should be moved in these tribulations, for you know that we are appointed for this.


  1Th 3:4 For even when we were with you, we told you in advance that we must pass through tribulations, even as it has come to pass, and ye know.


  1Th 3:7 Therefore, brethren, we were comforted over you in all our tribulation and need by your faith;


  2Th 1:4 so that we ourselves glory in you in the congregations of God for your patience and faith in all your persecutions and tribulations that ye endure and


  2Th 1:6 seeing it is a just thing with God to recompense tribulation to those that trouble you


  Heb 10:33 on the one hand ye were made a spectacle both by reproaches and tribulations, and on the other ye became companions of those that were so used.


  Jm 1:27 The pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their tribulation and to keep thyself unspotted from this world.


  Rev 1:9 I John, your brother and participant in the tribulation and in the kingdom and in the patience of Jesus Christ, was in the isle that is called Patmos for the word of God, and for the testimony of Jesus Christ.


  Rev 2:9 I know thy works and tribulation and poverty, (but thou art rich), and I know the blasphemy of those who say they are Jews and are not, but are the synagogue of Satan.


  Rev 2:10 Fear none of those things which thou shalt suffer; behold, the devil shall cast some of you into prison, that ye may be tried; and ye shall have tribulation ten days; be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee the crown of life.


  Rev 2:22 Behold, I will cast her into a bed and those that commit adultery with her into great tribulation unless they repent of their deeds.


  Rev 7:14 And I said unto him, lord, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are those who came out of great tribulation and have washed their long robes, and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.


  Trumpet (Trumpet, Ram’s Horn — see Shofar) 


  (52 Occurrences)


  Exd 20:18 And all the people saw the thunderings and the lightnings and the noise of the trumpet and the mountain smoking; and when the people saw it, they trembled and stood afar off.


  Num 10:2 Make thee two trumpets of silver; of beaten work shalt thou make them that thou may use them for the convocation of the congregation and for the moving of the camp.


  Num 10:8 And the sons of Aaron, the priests, shall blow the trumpets; and you shall have them as a perpetual statute throughout your generations.


  Num 10:9 And when ye go to war in your land against the enemy that oppresses you, then ye shall blow an alarm with the trumpets; and ye shall be remembered before the LORD your God, and ye shall be saved from your enemies.


  Num 10:10 Also in the day of your gladness and in your solemn days and in the beginnings of your months, ye shall blow the trumpets over your burnt offerings and over the sacrifices of your peace, that they may be to you for a memorial before your God; I AM your God.


  Num 31:6 And Moses sent them to the war; he sent a thousand of every tribe; and Phinehas, the son of Eleazar the priest, went to the war with the holy instruments, with the trumpets to blow in his hand.


  2Kng 11:14 and when she looked, behold, the king stood by the pillar, as was his right, and the princes and the trumpeters by the king, and all the people of the land rejoiced and blew with trumpets. Then Athaliah rent her clothes and cried, Treason, Treason.


  2Kng 12:13 But of that money that was brought into the house of the LORD, they did not make bowls of silver nor snuffers nor basins nor trumpets nor any vessels of gold or vessels of silver for the house of the LORD


  1Chr 13:8 And David and all Israel played before God with all their might, with songs and with harps and with psalteries and with timbrels and with cymbals and with trumpets.


  1Chr 15:24 And Shebaniah, Jehoshaphat, Nethaneel, Amasai, Zechariah, Benaiah, and Eliezer, the priests, blew the trumpets before the ark of God; and Obededom and Jehiah were also doorkeepers for the ark.


  1Chr 15:28 Thus all Israel brought up the ark of the covenant of the LORD with shouting and with sound of the shofar and with trumpets and with cymbals, making a noise with psalteries and harps.


  1Chr 16:6 and Benaiah and Jahaziel, the priests, with trumpets continually before the ark of the covenant of God.


  1Chr 16:42 And with them Heman and Jeduthun with trumpets and cymbals to sound, and with other musical instruments of God. And the sons of Jeduthun were porters.


  2Chr 5:12 and the Levite singers, all of those of Asaph, those of Heman, and those of Jeduthun, together with their sons and their brethren, being clothed in white linen, having cymbals and psalteries and harps, stood at the east end of the altar, and with them one hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets).


  2Chr 5:13 And they sounded the trumpets and sang with one voice, all together as one man praising and thanking the LORD, when they lifted up their voice with trumpets and cymbals and instruments of music, when they praised the LORD, saying, For he is good, for his mercy endures for ever; and the house was filled with a cloud, even the house of the LORD,


  2Chr 7:6 And the priests were upon their watches, and the Levites with the instruments of music of the LORD, which David the king had made to praise the LORD, because his mercy endures for ever, when David praised by their hand. Likewise, the priests sounded trumpets before them, and all Israel was on their feet.


  2Chr 13:12 And, behold, God himself is with us for our captain, and his priests with sounding trumpets to cry alarm against you. O sons of Israel, do not fight against the LORD God of your fathers, for ye shall not prosper.


  2Chr 13:14 So when Judah looked back, behold, the battle was before and behind; and they cried unto the LORD, and the priests sounded with the trumpets.


  2Chr 15:14 And they swore unto the LORD with a loud voice, and with shouting and with trumpets and with shofar.


  2Chr 20:28 And they came to Jerusalem with psalteries and harps and trumpets unto the house of the LORD.


  2Chr 23:13 And she looked and, behold, the king stood at his pillar at the entrance and the princes and the trumpets by the king; and all the people of the land rejoiced and sounded with trumpets, and those that knew how to praise sang with instruments of music. Then Athaliah rent her clothes and said, Treason, Treason.


  2Chr 29:26 And the Levites stood with the instruments of David, and the priests with the trumpets.


  2Chr 29:27 Then Hezekiah commanded to offer the burnt offering upon the altar. And when the burnt offering began, the song of the LORD began also with the trumpets and with the instruments of David, king of Israel.


  2Chr 29:28 And all the congregation worshipped, and the singers sang, and the trumpets sounded; and all this continued until the burnt offering was finished.


  Ezr 3:10 And when the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, they set the priests in their apparel with trumpets and the Levites, the sons of Asaph, with cymbals, to praise the LORD, according to the ordinance of David, king of Israel.


  Neh 12:35 and certain of the priests’ sons with trumpets: namely, Zechariah, the son of Jonathan, the son of Shemaiah, the son of Mattaniah, the son of Michaiah, the son of Zaccur, the son of Asaph;


  Neh 12:41 and the priests: Eliakim, Maaseiah, Miniamin, Michaiah, Elioenai, Zechariah, and Hananiah, with trumpets;


  Psa 98:6 With trumpets and the sound of the shofar make a joyful noise before the LORD, the King.


  Ezk 7:14 They shall blow the trumpet and make everything ready, but there shall be no one to go forth to the battle, for my wrath is upon all the multitude thereof.


  Hos 5:8 Blow ye the shofar in Gibeah and the trumpet in Ramah; sound the drum in Bethaven; after thee, O Benjamin.


  Mt 6:2 Therefore, when thou doest thine alms, do not sound a trumpet before thee, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets that they may have glory of men. Verily I say unto you, They already have their reward.


  Mt 24:31 And he shall send his angels with a trumpet and a great voice, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.


  1Cor 14:8 For if the trumpet gives an uncertain sound, who shall prepare himself to the battle?


  1Cor 15:52 in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet, for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised without corruption, and we shall be changed.

  Gen 48:14 Then Israel stretched out his right hand and laid it upon Ephraim’s head, who was the younger, and his left hand upon Manasseh’s head, guiding his hands with understanding; for Manasseh was the firstborn.


  Dt 1:13 Give me from among you, of your tribes, wise and understanding and expert men, and I will make them the head over you.


  Dt 4:6 Keep them, therefore, and do them, for this is your wisdom and your understanding in the sight of the peoples, who shall hear all these statutes and say, Surely this great nation is a wise and understanding people.


  1Sam 25:3 Now the name of the man was Nabal; and the name of his wife Abigail. And she was a woman of good understanding and of a beautiful countenance, but the man was hard and evil in his doings, and he was of the lineage of Caleb.

  Dan 4:34 But at the end of the time I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up my eyes unto heaven, and my understanding was returned unto me, and I blessed the most High, and I praised and glorified him that lives for ever, whose dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom is through all ages:


  Dan 5:12 because Daniel, whom the king named Belteshazzar, was found to have a more excellent spirit and greater knowledge and understanding interpreting dreams, unraveling questions, and dissolving doubts. Now let Daniel be called, and he will show thee the interpretation.


  Dan 5:14 I have heard of thee, that the spirit of the holy God is in thee and that light and understanding and greater wisdom was found in thee.


  Dan 8:25 And with his understanding he shall cause the deceit in his hand to prosper, and he shall magnify himself in his heart, and by peace he shall destroy many; he shall also stand up against the Prince of princes, and without hand he shall be broken.


  Dan 11:30 For the ships of Chittim shall come against him; therefore he shall be grieved and return and have indignation against the holy covenant: so shall he do; he shall even return and have an understanding with those that have forsaken the holy covenant.


  Hos 4:14 I will not visit upon your daughters when they commit whoredom, nor upon your daughters-in-law when they commit adultery: for they offer with whores, and they sacrifice with cult prostitutes; therefore the people without understanding shall fall.


  Hos 7:11 Ephraim also was like a deceived dove, without understanding; they shall call to Egypt, they shall go to Assyria.


  Mt 11:25 At that time Jesus answered and said, I praise thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because thou hast hid these things from the wise and understanding and hast revealed them unto children.


  Mt 15:16 And Jesus said, Are ye also yet without understanding?


  Mt 26:10 But Jesus, understanding this, said unto them, Why trouble ye the woman? for she has wrought a good work upon me.


  Mrk 6:52 For they had not yet derived understanding in the loaves, for their hearts were blind.


  Mrk 7:18 And he said unto them, Are ye so without understanding also? Do ye not understand that anything from outside that enters into the man cannot defile him?


  Mrk 12:15 Shall we give or shall we not give? Then he, understanding their hypocrisy, said unto them, Why tempt ye me? Bring me the coin that I may see it.


  Mrk 12:33 and to love him with all the heart and with all the understanding and with all the soul and with all the strength and to love his neighbour as himself is more than all the burnt offerings and sacrifices.


  Luk 2:47 And all that heard him were astonished at his understanding and answers.


  Luk 10:27 And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart and with all thy soul and with all thy strength and with all thy understanding, and thy neighbour as thyself.


  Luk 24:45 Then he opened their understanding that they might understand the scriptures


  Act 10:10 and he became very hungry and would have eaten; but while they made ready, he fell into a rapture of understanding


  Act 11:5 I was in the city of Joppa praying, and in a rapture of understanding I saw a vision: A certain vessel descended like a great sheet let down from heaven by the four corners, and it came unto me,


  Act 22:17 And it came to pass that, when I was come again to Jerusalem, even while I prayed in the temple, I was in a rapture of understanding


  Rom 1:28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a perverse understanding, to do those things which are not convenient,


  Rom 1:31 without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, without mercy.


  1Cor 1:10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing and that there be no divisions among you, but that ye be perfect, joined together in the same understanding and in the same perception.


  1Cor 1:19 For it is written, I will destroy the wisdom of the wise and will bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent.


  1Cor 2:16 For who has known the understanding of the Lord? Who has instructed him? But we have the understanding of Christ.


  1Cor 14:14 For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prays, but my understanding is unfruitful.


  1Cor 14:15 What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the understanding also; I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also.


  1Cor 14:19 yet in the congregation I would rather speak five words with my understanding, that I might teach others also, than ten thousand words in an unknown tongue.


  1Cor 14:20 Brothers, be not children in understanding, howbeit in malice be ye children; but in understanding be perfect.


  2Cor 4:4 In whom the god of this age has blinded the understanding of those who do not believe, that the light of the gospel of the glory of the Christ, who is the image of God, should not shine in them.


  Eph 1:18 illuminating the eyes of your understanding, that ye may know what is the hope of his calling and what are the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints


  Eph 4:18 having their understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them because of the blindness of their heart,


  Eph 4:23 and be renewed in the spirit of your understanding


  Eph 5:17 Therefore, be ye not unwise, but understanding of what the will of the Lord is.


  Php 4:7 And the peace of God, which passes all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.


  Col 1:9 For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, asking that ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding,


  Col 2:2 that their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in charity and in all the riches of the fulfiled understanding to know the mystery of the God and Father and of the Christ;


  2Th 2:2 that ye not be easily shaken in understanding or be troubled neither by spirit nor by word nor by letter as from us, as if the day of Christ is at hand.


  1Ti 1:7 desiring to be teachers of the law, understanding neither what they say nor from where they affirm.


  1Ti 6:5 perverse disputings of men of corrupt understanding, and destitute of the truth, using piety as a source of gain: from such withdraw thyself.


  2Ti 2:7 Understand what I say, that the Lord shall give thee understanding in all things.


  2Ti 3:8 And in the manner that Jannes and Jambres resisted Moses, so do these also resist the truth, men of corrupt understanding, reprobate concerning the faith.


  1Pt 1:13 Therefore, having the loins of your understanding girded with temperance, wait perfectly in the grace that is presented unto you when Jesus, the Christ, is manifested unto you,


  2Pt 1:20 understanding this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation.


  2Pt 3:1 Beloved, I now write unto you this second epistle, in which I alert with exhortation your pure understanding,


  1Jhn 5:20 But we know that the Son of God is come and has given us understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God and eternal life.


  Rev 13:18 Here is wisdom. Let him that has understanding count the number of the beast: for the number of man; and its number is six hundred sixty-six.


  Victorious


  (2 Occurrences)


  Hab 3:19 The LORD God is my strength, and he will make my feet like hinds’ feet, and upon my high places he will cause me to walk victorious in my instruments of music.


  Rev 6:2 And I saw and, behold, a white horse; and he that was seated upon him had a bow, and a crown was given unto him, and he went forth victorious, that he might also overcome.


  Victory


  (8 Occurrences)


  1Chr 29:11 Thine, O LORD, is the greatness and the power and the glory and the victory and the honour, for all things in the heavens and in the earth are thine; thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all.


  Psa 98:1 O sing unto the LORD a new song; for he has done marvellous things; his right hand has gotten him the victory, even the arm of his holiness.


  Mt 12:20 A bruised reed he shall not break, and a smoking flax he shall not quench until he sends forth judgment unto victory.


  1Cor 15:54 So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the word that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory.


  1Cor 15:55 O death, where is thy sting? O Hades, where is thy victory?


  1Cor 15:57 But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.


  1Jhn 5:4 For whatsoever is born of God overcomes the world; and this is the victory that overcomes the world, even our faith.


  Rev 15:2 And I saw, as it were, a sea of glass mingled with fire and those that had gotten the victory over the beast and over its image and over its mark and over the number of its name stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God.


  Virtue


  (28 Occurrences)


  Exd 18:21 Moreover thou shalt consider out of all the people men of virtue, such as fear God, men of truth, hating covetousness, and place princes over them, of thousands, of hundreds, of fifties, and of tens.


  Exd 18:25 And Moses chose men of virtue out of all Israel and made them heads over the people, princes over thousands, over hundreds, over fifties, and over tens.


  2Sam 22:33 God is he who strengthens me with virtue; he who clears my way;


  2Kng 15:20 And Menahem exacted the money upon Israel, from all the mighty men of virtue, from each man fifty shekels of silver, to give to the king of Assyria. So the king of Assyria turned back and did not stay there in the land.


  Job 36:5 Behold, God is mighty and does not despise; he is mighty in virtue of heart.


  Mrk 5:30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in himself that virtue had gone out of him, turned to the crowd and said, Who touched my clothes?


  Luk 6:19 And the whole multitude sought to touch him, for there went virtue out of him and healed them all.


  Luk 8:46 And Jesus said, Someone has touched me, for I perceive that virtue is gone out of me.


  Act 1:8 But ye shall receive the virtue of the Holy Spirit which shall come upon you, and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem and in all Judaea and in Samaria and unto the uttermost part of the earth.


  Act 3:12 And when Peter saw it, he answered unto the people, Ye men of Israel, why marvel ye at this? or why look ye so earnestly on us, as though by our own virtue or godliness we had made this man walk?


  Act 8:10 to whom they all gave heed, from the least to the greatest, saying, This is the great virtue of God.


  Rom 15:13 And believing, the God of hope fills you with all joy and peace that ye may abound in hope by the virtue of the Holy Spirit.


  Rom 15:19 with power of signs and wonders, in virtue of the Spirit of God; so that from Jerusalem and round about unto Illyricum, I have filled the entire area with the gospel of the Christ.


  1Cor 4:19 But I will come to you shortly, if the Lord wills, and will know not the words of those who are puffed up, but the virtue.


  1Cor 4:20 For the kingdom of God is not in words, but in virtue.


  1Cor 14:11 Therefore, if I ignore the virtue of the voice, I shall be unto him that speaks as a barbarian, and he that speaks shall be a barbarian unto me.


  2Cor 4:7 But we have this treasure in clay vessels that the excellency of the virtue may be of God, and not of us.


  Php 4:8 Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever things are honest, whatever things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever things are of good report, if there is any virtue and if there is any praise, exercise yourselves in these things.


  Heb 6:5 and likewise have tasted the good word of God and the virtue of the age to come,


  Heb 7:16 who is not made according to the law of a carnal commandment, but by the virtue of an indissoluble life;


  1Pt 1:5 who are kept in the virtue of God by faith, to attain unto the saving health which is made ready to be manifested in the last time.


  1Pt 4:11 If anyone speaks, let him speak as the oracles of God; if anyone ministers, let them do it according to the virtue which God gives, that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus, the Christ, unto whom is glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.


  2Pt 1:3 as all things that pertain to life and to godliness are given us of his divine power, through the knowledge of him that has called us by his glory and virtue,


  2Pt 1:5 Ye also, giving all diligence to the same, show forth virtue in your faith; and in virtue, knowledge;


  Rev 4:11 Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and virtue; for thou hast created all things, and by thy will they have their being and were created.


  Rev 12:10 And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation and virtue and the kingdom of our God and the power of his Christ; for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, who accused them before our God day and night.


  Vision


  (100 Occurrences)


  Gen 15:1 After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram; I am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward.


  Gen 46:2 And God spoke unto Israel in visions of the night and said, Jacob, Jacob. And he said, Here am I.


  Exd 3:3 Then Moses said, I will now turn aside and see this great vision, why the bush is not burnt.


  Num 12:6 And he said, Hear now my words: If there is a prophet among you, I the LORD will make myself known unto him in a vision and will speak unto him in dreams.


  Num 24:4 he who has heard the words of God has said, who saw the vision of the Almighty, fallen, but having his eyes open:


  Num 24:16 he who has heard the words of God has said, and he who knows the knowledge of the most High, he who saw the vision of the Almighty, fallen, but having his eyes open:


  1Sam 3:1 And the child Samuel ministered unto the LORD before Eli. And the word of the LORD was precious in those days; there was no open vision.


  1Sam 3:15 And Samuel lay until the morning and opened the doors of the house of the LORD. And Samuel feared to show Eli the vision.


  2Sam 7:17 According to all these words and according to all this vision, so did Nathan speak unto David.


  1Chr 17:15 According to all these words, and according to all this vision, so did Nathan speak unto David.


  2Chr 9:29 Now the rest of the acts of Solomon, first and last, are they not written in the books of Nathan, the prophet, and in the prophecy of Ahijah, the Shilonite, and in the visions of Iddo, the seer against Jeroboam, the son of Nebat?


  2Chr 26:5 And he persisted in seeking God in the days of Zechariah, who had understanding in the visions of God; and in those days that he sought the LORD, God prospered him.


  2Chr 32:32 Now the rest of the acts of Hezekiah and his mercy, behold, they are written in the vision of Isaiah the prophet, the son of Amoz, and in the book of the kings of Judah and Israel.


  Job 4:13 In imaginations of visions of the night, when deep sleep falls upon men,


  Job 7:14 then thou dost scare me with dreams and terrify me with visions.


  Job 20:8 He shall fly away as a dream and shall not be found: yea, he shall flee away as a vision of the night.


  Job 33:15 In a dream, in a vision of the night, when deep sleep falls upon men, in slumberings upon the bed;


  Psa 89:19 Then thou didst speak in vision to thy holy one and didst say, I have laid help upon one that is mighty; I have exalted one chosen out of my people.


  Prv 29:18 Without prophetic vision, the people shall perish, but he that keeps the law is blessed.


  Isa 1:1 The vision of Isaiah the son of Amoz, which he saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem in the days of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of Judah.


  Isa 21:2 A grievous vision is shown unto me. For one who is treacherous, another who deals treacherously, and for one destroyer, another destroyer. Rise up, Elam; besiege Media; all the sighing thereof I have made to cease.


  Isa 22:1 The burden of the valley of the vision. What ails thee now that thou art completely gone up to the housetops?


  Isa 22:5 For a day of trouble and of treading down and of wearing down by the Lord GOD of the hosts is sent in the valley of the vision to break down the wall and give a cry unto the mountain.


  Isa 27:1 In that day the LORD with his sore and great and strong sword shall visit punishment upon leviathan the fleeing serpent, and upon leviathan that serpent of double vision; and he shall slay the dragon that is in the sea.


  Isa 28:7 But they also have erred through wine, and through strong drink are out of the way; the priest and the prophet have erred through strong drink; they are swallowed up of wine, they are out of the way through strong drink; they err in vision, they stumble in judgment.


  Isa 29:7 And the multitude of all the Gentiles that shall fight against Ariel, even all that shall fight against her and their siege weapons, and those that shall distress her, shall be as a dream of a night vision.


  Isa 29:11 And every vision is unto you as the words of a book that is sealed, which if it were delivered to one that knows how to read, saying, Read this, I pray thee: he shall say, I cannot; for it is sealed:


  Isa 30:8 Now go, write this vision before them on a tablet and note it in a book that it may remain unto the last day, for ever, unto all ages.


  Jer 14:14 Then the LORD said unto me, The prophets prophesy lies in my name: I did not send them, neither have I commanded them, neither did I speak unto them: they prophesy unto you a false vision, divination, vanity, and the deceit of their heart.


  Jer 23:16 Thus hath the LORD of the hosts said, Hearken not unto the words of the prophets that prophesy unto you: they make you vain: they speak a vision of their own heart, and not out of the mouth of the LORD.


  Lam 2:9 Teth Her gates were thrown to the ground; he has destroyed and broken her bars; her king and her princes are carried off among the Gentiles; there is no law; nor have her prophets found vision from the LORD.


  Ezk 1:1 Now it came to pass at thirty years, in the fourth month, in the fifth day of the month, as I was among the captives by the river of Chebar, that the heavens were opened, and I saw visions of God.


  Ezk 1:28 that looked like the bow of heaven that is in the clouds in the day of rain, so was the appearance of the brightness round about. This was the vision of the likeness of the glory of the LORD. And I saw it and fell upon my face, and I heard a voice of one that spoke.


  Ezk 7:13 For the seller shall not return to that which is sold although they remain alive, for the vision is touching the whole multitude thereof and shall not be cancelled; neither shall any in the iniquity of his life strengthen himself.


  Ezk 8:3 And that likeness put forth his hand and took me by the locks of my head; and the Spirit lifted me up between the heaven and the earth and brought me in the visions of God to Jerusalem, to the door of the inner gate that looks toward the north where the habitation of the image of jealousy was, which provokes to jealousy.


  Ezk 8:4 And, behold, the glory of the God of Israel was there like the vision that I saw in the plain.


  Ezk 11:24 Afterwards the Spirit took me up and brought me in a vision by the Spirit of God into the land of the Chaldeans to the captives. So the vision that I had seen went up from me.


  Ezk 12:22 Son of man, what is that saying that ye have in the land of Israel that saith, The days shall be prolonged, and every vision shall fail?


  Ezk 12:23 Tell them therefore, Thus hath the Lord GOD said: I will make this saying to cease, and they shall not repeat this as a saying in Israel but say unto them, Those days have drawn nigh, and the fulfilment of every vision.


  Ezk 12:24 For there shall no longer be any vain vision or flattering divination within the house of Israel.


  Ezk 12:27 Son of man, behold, those of the house of Israel say, The vision that he sees is for many days to come, and he prophesies of the times that are far off.


  Ezk 13:7 Have ye not seen a vain vision and have ye not spoken a lying divination, whereas ye say, The LORD hath said it; albeit I have not spoken?


  Ezk 13:16 to wit, the prophets of Israel who prophesy concerning Jerusalem and who see visions of peace for her, and there is no peace, said the Lord GOD.


  Ezk 40:2 In the visions of God he brought me into the land of Israel and set me upon a very high mountain, upon which was as the frame of a city to the south.


  Ezk 43:3 And it was according to the appearance of the vision which I saw, even according to the vision that I saw when I came to destroy the city; and the visions were like the vision that I saw by the river Chebar; and I fell upon my face.


  Dan 1:17 And unto these four young men, God gave them knowledge and intelligence in all letters and science; furthermore Daniel had understanding in all visions and dreams.


  Dan 2:19 Then the mystery was revealed unto Daniel in a night vision for which Daniel blessed the God of heaven.


  Dan 2:28 But there is a God in the heavens who reveals the mysteries, and he has made known to the king Nebuchadnezzar what shall happen at the end of days. Thy dream, and the visions of thy head upon thy bed, is this:


  Dan 4:5 I saw a dream which made me afraid, and the imaginations and visions of my head troubled me in my bed.


  Dan 4:9 Belteshazzar, prince of the wise men, now that I have understood that the spirit of the holy God is in thee, and that no mystery is hidden from thee, tell me the visions of my dream that I have seen and its interpretation.


  Dan 4:10 Thus were the visions of my head in my bed: It seemed that I saw a tree in the midst of the earth, and its height was great.


  Dan 4:13 I saw in the visions of my head upon my bed, and, behold, one who was a watchman and holy descended from heaven;


  Dan 7:1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon, Daniel saw a dream and visions of his head upon his bed: then he wrote the dream and penned the sum of the matters.


  Dan 7:2 Daniel spoke and said, I saw in my vision by night, and, behold, the four winds of the heaven fought the great sea.


  Dan 7:7 After this I saw in the night visions, and behold the fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, and exceedingly strong; and it had great iron teeth; it devoured and broke in pieces and trod down that which was left with its feet; and it was very different from all the beasts that had been before her; and it had ten horns.


  Dan 7:13 I saw in the vision of the night, and, behold, in the clouds of heaven like a Son of man that came and drew near unto the Elder of great age, and they brought him near before him.


  Dan 7:15 My spirit was troubled, I Daniel, in the midst of my body, and the visions of my head astonished me.


  Dan 8:1 In the third year of the reign of king Belshazzar a vision appeared unto me, Daniel, after that vision which had appeared unto me before.


  Dan 8:2 And I saw in the vision; (and it came to pass, when I saw it, that I was at Shushan, which is the head of the kingdom in the province of Persia); so that I saw in that vision, being by the river of Ulai,


  Dan 8:13 Then I heard one saint speaking, and another saint said unto the one which spoke, How long shall the vision of the daily sacrifice last and the prevarication of desolation that places both the sanctuary and the host to be trodden under foot?


  Dan 8:15 And it came to pass, as I, Daniel, was considering the vision and seeking to understand it, behold, there stood before me the likeness of a man.


  Dan 8:16 And I heard a man’s voice between the banks of the Ulai, which called and said, Gabriel, teach this man the vision.


  Dan 8:17 So he came near where I stood, and with his coming, I was afraid and fell upon my face; and he said unto me, Understand, O son of man: for at the time appointed by God the vision shall be fulfiled.


  Dan 8:26 And the vision of the evening and the morning which was told is true; therefore shut thou up the vision; for it shall be for many days.


  Dan 8:27 And I Daniel was broken and was sick certain days; and after I rose up, I did the king’s business; but I was astonished at the vision, and there was no one who could understand it.


  Dan 9:21 I was even yet speaking in prayer, and that man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the vision at the beginning, flying swiftly, touched me about the time of the evening sacrifice.


  Dan 9:23 At the beginning of thy supplications, the word went forth, and I have come to teach it unto thee; for thou art a man greatly beloved: therefore understand the word, and understand the vision.


  Dan 9:24 Seventy weeks are determined {Heb. cut} upon thy people and upon thy holy city to finish the prevarication and to conclude the sin and to make reconciliation for iniquity and to bring in everlasting righteousness and seal the vision and the prophecy, and to anoint the holy of holies.


  Dan 10:1 In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia the Word was revealed unto Daniel, whose name was called Belteshazzar; and the Word was true, but the time appointed was long: and he understood the word, and had intelligence in the vision.


  Dan 10:7 And only I, Daniel, saw that vision: for the men that were with me did not see the vision; but a great fear fell upon them, and they fled and hid themselves.


  Dan 10:8 Therefore I was left alone and saw this great vision, and there remained no strength in me, for my strength was turned into dismay, and I retained no strength.


  Dan 10:14 Now I am come to make thee know what shall befall thy people in the latter days, for there shall still be vision for several days.


  Dan 10:16 And, behold, one like the similitude of the son of man touched my lips; then I opened my mouth and spoke and said unto him that stood before me, O my Lord, by the vision my sorrows are turned upon me, and I have retained no strength.


  Dan 11:14 But in those times many shall stand up against the king of the south, and sons of robbers of thy people shall raise themselves up to establish the vision, but they shall fall.


  Hos 12:10 I have also spoken by the prophets, and I have multiplied visions, and used similitudes, by the hand of the prophets.


  Joel 2:28 And it shall come to pass after this that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:


  Ob 1:1 The vision of Obadiah. Thus hath the Lord GOD said concerning Edom: We have heard the message from the LORD, and a messenger is sent to the Gentiles, Arise, and let us rise up against her in battle.


  Mic 3:6 Therefore the vision shall be made night unto you, and darkness unto those that divine, and the sun shall go down over the prophets, and the day shall be dark over them.


  Nah 1:1 The burden of Nineveh. The book of the vision of Nahum the Elkoshite.


  Hab 2:2 And the LORD answered me and said, Write the vision and make it plain upon tables that he may run that reads it.


  Hab 2:3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak and not lie; though it tarry, wait for it because it will surely come; wait for it.


  Zec 13:4 And it shall come to pass in that time, that the prophets shall be ashamed every one of his vision when he has prophesied; neither shall they wear a rough garment to deceive:


  Mt 17:9 And as they came down from the mountain, Jesus charged them, saying, Tell the vision to no one until the Son of man is risen from the dead.


  Luk 1:22 And when he came out, he could not speak unto them; and they perceived that he had seen a vision in the temple, for he communicated with signs and remained speechless.


  Luk 24:23 and when they did not find his body, they came, saying that they had also seen a vision of angels, who said that he was alive.

Doing thus, ye shall not be guilty.

  Navigating Our eBooks


  Press on any underlined and/or colored text in order to navigate throughout the eBook. Simply try this a few times and you will soon be navigating like a pro. The following explains the most common conventions used in eBooks for the Table of Contents.


  The Table of Contents (TOC) within eBooks are generally offered in two styles: built-in and hyperlinked, enabling the user to navigate to their place of interest within the book. Because the text layout in reflowable eBooks differs with screen size and user preferences, eBooks do not truly have page numbers.


  In lieu of page numbers, eBooks typically have numbered locations or page number approximations, therefore smaller screen sizes generally require more virtual pages to flip through than their printed counterparts. Every eReader has a built-in TOC that can be accessed from every virtual page, whereas the hyperlinked TOC is optional.


  Ransom Press International offers the optional, hyperlinked TOC that appears near the front of the eBook, quite similar to a printed book. Each section (typically a Chapter) within our eBooks have a hyperlinked heading where the text is displayed in an alternate color and/or is underlined, much like a web page. For our Bibles, you will also find tables of chapter numbers at the beginning of each Bible book.


  E-ink Style eReaders, such as the Kindle Paperwhite, always have hyperlinks as underlined text, whereas other types of eReaders may exclude the underline and the color of hyperlinked text may also change according to how a user sets their eReader’s preferences, such as when using Dark or Night Modes.
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
